SLAUGHTER IN EGYDPT.

LoNDON, Aug. 5.—A battle was fought in
Bgypt Saturday which practically ends the
! war unless a new leader shall arise and
| gather the flying dervishes. Wad-el-
N'jumi, twelve ot his emirs, and 1,500 der-
7 killed, while the Egyptian
s insignificant For sey weeks
the two armies have been gradually ap-
proaching each other, and the daily dis-
patches indicate that a decisive en-
gagement could not long be delayed.
Several skirmishes took place Wednesday,
Thursday and Friday, in which small
parties of dervishes were compelled to re-
treat with considerable losses, while the
Egyptians  in  euch  case came off
with none killed and few wounded.
General Grenfell held a  council
with his officers Friday night, and
it was decided to force the fighting. Early
Saturday morning the Egyptian troops
were massed for action near Toski, under
cover of the darkness, and the advance
upon the dervishes began. The rebels
meantime learned of Grenfell’'s movemeats,
but received the warning too late to make
an effective resistance. The Egyptian col-
umn acvanced on the double quick, re-
serving their fire until they were within
short range, when they opened with a
deadly volley all along the line. The der-
vishes fought very stubbornly and refused
quarter. They attempted to turn the ex-
treme right of the Bgyptians when the
cavalry swept through the enemy's lines,
sabering them right and left.

Hundreds of the rebels tell and the re-
mainder soon broke and ran. Wad-el-
N’jumi, their leader, succeeded in rallying
them in a grove, where they awaited the
oncoming of the attacking army. Grenfell's
troops again advanced on the double quick,
and when within 200 yards ot the grove

fired a second volley, which dis-
lodged the rebels and sent them
flying southward. The LEgyptiuns pur-
gsued the 1rebels three iles, load-

ing and firing at short intervals with ter-
rible effect. Wad-el-N'jumi and seven of
his emirs were found dead in the grove.
Five more emirs were killed during the
pursuit. No prisoners are reported to have
been taken as yet. The dervishes dead are
roughly estimated at 1,500. The gunboats
have been ordered to pick up the wounded
and fugitives.

According to General Grenfell's official
report a few days ago the dervishes num-
bered 6,000 tight!ng men, while the English
army of occupation numbered 4,000, and
the Egyptians and Soudanese under his
command numbered 9,000 fighting men.

Recentiy Colonel Wodehouse had the
west bank of the Nile cleared of its inhab-
icants and food as far as Assouan, a dis-
tance ,of about 100 miles. The cavalry
having occupied the enemy's deserted
camp found a number of men, women and
children dying of exhaustion, the result of
this order. General Grenfell, considering
the effectz of Wodehouse's order good, is-
sued a proclamation that natives along the
frontier he forbidden to tratlic with the
dervishes under pain of death The inten-
tion was to freduce the whole of Wad-El-
N'jumi’s force by exhaustion.

CAiro, Aug. 5.—General Grenfell, in his
official report of Saturday’s battle, says
that the dervishes made repcated and

| desperate charges upon his men. They
were met by the infantry in line of
battle, supported by the Twenty-
fourth  Hussars and the Egyptian
cavalry. The Egyptian horse artil-
lery aid excellent service. The der-
vishes numbered 3,000 fighting men. The

British troops will now return to Cairo.
