JURY SELECTIONS.

The plan generally pursued in this country
of selecting jurors in most courts for import-
ant trials must certainly be very edifying to
people of other civilized countries. It would
seein to be the aim, generally, to obtain jurors
of the least possible intelligence, the least
knowledge of men and things, and the feast
likely to return a fair verdict according to the
law and the evidence. A satisfactory juror
must have no knowledge whatever, a numb-
skull, in fact, suits better. The selection of
jurors for the Cronin murder case at Chicago is
an evidence of this. They have been several
days in obtaining jurors. Bright, intelligent
men have been handed iz by the deputies to be
sworn in, but if tney have read anything in the
case they are rejected and another batch 18
called in to see if among them some one with
the intelligence of a dumb brute can bs obtain-
ed who will answer for a juror. It isthis way
seewmingly all over the land, and it is certainly
a strange anomaly that continues such proceed-
ings. Intelligence should predominate in all
things, and why an intelligent man will not
make a better juror than an ignoramus, except
in the eyes of some shrewd attorney, is more
than the public in general can understand.
The attorneys in a desperate case, where every-
thing indicates the defeat of their client, seem
interested in getting the ignorant man for a
juror, at least observation points that way. 1f
justice and equity are aimed at, why will not
the bright. posted man render the most satis-
factory verdict? The systein of jury selections
should be changed and a higher order of intel-
ligence be required to constitute a good jury-
man.

ALAS, POOR TANNER.

Tanner, ‘“‘Corporal’’ Tanner, as he so much
gloried in being known, has resigned his posi-
tion in the pension department and will retire
to private life, Tt has been evident for a long
time past that he would have tu do this or else
be fired out. He appears, trom the start, to
have been a failure, a fellow very much elevat-
ed by his suddenly acquired position, and a
man totally unfit for the responsible duties de-
volving upon that official. He appears to have
made littla or no discrimination among the
applhcaunts for pensions, and a man who bad
been a deserter stood fully as good showing as
a meritorious soldier. But this was net all.
By his “re-rating’’ business many who were
already receiving fully as much pension as they
were entitled to got thousands of dollars more.
A swarm of favorites seem to have hovered
around him, men of the “blocks-of-five” Dud-
ley stripe, and influenced him to a great ex-
tent. Money belonging to the governinent
was used as extravagantly in the payment of
unjust pensions as if it had been his own pri-
vate funds. His action has attracted the atten-
tion of Secretary Noble of the Interior Depart-
ment, who saw that ‘I'anner was not the man
for the place and was totally unfitfor it. Tan-
ner wasa waiver of the bloody shirt all through
the campaign last year, and received his pay
as soon as Harrison went into oftice. He has
been cut down in his prime. What would be
done with the large amount of surplus cash in
the treasury would have soon been settled by
Tanner had he have remained in office.

RASH PROMISES.
For the removal or resignation of *‘Corporal”’
Tanner from the head of the pension depart-
ment the lying managers of his party, during
the last campaign, are greatly responsible.
These managers told their speakers to promise
averything to the soldiers of the late war—to
leave nothing undone in the way of promises,
and by this plan secure the soldier vote. They
did 8o, Tanner among the rest. The soldiers,
in speeches uttered by men of the Tanner style,
were to be given about all of the United States
with a province or two outside. This was the
program of the campaign. Tanner, inseeking
to fill these promises, fell as was to be expect-
ed. His party made more promises of what
would be done than any nation could or would
carry out. The true soldier who enlisted from
wmotives of patriotism and not for money saw
and knew that there wasno truth nor sense in
such assertions regarding pensions as were used
time and again in the last campaign by repub-
lican speakers. The truth of the matter is that
the pension department was never so ably
managed before or since ae when Gen. Black
was in charge. Integrity and strict business
management distinguished it when Black con-
trolled it, but the very opposite seems to have

been the rule since he left it.

THE action of sowna school officers at Frank-
fort, Brazil and two or three other cities in
aiming lo prevent the use of tho new Indiana
series of school books is very apt to create a
suspicion that the VanAntwerp, Bragg & Co.
monopolists have been to ‘‘see” them, There
can be no reason nor sense in refusing the new
books. They are as good as the old and one
half less in price. Therefore why refuse their
use and aim to create deworalization in the
echools? The people for years demanded cheap
books. Now we bave them, and why not let
school matters proceed in the usual placid
manner? There i8 no politics in this school
book business. Of the eight men constituting
the Indiana school publishing firm balf are re-
publieans, among them Heilman, of Evansville,
ex-member of Congress. The whole matter of
any dissatisfaction is founded on nothing and
is simply created by the former publishers of
school books who are compelled to release their
grasp on the pocketbooks of the parents of In-
diana school children. It will be useless for
school officers and trustees whether paid by the
old school book ring or not to create further
dissatisfaction. The people will have cheaper
books, and freed from the swindling school

book ring will remain so.
