BUSINESS HOUSES IN ASIHES.

Burre, M. 1., Sept. #0. Fire hroke out
Bunday about noon on the first floor of the
Bowes block, a four-story brick building on
the southeast corner of Granite and Utah
streets, one block west of Main. Two of the
leading dry-gocds houses occupied the cor-
nurs of Main, and heavy mercantile houses
are grouped there. How the fire started isa
mystery. It was seen on the first floor

The Accid nt at Palatine

CaNAJOHARIE, N. Y., Sept. 30.—Four peo-
ple were killed in the railroad wreck av
Palatine Bridge Friday night. The saddest
and most terrible part. of the accident be-
fell William H. Manning and his party,
Mr. Manning resided at Marquette, Mich.,
and a few weeks ago came East to
Westport. N. Y., where he married Miss
Julia Davis, a wealthy and beautitul young
lady. They had passed a few woeks of,their
honeymoon in the East and on Friday started
for their new liome. where an elegantly
furnished house av dthem, They were
accompanied by Sadie Boyd, u maid serv-
ant, and George W. Allen, a man servant.
Mr. Manning was injured internally and
was badly disticured about the tace. He
was removed to the Hotel Wagner in this
pilace and died soon after. Sadie Boyd
never spoke after the cri Her remains
were dug out and laid beside the track.
The man servant escaped 1injury in his up-
per berth.

In upper berth No. 7 was Charles W,
Weed, a liveryman at Newburg, who was
on his way to Michigan to buy horses. Be-
fore retiring he had a chat with Rev.
Prentice Deveure, of Dayton, O., who was
to occupy the lower berth. Mr. Deveure
told him that he was a great traveler, and,
although he usually came Ilast once a
year, this time he had come four
times.

HE WAS DRUNK.

Fireman La Cloche Confesses That En-
gineer Twombly Was Under the Influ-
oence of Liquor on the Night of the Ter-
rible Disaster Near Chicago.

CHIC\ GO, t. 90 — Engineer Seth

Twombly and Fireman Henry La Cloche

stand charged by the coroner’s jury with

being responsible for the death of
the persons killed in the recent
Rock Island disaster at Eighty-seventh

street. The crowning feature of the in-
vestigation was the confession on Saturday
of Fireman La Cloche, made after the ver-
dict was brought in, 1n which he admitte®
that his testimony was false and that
Twombly was drunk the night of the ac-
cident.

La Cloche broke down completely and
cried like a child as he realized that he had
perjured himself in his testimony betore
the corener’s jury and would probably
have to ruflcr for it. He was taken
to his home, where he will be
guarded until “to-day, when he will
be committed to jail unless he
can procure bonds. TLa Cloche intimated
to Lieutenant Healy that compulsion from
high railroad ofticials, who were anxious to
shield Twombly, had prompted him to lie.

THE QUEBEC DISASTER.

The Verdict of the Coroner’s Jury Round-
ly Scores the Government and Munici-
pal Authorities.

QuEeBEC, Can., Sept. 30.—The inquest on
the death of the victims of the recent land-
slide was closed Saturday afternoon. The
verdict of the coroner’s jury was that the
deaths were the result of gross and culpa-
ble negligzence on the part of the Federal
ofticers of the Dominion in not taking neces-
sary precautions by not building the but-
tresses recommended to the same author-
ities by the city enginger of Quebec in1880;
that the death of Joseph Kemp wus due to
gross negligence of the municipal author-
ities of Quebec in not procuring and fug-
nishing requisite implements to extricate
him. The jury further say that more lives
would have been saved had such imple-
ments been procured, adding that too
much time was lost in extricating the dead.

THE LOUISIANA BOND FRAUDS.

More Dogus Securities Found to Have
Beea Issued—A Total of Over %1,200,000
Lost to the State Through Fraudulent
Transactions.

XEW ORLEANS, Sept. 30.—It is now stated
upon what appears to be good authority
that irregularities have been discovered in

what are known as the ‘“Baby”
State bonds. Nearly all of these bonds
numbered above 102,000 are reported

to be fraudulent, and there are irregulari-
ties in some of the lower numbers. The
State Auditor and Treasurer will soon take
up this branch of the investigation. At-
torney-General Rogers admits that the
“baby” bonds have been abstracted or
otherwise tamperod with to the amount of
$400,000. According to the calculations of
Judge Rogers the total defalcation of State
funds already in sight is over $1,2.0,000.

A Chicago Journal’s Story That a Dying
Thief Had Confessed That Ho, and Not
Tascott, Was the Murderer of Snell,
Pronounced a Fabrication.

CHicAGo, Sept. 30.—James Gillan, who
died at the hospital some months ago, was
a notorious thief and ex-convict. The
Tribune of Sunday contained a four-column
article purporting to be a confession made
by Gillan on his dying bed to a priest in
which he is said to have acknowleeged that
he, and not Tascott, was the murderer of
Amos J. Snell. The article also contained
an interview with a lawyer, whose name

was not given, in which the attor-
ney declared thut on the morn-
ing following the Snell mur-
der Gillan called on him in a

greatly perturbed state of mind and ac-
knowed that while engazed w th another
man in burglarizing the Snell residence the
owner of the house surprised them, and as
a measure of self-protection Gillan drew
hisrevolver and shot the millionaire dead.
He and his companion then aftected
their escape. Gillun told the attoraey that
the jaffair had so unnerved him that he
could not rest until he had secured legal
advice. The lawyer gave him advice on
this and on geveral other occasions. When
Tascott’s name was mentioned in connec-
tion with the crime Gillan, in conversation®
with the attorney, declamred that Tascott
had nothing whatever to do with the af-
fair.

Rev. Father Sullivan, of St Jarlatk’s
Church, who is said to huve visited Gillan
in the lower room of the county hospital
the night he dicd, denies in toto the story
that he ever saw a man named Gillan or
ever received a contession of the kind men-
tioned from him. A. J. Stoue, of the mill-
ionaire’s family, Chief-of-Police Hubbard
and Sergeant Elliott all pronounce the
publication a huge hoax, with all the
facts perverted and distorted to make them
fit the yarn.

Paris Exposition Awards,

Par1s, Sept. 30.—The oxposition awards
were distributed Sunday at the Palais de
I'Industrie. Prosident Carnot thanked the
governments and exhibitors who had con-
tributed to the success of the exposition.
He’ expressed the hope that the exposition
would introduce an era of pgace. Those
who had visited it could hardly fail to have
had their views broadened, and this en-
lightenment must have an indirect effect
upon the relations of nations. Premier
Tirard announced %03 grand prizes and
5,153 gold medals, 9,690 silver medals, 9,323
bronze medals and 8070 honorable men-
tions.

His death removes the only remain
ing son of Davy Crockett.
