Competitive Examination Arrasged For by Con-
gressman Brookshire.

Congressman E. Y. Brookshire has been re-
quested by the Seeretary of War to nominate
a person for appointment to the United States
Military Academy. Mr. Brookshire has  decid-
el to have a competitive examination, the
young man securing the best percent, to re-
ceive the appointment.
The person selected will be expected to go
to West Point next June to enter the Military
Academy if he succeeds in passing the entrance
examination.

The sabjects
on which the applicants will be examined will
be the branches ordinarily taught in the com-
wmon schools, including spelling, reading,
writing, arithmetic, (including 3rd part,)
geography, gammar, history of the United
States and physiology.
