the Supreme Court. A number of banis
are resisting the law. Tle State Board of
Tax Commissioners and the Attorgey-
General are-leaving nothing 'undone to
protoct the State's Interestsand o entorcy
the collection of these taxes,’

The reports speaks as :followsof the
State debt: ‘ * * @ Thg prasent for-
elgn debtof tha Stato'Is $3,348,615.12 and
the domestic debt $484,000, making a tota)
debt of §3,830,615.12. Of this sum the tem.
porary {nterest loan bonds, dated April 1,
1883, augregating $240,000, fall due April it
1893. The temporary [nterest loan bonds,
dated April 1, 1889, aggregating $370,00,
fall due April 1, 1894. In 185 bondsof
tho State amounting to $1,6£5,000 becoms
due. If the present General Assembly
mokes no extraordinary appropriations

*Thero 13 now 1aid 16.cents on. tho huns
dred dollars for State school purposes.
Under the present appraisement this levy
produces in round numbers §2,008,409. Un_
der the old assessment this levy rateed
$1,372,279, and thix amount wu% adequate
and highly satisfactory. The levy remaine
ing the same, thero is ralsed annually un-
der the new tax law 636,130 moro than
the old law produced. Now, there nevet
vasa nced or a demand for a large
3chool revenue, and this excess of more
than half a milllon dollars is just so mucy,
mouey unnecessarily takon from tho peo-'
ple. Itisa burden that rhould be lifted
from the shoulders of the tax payers
‘Unnecessary taxation Is unfust taxation.’

**If the lovy for State school purposes
were reduced 5 cents wo should then raise
£1,330,781 school revenuo, which is $8,502
moroe than was raised undor the old law.

*I therofore suggest that the State
school lavy be reduced from 16 to 11 cents

A reduction of the State levy from 12
cents to 10 cen(s is rocommended, ‘L'ho
Auditor fayors tho creution of a sink-
Ing fund and a lovy of4 cents on the
ono huudred valuation for that purpose.
I'he aggregate debt of the State is $3.5: 0,~
€15.12; anunual interent, $286,025: and the
annual surplus aliove expenses and inters
est by the present levy [s'$500,000.

‘L'ho Anditor speuks thus of savings:
banks: ““I'here are now livo savingsbanks
operating under the State luw. ‘I'lie suc-
cess of theso institutions, and the good
they are accomplishing in encouraging
savings by the peoplo, invite attention to
the desirability of cncouraging the organi-
zation of savings bunks'umong the people.
‘I'o this end I'suggest that tho present law
be so amended as Lo malke them stock asso-
ciations. By this meaus those who aro
active in the manugement receive somo
compensation for their services. Under
tho present law thu trustees of these [n-
stitutions are requirod to act without ade-
quate reward, and it is diicult to interest
those who are competent to manage them
In their organization. I also suggest that
tho law governing Investinents of these
banks bte so awended that they make
louns upon real cstate sccired by .mort-
gage anywhers within the Stato.”
