mode in i ts  violat ion wil l  be  s t rong,  
and the big fees  to  ke paid a t torneys to  

have i t  declared nui l  and void is  an in .  

cont ive to  them to labor .  The profi ts  

in  the business  of  t t ie  saioou under  the 

new law are  not .  near  so large ae former­
ly.  and this  wil l  be  one great  induce­
ment  to  have the law set  as ide.  The 

t imid and cowardly pol icy of  many men 

who from business  reasons fear  to  ex­
press  an opinion favorable  to  the law

have warred on socic- ty .  Pleas  of  insan-  ,  

i ty  for  the cr iminals  have been t ime j 
and again used with etTect  in  saving the • 

neck of  a  cold blooded murderer ,  in  
fact  the insani ty  plea is  a l l  that ,  has  
of ten saved the cr iminal .  There has  

of ten been ton much sent iment  in  deal­
ing with a  i ed-hanued murderer  and 

not  enough sense.  The peoplo i  bserve 
these things elotely.  They see that  the 

laws to  protect  society aro too of ten cast  
as ide to  protect  the  cr iminal .  Exact ,  

even handed just ice  is  uot  deal t  out  as  
i t  should b \  and the rotruo escapcs.  
Hence lynch laws would seem to in­

crease in  popular i ty  and during the 
past  dc-cade their  execut ion in  this  

country have bi  : -n  moro numerous than 

ever  before .  The cont inued loose ad­

minis t ra t ion of  the  laws wil l  cont inue 

the work of  Judge Lynch.  When 

.sense and not  sent iment  pervades the 
minds and braids  of  courts  and jur ies  

more than heretofore  lynch law wil l  

rarelv be executed.
