In an application recently frony Grant
county to the superintendent of the
eastern insane asylum for admission of
some insane people to the 1nstitution,
the astcnisbing reply was made that
there were over 300 applications ahead
of it from Grant county and the asy-
lnm was full to its capacity now. The
same report would no doubt be received
from the asylums at Evansvilie, Indian-
I apolis and Logansport. Notwithstand-
inz within 10 years past the State has
gone to an expense of over 31,000,000 for
the erection of additional buildings for
the insane they are all crowded and
more buildings are needed. The alarm-
ing fact is that insanity is largely in-
creasing in the State. The number of
insane confined in all the asylums of
the State we have never seen stated,
but it will reach between 3,000 and 4,000
at least, while county asylums over the
State contain large numbers.
