A DYING SENTIMENT.

The sentiment so often used and put
into effect since the war of rewarding
old soldiers with the honors and emolu-
ments of office where worthy, and where
competency is taken into account seewns
to be rapidly goiog out of practice and
the sentiment dying out. This was
seen here last week in the contest for
delegates to the congressional conveun-
tion between ILandis and Tucker.
