THE man who is going to give the 
trusts a solar plexus blow has not ap­
peared yet. Some prominent states­
men who were open and avowed ene­
mies of the nefarious combinations 
whereby the people were robbed and 
private industries strangled, are sud­
denly maintaining a strange and dig­
nified silence. They have evidently 
made the startling discovery that it 
is extremely injudicious for statesmen 
who are looking for jobs or hoping to 
hold the ones they have, to say cruel 
or unkind things of those things 
called trusts. Therefore has a silence 
fallen upon them, and they await the 
crack of the ringmaster's whip, when 
the tractable creatures will obediently 
fall in line, and if need be lick the 
capitalistic boots, as it were, and kiss 
the capitalistic hand while it smites 
their constituents. 

GENERAL SHAFTER has reached the 
age limit and has been entered on the 
retired list of the regular army. He 
will remain in command of the de­
partment of Pacific until relieved or 
mustered out with the Spanish war 
volunteers.
