Grist MID

The village boasted in that ear-

: ly day a great distinction. It had

the only grist mill in the’ County

L established in 1835, by Jacob

, Barks, on the east side of the

river, the nearest grist mill, run

by steam, was in Willshire, Ohio.

The other nearest competitors
were in Richmond and Winchester.

‘ A few years later a woolen mill
was added to the north part. Wool-

en goods were manufactured in

the north side and ground feed in

the south side. A general store

, which had every possible supply
needed. It was also a hardware

' store. In 1865 Bark sold the min to

Goodard and Heath, who in turn

sold it to a Mr. Warden in the

early 1890’s. In the late 80’s J. C.

Cowan and William Smith purcbas-
the mill from Mr. Warden. They
soon found they hadn’t enough

power so they closed the mill and

remodeled the dam and the mill.
In place of the old grinding stone

they paced two new ones. One was

' for grinding farmers’ needs and
the other ground flour. They must
have again remodeled the mill.

They put in silk shaker machines
to grade the flour for different
uses. The third floor was com-

¦ pletely covered with tools for

crushing grain and the shakers for

separating Jt. By this time they
had built up the business so in a

- normal day’s run they could never

keep up with the grain being de-

livered, so when the snow was

deep, the farmers would load their
bobsleds with grain and bring
it to the mill, store it, and return
in a few days to pick it up._The
toll for grinding was one measure

per bushel ground.

Buckwheat was also processed
in the winter months because the

mill would clog in the summer.

This mill bought, ground, and

shipped quantilities of buckwheat
from the farmers around Pleasant
Mills.

The mill was run by water pow-

er, its capacity was limited, and

grinding was a rather slow process
As a rule there would be quite a

waiting list of customers. Some-

times it would be a three or four

day wait with 25 or 30 farmers in

line. The people were not inpa-
tient either, for you see, folks came

from every direction and during
the “waits” it was a dandy time

to visit,swap stories. play
“horseshoe," have shooting mat-

ches and best of all, perhaps, to

go fishing, for the most of the

customers lived far from the riv-

er, and the rivers was full of bass
and other fine fish. So you can see

that those boys who lived “far

out in the stick” enjoyed their

fish dinners, the whole gang do-

ing the cooking. You best believe

doing the eating, too.

My brothers and I used to wait

until our father was gone, then

close the dam lock, and slowly
let out the water, until we could

gather up the fish in a bushel

basket.

The fish used to jump pretty

high when they felt the pressure

caused in the locks, and we plac-
ed a wooden backboard .with a

slope towards a large wooden wa-

* ter box, in which the fish would

jump. We always had fresh fish
on hand. __i ...

After the dam was built at Cel-

ina, controlling the flow of water

into the St. Mary's river, water

would sometimes get so low the

millwould hardly run. A good am-

ount at water was necessary for it

to run “full.”

Dale Cowman remembers, and

BUI Noll confirmed, that one of

Cowman’s brothers, and Noll, rea-

lized that enough water was not

released to run the mill. One dark

night several of them went up to

Celina, and the reserivor locks

mysteriously were left open that

evening. A good amount of water
flowed through the dam before

the opening was discovered the
next morning, and the mill contin-

ued to operate.

About 1,900 farmers in the area

began to object to the mill, be-

lieving that it caused flooding of
their lands. The mill right was

owned, but the government con-

trolled that right. Several times
the mail was mysteriously “sabot-

aged,” and the owners of a nearby
steam mill, which was more ex-

pensive to run, were blamed. The

mill finally closed in the early
1900’s.

the Soviet gesture as a “classical
step” towards relaxing interna-
tional tension.

“If the test ban turns out to be
a cold shower for the hot heads
of NATO, then that alone is a

good point,” he said.

Gromyko said it was the chief
aim of Russia “to reach an agree-
ment with other powers on an un-

conditional ban on all types of
atomic and hydrogen weapons, the

ending of their production and

complete destruction of existing
stocks with appropriate control.”

Blames U.S. Economy
But he said Russia—“regrettab-

ly”—was the only country ready
to sign such an agreement with-
out delay. \

“The governments of the U.S A.
and Great Britain are still not

showing any readiness to agree to

this, although such steps by the
three powers who have’ created

nuclear weapons would not un-

doubtedly be received with grat-
itude by all mankind,” Gromyko
said-

“One cannot fail to perceive
that some leaders in the West,
particularly in the U.S.A., see in

the stopping of atomic weapons
tests a danger to the economies

of Western countries.

“Any danger to the Western
economies lies not in the stopping
of nuclear tests or an end to the

armaments race, but in the mili-

tarization at present gripping the
whole of the economies of coun

tries belonging to the Atlantic
bloc.”

The,foreign minister said thee

was every reason to believe that
the higher the West's level of

militarization, “the steeper will be

their fall into the abyss of an

economic crash.”
