“Now, as this is written, she is sound asleep with
her doll, ‘Paddy’ in her arms.

“When her doll gets broken or her finger gets cut
or her head gets bumped, I can fix them. But when she
starts across the street, then Mr. Driver, she is in your

hands.

“Much as 1 wish I could, it's not possible for me-te
be with her all the time. I have to work to pay for her
home, her clothes, her education.

“So, Mr. Driver, please help me to look out for her.
Please drive carefully. Please drive slowly past schools
and intersections. And please remember that some-
times children run from behind parked cars.
