Patton, whose organization has

hacked proposals to control farm

production and raise price sup-

ports said farmers are being put

through “a giant economic wring-

er.” At the same time, he said,

they are being blamed for rising

retail food prices.
He noted that net farm income

for the first three months of 1960

had been estimated by the Presi-

dent’s Council of Economic Ad-

visers at an annual rate of $lO.-

800.000.000.
This is $2,400,000,000 below the

rate for the first quarter last

year. Agriculture Secretary Ezra

T. Benson has said, however, that

farm income will rise later this

year with improving hog and egg

nrices.

Patton added in his letter that
