Judgement Withheld

On Traffic Charge

City court Judge John B. Stults

with held judgment this morning

on two charges against Richard

A. Huffine, 22-year-old resident of

521 S. 13th street.

Huffine pleaded guilty to both

charges, reckless driving and

disorderly conduct, and Judge
Stults took the case under advise-

ment to rule within 30 days, he

explained.
After the matter was taken un-

der advisement, Huffine was re-

leased from custody.
The incident occurred Tuesday

evening when Huffine was stopp-

ed by city police office William

Baumann. Baumann charged
him with reckless driving, and

after Huffine’s ticket was writ-

ten, he allegedly became belliger-

ent with the officer. He was then

charged with disorderly conduct,

and placed in custody in the

county jail until his court appear-

ance today.
Huffine also has a case pend-

ing in Justice of the Peace court,

where he was cited after charged

with reckless driving last Thurs-

day evening.
