Company C, Ninth Infantry Wiped Out
By Treacherous Filipinos In
Samar.

CAUGHT WHILE AT BREAKFAST

A Force of Four Hundred Boloman Ovor-
come Seventy-Two of Uncle Sam’s Sol-
diers Neariy All of Whom Were Slain—
Insurgents Show Unexpected Strength,

Manila, Oct. 1.—Later returns from
the Island of Samar, where the almost
utter annihilation of Company (', 9th
infantry, at the hands of insurgents
occurred last Saturday, say that the
officers of the company, who were at
first reported to have escaped, were
killed with the majority of the com-
pany. The troops were attacked while
unprepared, by 400 bolomen, of whom
the Americans killed about 150. Many
of the soldiers were killed in their
quarters before they had time to grasp
their rifles. General Hughes is going
to the scene of the disaster and will
personally command toe troops.

Manila, Sept. 30.—A disastrous fight
between United States troops and in-
surgents occurred Saturday in the
Island of Samar, near Balangiga. A
large body of insurgents attacked
Company €, Ninth infantry, only 24
members of the company escaping.
All the others are reported to have
been killed.

The company were at breakfast
when attacked and made a determined
resistance, but the overwhelming num-
bers of the insurgents compelled them
to retreat. Of the survivors who have
arrived at Basey 11 are wounded.

According to the latest returns the
strength of the company was 72. The
survivors include Captain  Thomas
W. Connell, First Lieutenant Edward
A. Bumpus acd Dr. R. 8. Griswold,
surgeon. Captain Edwin V. Bookmil-
ler of the Ninth infantry, reports that
General Hughes is assembling a force
to attack the insurgents. The insur-
gents captured all the stores and am-
munition of the company and all the
rifles except 26.

CREATED A SENSATION
Oflicial Circles In Washington Try to
Account for Blow.

Washington, Sept. 30.—News of the
disastrous fight between troops of the
Ninth irfautry and the insurgents in
the Island of Samar was sent promptly
by General Hughes, commanding in
that island, to General Chaffee at Ma
nila and by him transmitted to the war
department. It reached the depart
went Sunday, aod Adjutant
Corbin, realizing its importance, made
it public, after sending a copy to the
Whitee House.

The news created a sensation in of-
ficial circles. It was the first severe
reverse that has occurred for a long
time. Still, the officials were not un-
prepared for news of just this char
acter from Samar, in which the revolu-
tion started by Aguinaldo still con-
tinues. Samar is a country about as
large as the state of Ohio, and the
American torces of occupation number
in all between 2,000 and 2,500 men

TIMES WHEN AN “EXCESS OF JOY IS
LINKED WITH INSANITY.

Some of the Saddest Cases of Lunncy
Are Those Wheve the Mind Is Un-
akLle to Sinnd (be Shock of Sudden
Good Fidingy,

It is no exaggeration to assert, said
an asylum doetor of leng and varied
experience, that there are scores of 1men
and women in our asylums who have
literally been sent there through excess
of joy. Many of these cases which are,
in my cpinlon, the saddest of all have
come under my own observation,

I remember in the very first asylum
with which I was connected one of the
patients was a strikingly handsome
and very well educated man, who was
as sane as you or 1 except on one point,
IHe was really a man of considerable
wealth, but his delusion was that he
was a pauper, and he would tell the
most pitiful tales of his destitution,
begging, with tears in his eyes, for a
few coppers with which to buy bread.

According to the story told me, he
was the only son of a wealthy mer-
chant. In his youth he had fallen
among evil companions and had led
such a dissolute life that his father
not only threatened to disinherit him,
but forbade him ever to enter his house
again. After that he seems to have
sunk into the lowest depths of poverty
until he was glad to earn a few cop-
peis by selling papers or matches in
the streets.

It was at this last and lowest stage
that news came to him that his father
had died intestate and that he was heir

to all his vast fortune. The sudden
news completely turned the man's

brain and brought on such a condition
of excitement that he had to be sent
to an asylum, and when he calmed
down again he had lost all recollection
of his good fortune, and nothing can
ghake his delusion that he is on the
verge of starvation.

Another patient in the same asylum
was a young and in his lucid moments
a most intelligent fellow, whose “brain
was turned,” as the saying is, on learn-
ing that he had passed an examination.
He had sat for the matriculation exam-
ination at the University of London, on
passing which he had set his heart
and bad asked a friend in London to
wire the result as soon as the names
were screened at Burlington House,

About three weeks later came a fatal
telegram, “Failed—sorry,” which sent
the young man into the lowest depths
of despair, for he was tco old to .sit
again. Not many hours later, however,
‘ame another telegram, “Passed honors
—very sorry crush so great did not see
name this morning.” The revulsion
of feeling was so great that the stu-
dent’s reason way, and he be-
came so violent in his excitement that
he had to be confined. Fortunately he
was not with us long and is now, I am
glad to know, doing very well as a so-
licitor.

Disappointed love sends many peo-
ple to asylums, but it is very seldom
that success in wooing drives a man
mad. It had this steange effect, how-
ever, on one of my late patients. The
gir! he loved had gone out to India to
keen house for her brother before he
had screwed up his courage to the point
of propesing to her, but an offer fol-
lowed by mail very quickly after her.

Weeks and months passed, and no an-
swer came to the impatient lover until,
after waiting two years in despair, he
became engaged to a girl who had
nothing but her money bags to recom-
mend her and for whom he had not a
particle of love. Searcely, however, was
his fate sealed than bhe the
long despaired of letter from India, ae
cepting his offer and explaining that
the girl's brother had received and mis
laid the letter, which had only just
been found and bad come into
hauds.

Within an hour of the receipt of this
letter the man was a raving maniac
