FOOD AGULTERATION

Indianapolis, Ind., Nov. 1 6.—An
important report on food adultera-
tion in Indiana has just been issued
by the state board of health, as a
result of examinations of food s>ld
to the public in Indianapolis and
eighteen other cities in this state.

The examination was authorized

several months ago by the state
board of health, and T. W. Smith,
of Indianapolis, and -Louis Bristo]
were employed as chemista and
deputy food inspector, respectively.
The result of the investigation is
regarded as startling by the board
of health, for of the 191 samples
examined, ninety of them, or 47
per cent. were found to be adult-
erated. The food samples included
butter, cream of tarter, baking
powder, vinegar, apple butter,
maple syrup, honey and jellies and
were secured at Bluffton, Fort
Wayne, Anderson, Columbia Cit-,
Bloomington, Greencastle, Hart-
ford City, Muncie and other cities.
