Reminiscences of Gen. Shields.

The following are among the anec-
dotes and incidents recently related
by Gen. Shields, at Lockport, N. Y.:

CERRO GORDO.

Previous to the brilliant Ameriean
victory at Cerro Gordo, the engineers
both of the attacking and defending
armies had carefully surveyed the
highest of the eminences that bristle
about the place, and had reported it
inaccessible. Itoverlooked the whole
Mexican army, bu: the Mexicans were
confident that it couid not be occu-
pied, and the same belief prevailed
in the American camp. The night
before the assault was a very dark
one. Shields was in his tent, when
toward midnight a number of sol-
diers of his command came t> him
and asked -permission to put a six-
pound gun on *he top of this ciiff.
