BENSSELAER, IND., Ju.:n. 19, 1878.

At a meeting called by “Many Citi-
zens” of Jasper county, as announced
through the columns of tho papers of
Rensselaer, Ind., Bronson W. Har.
rington was called to the Chair, and
on metivn, Ira W. Yeoman was called
to act as Secretary,

Junuary, 1879; therefore it may be an
act of wisaom to strike out that date,
and provide sucnnecessary legislation
as will, without too violent coutrac-
tion of currency, enable the accumu-
iation of coin sufticient for that pur-
pose. Specie payment implies vasuly
more than the mere redemption of the
legal-tender currency of the govern-
inent; it means the payment of every
matured obligation ¢f the npation,
states, municipalities, corporations.
and individuals in coin upou demand.
We have a generation of business
men who never saw gold otherwise
than as au article of merchandise, and
it would be contrary to huinan expe-
rience not to anticipate for a timne, at
least, its boarding to a great extent.

‘T'his is the silver producing country
of the world, and we should foster
our ev n productions. The 4124 graio
dollar is equal to the silver standard
in any country, and therefore, good
mwngh for us, a debtor nation and a
debtor reople. Until its demonetiza-
tion the silver dollar was worth as
miuch as the gold dollar., and when
remonetized will again be. I have
paid at the mint in Pluladelphla be-
fore the war 8 per cent. premmm for
silver dollars, in gold coin minted in
the same building, and there was an
established premium for silver dol-
lars for years at the mint and at the
treasury, and yet, no one then said
gold was at a dfscount.

The resumption of specie payment
is a practical question os well as one
of theoretical finance, and with all the
aid we can get from silver will find it
difficult to maintain. Tue coinage
should not be under the caprice of
any secrotary of the treasury. and a
maximum and minmum quantity of
monthly coinage should be fixed, say
not less than two nor more than four
millions.

Since the act demonetizing silver,
supplemented as it has been by the
act for a forced resnmption of specie
payments, the property of the people
of the United States has shrunk not
less than 35 per cent. in value. What
could be s0ld for €100 five years ago
oan be bought now for $65 on an ave-
rage all over the country, This is a
criminal confiscation of property
amouuting to not less in value than
$10,000,000,000 when the estimate is
applied to every state and section
alike.
