NATIONAL BANKS,

The }io?.e Bfll for the Retiremeunt of
1 héir Circalating Notes.

T1i6 ‘Honse' Committee on Banking
and Currendy;saysthe o P'ribune,
hab’ at-last'matared the bill for the ro-
tirement of allthe;cirenlating notes of
the national;banks, and .the permanént
isspe therefor of treasury notes. Tn its
présent ‘shape’it'is possible the bill may
pass both houses of Congress and. le-
come & law ; if not.at the present, then
at tho mext session cf Congress,  The
bill provides, substantially, as follows :
That .the Secretary of the Treas-
ury. shall have prepared an issue  of
treasnry motes equal to the whole amount
of gnts anxug national-bank notés (about
$323,000,000) ; these treasury notes are
to conform genemll to the greenbacks,
and shall be receivable for all taxes, ete.
