Teachers aud other interested par-

ties are notified that a Normal Insti-

tute willbe opened in the Rensselaer

public school building, July 29, 1878,

aud closing with the annual county-

institute, August 30, under the in-

struction and management of Prof.

G. W. Allen, principal of the Rens-

selaer schools, A Beery, a graduate of

the Central Indiana Normal School

and County Superintendent J. H.

Snoddy. Assurance has already been

received of an attendance of over a

hundred pupils, and it is confidently
expected that this will bo more than

realized.
