2. He hus excited the people to se
dition.

3. He is an enemy to the laws.

4. He calls himself the Sonof God.

5. He calls himself falscly thie King
of Israel.

6. He went into the temple followed

| by a multitude carrying palms in their

hiands:

Orders from the first centurion,
Quirrills Cornelius, to bring him to
the place of execution,

Forbids all persous, rich or poor,
to preveut the exccutjon of Josus.

.The witnesses who have signed the
ex -cution ¢f Jesus are —

1. Daniel Robani Parisco.

2. John Zorbabel:

3. Raphael Robani.

4. Capet.

Jesug to be taken out of Jerusalem
through the gates of Tournes.

This sentence is engraved ona plate
of brass in the Hebrew language; and
on its sides are the follbwing words:

“A slmilar plate has been sent to
each tribe.”

It wiis discovered iu the year 1380,
in tne Kingdom ol Naples, in a search
made for Roman antiquities, and re-
mained there until it was found by
the commissioner of arts in the Freneh
army iv Italy. 'Up to the time of the
campaign in Italy, 1t wus preserved
in the sacristy of the Carthusians,
near Naples, where it was keptin a
box of cbeny. Siiice then the relic
has been in the chapel of Casserta.—
The -Carthusians obtained by their
petitions permission tojkeep the plate,
which was an acknowledgment of the
sacrifices which they made for the
French army. The French franslation
was made literally by the members of
the commission of arts. emoh had
a fac simile of the plat: engraved,
which was bought by Lord Howard,
on the sale oi his eabinet, for 2,800f.
There seem to be no historicul doubts
as to the authenticity of this: The
reasons of the sentence correspond
exactly with those in the Gospel.
