State of Indiana for ratification cr
rejection, at an e'ection to be held on
the first Monday in April, 188). The
Iaw providing for the submission of
these amenaments to the electors of
the State cuacts that“the secretary of
State shall procure ballots of blue
paper, on each of which shall be priut-
ed the proposed amendments, and be-
low cach amendment shall be printed |
the word “Yes™ in one line, and in an
otlhur line the word “No,” that any
qualificd  elector  may vote for or
agaiust any amendment by deposit-
ing one of sai.l ballets in the ballot
box.

The words “such other oouxts are
substituted fov the words, “sach infe-
rior courts.”

AMENDMENT NO. 9.

No political or municipal corpora-
tion in this State shall ever become
indebted. in any manner, or for any
purpose, to an amount in the ag-
gregate exceeding 2 per centum on
the value of the taxable property
within said corporation, to be ascer-
tained by the last assessment for State
and county taxes, previous to the in-
curring of suchindebtedness, and all
bounds or obligations in excess of such
amount given by such corporations
shall be void; provided that in time
of war, foreign invasion, or other
great publiz calamity, on petition of
a majority of the property-owners, in“
number and value, within the limits
of such corporution, the public authn-
rities, in their discretion. may incur
obligations necessary for public pro-
tection and defense, to such amount
as may be requeste-d in said petition.
