SEEDING CLOVER WITH MILLET.—“In
June, 1778, I mixed two quarts of clo-
ver seed with four to six quarts of mil-
let, as near as I can recollect, and sowed
it on about one-fousth of an acre, from
which I had taken a crop of potatoesthe
previous year. The ground was plowed
and harrowed before sowing, and ihe
millet, and clover dragged. 1 not only
obtzined a good crop of millet, but a
periect catch of clover.—Z. M. Potler,
Kalamazo», Mich.

To Krkrp WEeLLS PURE.—A corre-
spondent of the Inter Ocean, writing
from Battle Creek, Mich., says that hLe
purified his well of water, which wasso
subject to rnany worms, bugs and other
insects as to render it almost unfit for
drinking, by placing in the well a
couple of good-sized trout. They have
kept perfectly hLealthy, and have eaten
up every live thing in the water. In
the winter season crumbs of bread or
crackers are thrown in. The water is
perfect'y pure and sweet.

GREEN MANURE.—“My success has
been very gratifying in sowing corn,
oats, buckwheat or rye for plowing un-
der instead of clover. For this pur-
pose I use one or the other of the crops
according to the time of the year for
sowing, and taking into the calculation
the length of time the crop could occa-
py the land. All these crops, however,
could be grown and plowed under with-
in the time required for growing the
one crop of clover. Iu thiscontainsthe
main advantage of their use over clover
as a renovating crop.”—Henry Ives,
Batavia, N. Y.

Dry Cows.—It is a common practice
among some dairymen to give their
cows, when dry, but scanty living.
When a cow ceases to give milk, or is
dried up,any feed is considered enough
for her. I think this is a great mis-
take, and the result is a diminished
product of milk, both in guantity and
quality, when she does come in. There
is a large draught on the system to sus-
tain the calf while the cow is carrying
it; and to keep the cow in a good con-
dition good feed is as important as
when she is giving milk. 1t is my opin-
ion that one dollar’'s worth of feed
when the cow is dry is worth one and a
half dollars after she comes in. An ani-
mal in poor condition cannot digest as
much food as an animal in good condi-
tion. If the cow is poor when she
comes in she will not digest enough
foo | to support the system, and, at the
same time, to make a large quantity of
milk.—Monthly Bulletin of the Amer-
ican Jersey Cattle Club.

FarmMERs WHO ARE WIDE AWAKE.—
Farmers who are wide awake and given
to investigation don’t sow so much
wheat to the acre as they formerly did,
and they don’t sow it so deep. The
great, heavy harrows of ten or twenty
years ago are not now employed by
them in covering sced, and the drill,
which can be depended on better, is
becoming universally popular. In
broadcast sowing, after the ground is
thoroughly prepared. the Thomas
smoothing-harrow covers the seed deep
enough. A Wisconsin writer gives the
result of an experiment in planting at
different depths—on the surface, one-
fourth inch, one half - inch, three-
fourths inch and so on to several inch-
cs. That on the surface lay two weeks
before sprouting; that one-fourth to
three-fourths inch deep came npin four
or five days, and so on, getting later as
the depth increased. The last to come
up was planted three and a half inches
deep, and was fourteen days in reach-
ing the surface. At the end -of six
weeks that planted one-fourth to one-
half inch deep stood far ahead of the
rest.—Michigan Farmer.

Importance of a Letter.

Curious blunders have been made by
telegraph operators in changing words
of messagessent. Dut it would be hard
to find a case parallel to the following,
related in Seribner’s, where the change
of a single letter turned a living into a
dead man. “ Mr. Raymond, editor of
the New York Z'imes, often visited the
army during the Rebeliion, and was in-
timate with many officers. He received
one day a telegram from Col. Swain,
which startled him: ‘Your brother’s
corpse is at Belle I’laine. Come imme-
diately.’

“ He started early the next morning
for Washington, and, missing Col.
Swain there, pushed forward to Belle
Plaine, fuill of sad thoughts that his
brother, who had been very sick, had
died so suddenly. On the way he met
Dr. Dean, of Albany, who was evgaged
in embalming the dead bodies of sol-
diers, and made arrangements to have
hisgbrother embalmed.

¢ Going to Gen. Wadsworih’s bead-
quarters, to whose division his broth-
er’s brigade was attached, the General
kindiy sent one of his officers to inquire
into the circumstances of his brother’s
death. The officer soon returned, and
the brother with him. The telegraph
had blundered by adding a letter. Co'.
Swain had written, ‘Your brother’s
corps is at Belle Plaine.” The telegra-
pher made it corpse.
