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Iutelligence comes from Bombay that
a steamer from Vingorla, bound to Kurrachee,
foundered, and five Europeans and fifty-nine
natives were lost.

The twenty-fifth anniversary of the
Czar's accession to the Russian throne oc-
curred on the 2d of March, and the event was
celebrated at 8t. Petersburg with great pomp.
There were gorgeous decorations by day and
brilliant illumina'ions by night. The
Emperor  appecared in  the thronged
streets, in an open carriage. Decrecs
were published granting pardons  t»
prisoners, remitting the arrears of taxes owing
by the rural population, and awarding orders
of distinetion.

While alighting from a carriage at his
residence in St. Potersburg, Gen. Melikoff, chief
of the new Bupreme Kxscutive Commission,
was fired at by a young Nihilist, but with sveh
bad aim that he escaped uninjured. The would-
be agsassin was promptly arrested.

George I'. Slasson, the well-known
American billiardist, and Vignaux, the French
champion, will begin at Paris, on the evening
of March 27, the most-notable match game of
billiards ever played. The game will be for
4,000 points, and will run five nights, or 800
points each night. The contest is for $2,000.

The Unitcd States, Great Britain and
France are going to try to stop the war be-
tween Chili and Poru.

The members of the Mansion-House
Commitiee are unanimous in expressing the
belief that tlio most serious distress in Ireland
is yet to be met, principally in the months of
May, June and July.

The young Nihilist who attempted

assassinate Gen. Melikoff, at St. Petersburg,
on the 3d of March, was tried by court-martial
and sentenced to death on the 4th, and wae
hanged at daylight on the morning of the 5Hth.
His demeanor when in the presence of his
Judgep was very defiant, tho severest cross-ex-
amination failing to shake his determination to
maintain silence as to his accomplices, On
leaving the court-room the assasszin declared
that sooner or later the tyrants who now op-
pressed Russia would fall by the hauds of
members of the organization to which he be-
longed.

The House Ways and Means Com-
mittee has practically decided that there shall
be no tariif legislation at this session of Con-
gress,

The financial question was the sub-
ject of discussion at a Cabinet meeting last
week. Secretary Sberman complained of the
accumulation of gilver coin in the treasury, and
stated that the silver certificates were a great
hindrance {o its free circulation. The condi-
tion of the revenues was represented as exceed-
ingly gratfying.

Senator Benj. II. Hill, of Georgia, has
been made defendant ia a suit for seduction, in
which M'ss Jeesie Raymond, of Aiabama, is
plaintiff. She alleges that the Senator took ad-
vantage of her friendless condition to effect her
ruin, and demands damages in the sum of
$10,000 for the injury wrought.

The quinine manufacturers are trying
to convince Congress that the duty on that
drug ought to be restored.

At a conference between Secretary
Schurz and the Ute chieftains, last week, the
Colorado Indian question was settled 8o far as
it can be by the Execu‘ive Department. Tbe
savages accepted the terms proposed by the
Government, and will cede the reservation now
occupied by them. The White River Utes will
go to the Uintah reservation, in Utah; Ouray
and the Uncompahgres to lands on Grand
river, in the same Territory, and the Southern
Utes to New Mexico. The new treaty will be
submitted to Congress at an early day.

An extensive reduction in the working
force of the Government Printing Office has
been made, in consequence of the exhaustion
of the appropriation made for the maintenance
of the office during the present fiscal year.

Tt is stated in a Washington dispatch
that “the subject of the tariff will azain be
forced upon the Ways and Means Committee in
gome shape or other. Mr. Fort has been prom-
iged by Mr. Wood that the committes will fix a
time to hear arguments for and against the
passaze of his bill to reduce the duty on paper,
and to abolish the tariff on eoda-ash.

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Important Supreme Court Decisions.

