Ep. SENTINEL:

Dear Sir: Now that we have at last
reached the “city of sand and sights”,
and enjoyed an abundance of both,
(the former especially, in ears, eyes
and inouth), we will, hoping that it
may be of interest to the readers of
the SENTINEL, 2ive you a brief synop
sis of the siehts we have seen since
our arrival here a f 'w weeks since.
