How Old is Glass?

The oldest specimen of pure glass
bearing anything like a date is a little
pumlded lion’s head, bearing the name
of an Egyptian King of the eleventh dy-
nasty, in the Slade collection at the Brit-
ish Museum. That is to say, at a period
which may be moderately placed as more
than two thousand years B. C., glass was
not only made, but made with skill,
which shows that the art was nothing
new. The invention of glazing pottery
with a film of glass is s0 old that among
the fragments which bear inscriptions of
the early Egyptian monarchy are beads
possibly of the first dynasty. Of the
latter class there are numerous examples,
such as the bead found at Thebes, which
hasthe name of Queen Hatasoof Hashep,
of the eighteenth dynasty. Of the same
period are vases and goblets and many
fragments. It can not be doubted that
the story prepared by Fliny, which as-
signs the credit of the invention to the
Pheenicians, is so far true that these ad-
venturous merchants brought specimens
from other countries to Egypt. Dr.
Schliemann found disks of glass in the
excavation at Mycens, though Homer
does not mention it as a substance known
to him. That the modern art of the
glass-blower was known long before is
certain from presentations among the
pictures on the walls of a tomb at Benni
Hassan, of the twelfth Egyptian dynas-
ty; but a much older picture, which
[probably represented the same manufac-
ture, is among the half obliterated scenes
in a chamber of the tomb of Thy, at
Sakkara, and dates from the time of the
fifth dynasty, a time 8o remote that it is
not possible, in spite of the assiduous re-
searches of many Egyptologers to give it
u date in years.—Saturday Leview.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 2, 1877,
To Gen. W. S. Hancock, New York:

DEAR GENERAL: I did not receive your most-in-
teresting letter of Dec. 28, from Carondelet, Mo., till
yesterday. T am very glad to have your views in
extenso upon rubjects of such yital importausce. Cur
standard opinions are mostly formed on the prac-
tice of our predecessors; but a great chauge was
made after the cloze of the civil war by the amend-
ments of the constitution giving to the freed slaves
certain civil and political rights, and empowering
Congrees to make the lawe neccsrary to enforce these
rights. This power is new and absolute, and Con-
gress has enacted jaws with which we are not
yet familiar and accustomed. [Sce pages 348,
349, and 350, Revised Statates, Sec. 1,980,
edition 1873-4,] As a. matter of ct, I dis-
like to have our army used in these civil conflicts,
but the President has the lawful right to use the
army and navy, and has exerciged the right, as he
believes, lJawfully ar.d righttfully, and our duty has
been, and is, to sustain him with zeal and sincerity.
As to the Presidential election, we are in no manner
required to take the least action, but to recoguize
him as President whem the lawfully-appointed of-
ficers declare to be such person. I hope and pray
that Congress wifl agree on some method before-the
day and hour arrives; but, in case of failure to clect
by or before the 4th of March, there will be a vacancy
in both the offices of President and Vice President,
in which event the President cf the Senate becomes
Pregident pro tempore, and a new election will have
to be held under the law of 1792, [3ce Title IIL.,
Chap. I., pages 21, 22 and 23, Revised Statutes.] It
is well we should compare notes and agree before~
this crigis is on us; but I surely hope we shall pass
this ordeal safely and peacefully.

GENERAL: An anonymous communication to the
Sccretary of War, dated Louisville, Ky., Dec. 16,
1876, reached my headquarters on the 27th of that
month from the office of the Adjutant General of the
army. It represents that, in the contemplated up-
rising of the peopie t> enforce the inauguration of
Tilden and Hendricks, the depot at Jeffersonville is
to be seized and is expected to arm and clothe the
Indiana army of Democrats, The indorzement on
this communication made at your headquarters,
dated Dec. 26, 1876, is as follows :

(Official copy.)

¢ Respectfuily referred to Maj. Gen. W. 8. Han-
cock, commanding Division of the Atlautic, who
may draw a company from Gen. Rnger, command-
ing the Department of the South, and post it at the
Jeffersonviile depot, with orders to protect it against
any danger.”

The terms of the indorsement imply the exercise
of dircretion on my part which leads me to write
you before taking acticn. In my judgment there is
no danger of the kind the anonymous communica-
tion sets forth, or other kind, at the Jeffersonvilte d
pot. to justify the movement of troops to that place.
Such movement, it seems to me, would involve un-
neccesary expense, and would create or increase ap-
prehension for which there is no real foundation.
There are no arms or ammunition at the Jefferson-
ville depot, and if such force as is referred to could
be raiced for rebellious purposes it is not likely
that it would begin by seizing a céepot of army
uniforms ; and, therefore, if there are grounds
for the action of the Government, I see no danger in
delay which will result from this presentation of the
subject to you. If, however, in your better judg-
ment a: company shouid be sent there, it shall be
promptly done as soon as you notify me to ‘that ef-
fect. As I have already said, I do not act at once
1 ¢ in your instructions you say I “may ” send
a company there, which I consirue as leaving it
somewhat discretionary with me. 1 returned the
31st of December, 1876, from St. Lonis.” I am very