The celebrated political cases pending for
some time in the Supreme Conrt of the United
States have at last been decided In the case
of the West Virginia negro who was convicted
of murder, the laws of the State nrohibiting the
pregeaces of colored men on juries, his (rial and
conviction were pronounced illegal, as, under
the circumstances, Le was, by the cxclusion of
his own race from the jury, denied
the egual protection of the law gnaranteed
by the Fourteenth amendment, In the
Virgiuia case, where 2 negro murderer had
been tried by a jury composed entirely of
white men, the State laws containing no pro-
hibition on colored citizens from so serving,
the actionof Judge R ves, of the Federal bench,
in removing the case to his court for trial, was
pronounced wrong. In the case nf the State
Judge, who presided in the last-men-
tioned trial, who was arraigned for por-
gistently excluding colored men from ju-
ries, the law not requiring it, it was held
that the complaints against him were well
founded. In the case of Davis, a Deputy Col-
lector in a Tennessee district, who, while on a
raid, killed a moon<hiner, and was indicted for
murder in a State conrt, it was decided that the
killing was done by him as an officer of the
United States in the discbargs of his duty, and
that, if the provocation had not been sufficiant,
he would have been amenable to Federal, and
not State, law.

'UDRE BLACK ON THE THIRD
TERM.

The Argument of a Statesman and Patriot.
iFrom the North American Review.]

Resolved, That in the opinion of this House the
precedent established by Washington and other
Presidents of the United States, in retiri' g
from the Presidential cffice after their second
term, has become, by universal consent, a part of
our republican system of government, and that
any departure from this time-honored ecustom
would be unwise, unpatriotic, and fraught with
peril to our free institutions,

This is a resolution passed by the House of
Representatives on the 15th day of December,
1875, 1t was offered by Mr. Springer, of Illi-
nois, after consultation with leading friends of
the principle, and was carried immediately and
almost unavimously, being opposed by the
votes of only eightcen members out of 251.
It received the support and approbation of all
parties. Men who quarreled bitterly upon all
other political subjecis were of one heart and
one .mnd, when 1t came to be a question
whether the custom established by Washington
and other Presidents of retiring after their seo-
ond term ought to be respected or could be
eafely departed from.

And now here, to wit, in the pages of this
Leview, comes Mr. Howe, of Wisconsin, and
on the part of Gen. Grant, for whom he ap-
pears, denounces the regolution aforesaid, im-
1 ugns the doctrice embodied in it, and assails
the integrity of its supporters in the most
viol nt ménner. I am asked, * Under
whici: Kivg, Bezonian?” Do I give in my
concurrence? If not, what grounds of oppo-
sition can I presume to stand on? Believing in
the resolution of the Representatives, and dis-
sceuting from Mr. Howe's article, the readers
of the Zlcwview ghall have the why and the
wherefore; not because my individual opinions
are worth a rush, but because, on a subject so
important, truth 1s entitled to every man’s de-
: because this faith is shared, 1n our time,
by the most respectable citizens of all classcs,
and becinse it is delivered to us from a past
generation strongly stamped with the appro-
bation of the best men that have lived in allthe
ages,

A President of tho United Sta‘tes may legally
be elected and re-eleeted for an indcfinite
number cf terms: there is nothing in the con-
stitution to forbia it; but the two-term prece-
dent 83t by Washington, followed by his suc-
ceseors, corsecrated by time, and approvel by
all the public men of the country, ripened into
a rule as efficient in its nperation as if it had
been a part of the organic BLW. A distinguished
an very able Senator of the Grant partv, who
carefully inquired into the state of popular
feeling, told me in 1875 that the sentiment
which oppozed a third term was stronger than
a comnsitutional interdict; the people would
more roadily assent to a breach of positive law
textually inserted into the constitution than to
any disturbance of an unwritten rule which
they regarded as sacred.

Certainly it was adhered to by all parties,
with a fidelity which some of them did not
show to the constitution itself, down to 1875,
when #)e first attempt was made to contravene
it by putung.up Gen. Grant for a third election.
This was everywhere received by the rank and
file with mutterings of mutiny, and ths mnst
devoted partisans responded with curses which
il not loud were deep. The movement, as Mr.
Howe tells u: was met by solemn warnings
frora the newspaper press, by strong protests
fron: political conventions, and finally by the
resolu'iuvn (uoted at the head of this articla,
which was a rebuke 8o overwhelming that the
supporters of the third-term candidate fle
from h'm in fear, deserted him utterly, ant
left him without & single vote in the nominat-
ing convention of his own party.

Mr. Howe has no doubt that this resolution
was the sole canse of Grant’s defeat in 1876. He
i3 equally certain that it was all wrong. How-
ever that may be, the present intent of Mr.
Howe iz to rally the routed third-termers and
restore the courage of the recreants by the as
surances that the jobs and offices are safe,
after all.

Popular veneration for the men who buitt up
our institutions is the strongest support for the
institutions themselves. It is not only a great
good mtriosically, but also the motive princi-
ple to other virtues which are indispensable in
a Government like ours. Anything, therefore,
which unjustly detracts from their reputation
is a grievous public injury. This applies most
cepecially to Washington, whois acknowledged,
nui ouly by us, but by every nation, tongue
and kindred under heaven, to have been in-
comparably the greatest man that any country
cver produced. Au indecesnt criticism upon
him shocks and shames us like blasphemy.
Novertheless, we would not abr.dge the liberty
of speech. A raging third-termer hae as good
a right to sneer at 1he Father of his Conntry
as an independent Hottentot has to bawr his
mother,

Jefferson also comes under review. His
precedent, whethier good or evil, is at least “to
the purpose.” In letiers addressed to the Leg-
isiatures of Vermont, New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania, dated on the 10ch of December, 1807, and
printed in the Aurora, at Philadelphia, on the
1.1 of the same mouth, he solemuly and pub-
lic'y announced to the country that he would
not disregard the precedent of his illustrious
predeccggor by acceptiug another election. His
reasons are brief, simple and clear, hike all the
productiousof that master hand, and expressed
1 Janguage o {rausparently truthful and dig-
ified that no man of rightly constituted mind
ad the paper without being stirred by
ngest emotions of respect and admira-
its author. It compresses into a few
sentences all that needs to be gaid in favor of
the two-term limitation, and is atthe same time
aperfect answer to all objections.  Mr. Howe
is fair enough to take a passage from it ané
incorpovate it with his article; it shines there
like a piece of solid gold set in a shapeless
mass of lead. In these times, when the subject
is up for renewed consideration, this letter
sliould be read again and again; every citizen
ouglit to have it by heartand teach itto his
children, write it on the lintels of his door
bind it as a froutlet between his eyes, and
make it the subject of his meditation day and
night.

DEo. 10, 1807,
To che Legislature of Vermont:

I reccived in due season the address of the Legis-
lature of Vermont, bearing date the 5th of Novemn-
ber, 18C6, in which, with ‘heir approbation of the
general course ot my a:ministration, they were £o
good as to express their desire that I would con-
sent 1o be proposed again to the public voice on
the expiration of my present term of office. Eu-
tertaining as I do for the Legislature of Vermont
those sentiments of high respect which would have
prompted an immediate answer, I was certain,
nevertieless, they would approve a delay whicl
had for its object to avoid a premaiure agitation
of the.public mind on a subject so interesting as
the eleciion of a Chief istrate.

That I should lay down my charge at a prope:
period is as much a duty as to have borne it faith-
fully., If some termination to the services of a
Chief Magistrate be not tixed by the censtitution,
or supplied by practice, his offica, nominally for
vears, will in fact becoms for life; and history

| shows how easily that degenerates into an inherit

ance. Eelieving that a representative government
responsible at short periods of election is that
which produces the greatest sum of happiness to
mankind. I feel it a duty to do no act which shall
essentially in pair that principle; and I should un-
willingly be the person who, disregarding the
sound vrecedent set by an illustrious predecessor,
should furnish the first example of prolongation
beyond the second term of office.,

Truth also requires me to add that I am sensible
of that decline which advancing years bring on,
and, feeling their physical, I ought not to doubt
their meatal, effect, Happy if I am the first to
perceive and to obey this admonition cf nature,
and to solicit a retreat from cares too great for the
wearied faculties of age. ’

For the approbation which the Legislature of
Vermont has been pleased to express of the princi-
ples and measures pursued in the management of
their affairs, I am sincerely thankful; and, should
I be so fortunate as to carry into retirement the
equal approbation and gocd will of my fellow-
citizens . generally, it will be the comfert of my
future days, and will close a service of forty years
with the only reward it ever wished.

Similar expressions are scattered all through
his correspondence as long as he remained in
office, and after he retired to Monticello he
continued to repeat them. His conviction
decepened, as the years rolled on, that the
principle of two terms was the only safe one,
and he constantly expressed his gratitude for
the aniversal approval of his conduct in adopt-
ing it.

But Madison algo adopted the principle of
his two predecesscrs, and retired at the end
of his second term. Can nothing be urged

‘against the father of the constitution to depre-

ciate his authority or make his example worth-
less? Was not he also unpatriotic and selfishly
fond of his farm? This could be as easily
said, and is not harder to believe, of him than
of Washington.

And there was Monroe, apparently so clear
in his great office “that rivalry itself shrunk
from his presence, and he was elected asecond
time without effort, without opposition, without
oze vote against him. 1s it nothing to the pur-
pose that he acknowledged the value of the
Washington precedent? Concede that he, the
most popular of all Presidents, except the first
one, could not have got a third term if he had
asked for it, then his retirement proves not
only that the two-term practice was right in his
individual opinion, but that the general judg-
ment of the nation was in its favor.

Gen. Jackson does not get off eastly. Weare
told that “there is ground for believing that, if
Mr. Van Buren had not secured the succession
to Gen. Jackson, the latter would have been re-
tained for another term.” This is like the ac-
count we have of Jefferson’s boom. If there
was any practice of Jackson's great prede-
cessors in which he acquiesced with more def-
srence than another, it was their voluatary re-
tirement after a proper period of service. He
was wholly opposed to the indefinite couatinu-
ance of power in the s:m3 hand, and he ex-
pressed his opinions on that, as on other sub-
jects, with an emphasis which left no chance
for mieapgrehension. The ground for beliey-
ing that “in a certain contingency he would
have been retained another term” is not any-
thing he ever did or forebore to do—nothing
that'he ever wrote or spoke—nothing that ever
was authorized by him or by the party which
su{)lported him, or by any representative of
either.

Such is the outcome of Mr. Howe’s assault
upon the line of our great retiring Presidents,
from Washington to Jackson inclusive It must
be admitted that, if the predetermined object
of theattack was to make himeelf ridizulous, it
is a marked success; but, if it was an effort in
real earnest to diminish their fame, lower
their standing, or shake the confidence of the
country in their virtue, then it is the flattest
failure in his essay—and that is eaying a great
deal.

I think it may be affirmed with some con-
fdence that Washingion was not unworthy of
the profound veneration in which he is held
in this country and throughout the world; that
succeeding Presidents, when they followed his
footsteps, not only acknowleliged his wisdom
and patriotism but showed their own: that the
American people of our day, when they refused
a third term to a candidate who had aheady
served for two, were not behaving like cowards
scared by a senseless clamor, but doing whata
prudent regard for their true interests re-
quired; that when the House of Representa-
tives, in obediencs to the universal sentiment
of its constituents, nnanimously and without
distinction of party, put upou its records axd
published to the world its solemn declaration
that the example of Washington must be al-
hered to in the future as in the past, they did
not, enact charlatanisin or repeat & vocifcra-
tion, or issue a strange fulmination, or im-
peach the constitution, or libel its framers, cr
counterfeit history, or insull common sense,
but spoke what they at least belicved to be
the words of truth and soberness.

We are not to set up political dogmas or in-
voke a blicd faith even in the founders of
the Ro. ublic. The mere authority of names,
however great, ought not to command our as-
sent. But a fundamental doctrine, self-evi-
dently true, though easy to defend, is the
hardest of all things to support by affirma-
tive argument. We cannot help but sympa-
thize with the indignation of Pitt when he
thundered out his refusal to lock at books or
listen to logic in defense of English lhiberty.

In the matter before us, it should be plain to
every “reasonable creature in e¢sse” that long
continuance of supreme executive powerin one
hand is not only perilous to free inatitutionz,
but perfectly certain to destroy them. Sonle
fixed time there ought to be when the pcople
will notonly have the right, but exercis: it, to
displace their Chief Magistrate and take an-
other. If they do not possees this right, they
are political bond gervants by law; if, holding
it, they forego the use of it, they make them-
selves, quoad hoe, voluntary ‘slaves, and they
soon come to be governed in all things by the
will of their superior. A lease for years, re-
newable and always renewed, gives the tenant
an estate without end, and makes him lord of
the fee.

Where the Chiof Magistrate is vested, as ours
is, with great power lable to gross abuse, if
there is no law or practice which forbids him
to be re-electcd, he can remain in office for life
a3 easily as for a term. e hae the appointment
of ailofficers, the making of all public contra :ts,
and a veto upon all legislation, besides the
command of the army and navy. By an un-
scrupulous use of these meanshe can cosrce not-
on'y his horde of immeciate dependenis, but
Lio can contiol tlie corporations and become the
mis? r of all the rings, put the business of all
classes under Lisfe t, coriu .t the venal, fright-
en the timid, and check all ambitions but his
own. He can force the elections of every State
he desires t) carry by the bayonets of hisarmy.
If that fai's, he can order a false return, and
pay for it cut of the public treasury. The peo-
ple would scon perce.ve opposition to be use-
lees and ac.ept the situation; elections would
bs as mere a iraiter of form as they were in
Rome when guch Consulsas Nero and Dormi ian
were e'ected regularly every year under the
supervision of the Piwtor an guards.

1If these were no more than remote possibili-
ti-s, prudence should guard against them. But
they are near probabilities; the eigus of the
times warn us that the peril to our institutions
is imminent; the danger is already (n the wing.
It is vain to 1emind us that {he Presicent
swears to prescrve, protect and defend the
constitution, and sce the laws faithiully exe-
cuted, Thias is true; and it is also true that, if
there Le no perjuiy in the case, the constitu-
tion, laws and liberties of tLe country are safe.

Jut the last twenty years have given us ample
preof that an oath is not much rcstraint up-
on a President who is incited by ambition, ra-
pacity or strong party feellng to break it.

It is true that this presupposesa yeop'e much
degenera’ed and a magistrate animated mainly
by the valgar love of power for its own sake;
but exactly such a conjunction of things has
always been feared with good reason, and
hence comes the desite to put every check on
that tendency te “strong Government” which
is now maniteeting itself in many quarters,

Whoat is the temed=? How shsll we avert
the dire calamities with which we are threat-
ened? The answer comes from the graves of
our fathers: By the frequent election of new
men.  Orcher heip or hope for the salvation of
frec government there is none under heaven.

If history does not teach this, we havereadi-
all wrovg. In the republies of sncient and
modern times, the chicf magistrate was in-
trusted wit  only temporary power, and always
went out of office at the end of a short period,
fixed and prescribed by law or custom, It was
this, indeed, which made the substantial dis-
tinetion botween them and the monarchics
around them. An unpunished transgression of
the customary limitation was uniformly fol-
lowed by destruction. Xverywhere and al-
ways it was the fatal symptom of decay—the
sure forerunner of rumn. When Cwxsar re-
fused to lay down his Consulghip, as his prede-
cessors had done, at the end of a year, and was
re-elected time after time withthe acquiescence
of the Senate and the people, all that was real
in Reman freedom ceased to exist. Two re-
publics in France were brought to an end in
the same way. Napoleon began by being Con-
sul for a term, then was elected for life, and
finally became f’]mperor, with the powers of an
absolute despot. The last Bonaparte was
President for four years, was re-elected for
ten, and ended, like his uncle, in grasping the
imperial crown.

“May this be washed in the Lethe and for-
gotten?” Shall these lessons belost? Shall the
lamp which guided our forefathers be cx!in-
guished? Shall the brecad daylight of all bu-
man experience be closed up in a litt!e dark
lantern manufactured at Milwaukee? I think
this cannot be done; “the eternal verities” are
against it. The most powerful third-termer
may as well try to blow out the sun, as he
would a tallow candle, with the breath of his
mouth.

Moreover, the two-term principle ought to
be adhered to by us and by thoee who come
after us (if there were no other reason),
simply because it was the practice of those
who went before us. It is to the traditions
of the fathers that we owe our civilization.

I do not expect anything I can say to be
received as a vindication of the two-term rule.
Nor is it necessary. All the suﬁport it re-
(‘uires was long ago furnished by another,
the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to
stoop down and unloose. Jefferson, the
stainless citizen, the sterling patriot, tte un-
equaled statesman — at once the greatest
apostle and truest prophet that freedom ever
had—gave his jucgment, not only at the time
he acted upon the rule, but expresssd his con-
victions after they were strengthened by many
years of later reflection.

The practical object of Mr. Howe’s article
is to make Gen. Grant President for another
term. Itis not for an abstraction that he de-
nounces the two-term precedent and vilifies
the Springer resolution. The rule might
stand if Grant could be elected without break-
ing it down. But Mr. Howe thinks that the
superiority of his candidate is so very great
that all authorities which oppose him should
be disregarded, and he supports this opinion
by aesertions so extravagant that we only
wonder how any man in his sober senses
conld have made them.

A third term for Grant does not mean a third
term only, but any number of terms that he
chooses to demand. The imperial me!hod of
carrying all clections by corruption or force,
or of declaring them to be carried when they
are not, is to be permanently substituted for
the svstem of free popular choice.

The figure of Grant standing with the seal of
primacy on the mountain top, Jand looking
down on the inhabitants of the plain below,
gives a measure of the elevation which his
sycophants flatter him with the hope of attain-
ing. They urge the necessity of a strong gov-

people. On the other hand, it is quite as sure
that the false administration of a Government
theoretically free, which acknowledges the
richts ot the people and yet ccntinually treads
them under foot: which swears tosave and per-
juriously works to destroy; which receives and
promises to execute a most sac trust,
according to texms prescribed with unmistak-
able clearness, and then dishonestly breaks
the engagement—such a Government, 8o con-
ducted, is an unspeakable curse. It isnotonly
an oppression, but a most demoralizing cheat;
a base imposture, more degrading tothe na-
tion which submilts to it than the heaviost yoke
that despotic tyranny can fasten on its neck.
I?, therefore, a conetitutional and legal admin-
istration of our national affairs be out of the

.question—if our only choice lies between a per-

verted republic and a monarchy—then stop this
hypocritical pretense of free government, and
gi7e us a King. Aud who shall be our royal
master but Grant? That he will serve the
turn as well as, if not better than, another,
will, I think, be admitted by all who attend to
the reasons now presently to be enumerated.

In the first place, a new monarch (that is,
one who has no hereditary claime) ought to be
an approved good soldier, with skill to enforce
obedience; otnerwise, his sway could not last
long over peopledisposed to be turbulent. All,
or nearly all, the founders of royal lines have
beea military men, from Nimrod downward.
It i8 vain to deny that Gen. Grant’s repuiation
for military talent is well founded. Itis moro
than doubtful if any officer of our army could
have subjugated the South so completely, even
with all Grant’s advantages, or taken 8o many
defeats and still won a comblete victory in the
end. It is not, however, what he has done, but
what he has shown himself capable of doing,
that gives him his leading qualification for
masterdom now. The fear tnat goes before
ornment almost in the very words used by the
adberents of Cwmiar and the two Napoleons.
Strong government, in their sense, means weak
laws and a strorg ruler; in other words, & sub-
stantial monarely, powerful in its ecorn of all
legal restraints.

A free democratic republican system of gov-
erument honestly administered by agents of
the people’s true choice; a government such as
onra was intended to be, with the power of the
Federal Government, the rights of the S'ates,
and the hiberties of the people so harmoniously
adjusted that each may check the excosses of
the other—such a government, scrupulolisly
administered within its constiiutional limits, is,
without donbt, the ch.icest blessing that God
in His loving kindness ever voucheafed to any
him will make actual violence unnecossary.
His strength of character will frighten his sub-
jects into submission where a weaker man
would be compelled to butcher them for in-
surrection.

Gen. Grant is a good hater of those who
thwart him, which is natural, and not a serious
fault; but he is not fiercely vindictive, and his
career has been marked by no act of savage
cruelty. He could not be an Antonine or a L'i-
tus, but we can trust him not to be a Nero.

It may be objected that his moral behavior
and mental acquirements do not bring him up
to the mark wuich ought to be reached by the
permanent ruler of a great, iatelligent, and
highly-civilized nation; but in this respect he
is as good as the average of sovereign Princes
The present reigning family in England has
never had a male member who was his supe-
rior. TFor centuries past the potentates of cou-
tinental Europe, with only a few excentions,
bave had habits as coarse as his, and he is
whelly free from some terrible vices to which
many of them were addicted. It seems to me
that he will do well enough to “herd with vul-
gar Kings.”

The nepotism from which our democratic
tastes revolt is virtuein a King. All monarchs
are expected to look after their own families
fi:st, and all have their m'nions and favorites
whom they fatten, epoil, and corrupt. Wko
amung them has not given his protection to a
worse set than Grant?

The favor which Grant bestows upon cor-
rupt rings is given for a purpose. As a candi-
date he cannot b3 elected, as Presidenthe can-
not sustain himself, without their support; but
enthrone him and he can afford to dety them.

What we call the greedice:s of Gen. Grant
for the wages of official iniquity would be en-
tirely proper in the supreme ruler of an abso-
Inte Government. It is not bribery to buy the
favor of a King with presents, and a King is
not gnilty of stealing when he helps himselt to
‘public money without legal right.

1t looks to us like a terrible outrage for a
Pregident to have himself represented at a
State clection by the bayonets of his standing
army to instail Governorg that were rejected at
the polis, to tumble the chogen Legislature of a
free State out of ita hall, to procure the fabrica-
tion of false retuins and force them on the peo-
ple. But Gen. Grant's lawlessness would be
lawful in & country governed by the mere will
ol & personal sovereign. Where thereisnolaw
there can be no trausgression.

But, while Gén. Grant has some qualities
which would make him a tolerable King, and
none that would make him an unendurably bad
one, he is not at all the kind of person that is
needed as President of the United States on the
assumption that our system of Government is
to be continued, I think itis to be continued.
Unlike Mr. O'Conor, I believe that the strug-
gle to get it honestly administered is not hope-
less. We are not yet reduced to the necesesity
of choosing becween a republic wholly corrupt
anda monarchy founded in pure force.

A Letter from Mr. Tilden.

My DEAR SIR: My engagements here will
deny me the pleasure of being present at the
dinner of the Democratic Association of Massa-
chusetts on the annmiversary of the birth of

Washington. I need not say how much I should
be delighited to meet the company who will Le
aerembled on that occasion,

Nothing could be more fit at the present time
than to commemorate that day. It was the
Father of his Country, “first in war, first in
peace, and first in the hearts of his country-
men,” who set the original example against a
third term in the Presidential office. He made
that memorable precedent as a gunide to all his
succeegorg, and as an unwritten law of the
American people. He did 80 in the light of a
prevalent fear in the minds of the most ardent
of the patriots who had achieved our national
indgependence and created cur eystem of free
Government, that indefinite re-eligibility would
defeuerute into practical life tenure.

How the Government Pays Is Piils,

A writerin one of the magazinessays:
A great part of the work in the Treas-
ury Department is necessarily in the
line of keeping accounts, and possesses
little int-rest to people who are not ex-
ceptionally fond of fignring. The gen-
eral principle which governs the whole
system of anditing and settling ac-
counts against the Government is to
provide every safeguard against frand,
and this is so successfully accomplished
that a dollar could not be got out of the
treasury illegitimately without the col-
lusion of so many persons that it may
be set down as a pr ctical impossibility. .
Suppose a man has a bill against the
Government. The head of the depart-
ment or bureau to which the matier
properly belongs makes a requisiiion
for the amount upon the Secre-
tary of the Treasmiy, using a
prepared blank which asks him to catse
a warrant for the amount in question
to be issued in favor of the party, the
same to be charged to the particalar
appropriation by Congress out of which
the sum cught to come. But before
the requisition reaches the Secretary it
must pass under the eye of the proper
Auditor and Comptroller and receive
their countersign, the Auditor at the
same time charging the amount to the
account of the disbursing officer” in
whose favor it is issuea. If all goes
well so far, the Secretary 1ssues a war-
rant to the Treasurer, directing him to
pay over the money, which he does by
issuing a draft for the amount in favor
of the Government’s creditor, but not
until the warrant has been counter-
signed by the proper Compiroller and
rogistered by the Bazister. Indeed, the
draft iteelf must go to the Register for
comparison acd registry before it is
passed over. Thereseems to be a good
deal of red tape in all this process, but
it is a eort of red tape that saves the
country money in the long run,
