D. G. Swaim, Col. L. A. Sheldon and wife,
Capt. C. E. Henry, O. L. Judd, and J. D.
Brown, Secretary—tbhen boarded. the train
and began tucir Eastward journey. 'The
entire trip by rail to Washington was a re-
markably quict one. 8tops were few and short,
and everything was in keeping, as much as
possible, with the General’s desire that the
journey might be free from display. Only
thiice spuetes were made on the way, and they
were nh confined to towns in his old Con-

essional  district—Ashtabula,
Y ouagstown.

AT THE OAPITAL.

Gen, Garficld arrived at Wn.shin{:ton on the
morning of the 1st of March. There was a
disposition to receive him with various military
and civic formalities, but he requested that this
ghould not be done. A few gentlemen were at
the depot, and there was a large crowd outside.
Two rows of policemen kept the throng back,
and botwoen these rows Gen. Garfield and. his
family passed. The aged mother of the Presi-
dent~elect was supported by her son to the car-
riage. She was driven directly to the White
House. Gen. Garfield and his family were
driven to the Riggs House, where apartments
had been secured ?or them so high up as to be
out of she reach of curious people.

During the three following days the General
found himsclf overrun with visitors. Almost
all who called were invited to go to his rooms,
but the crowds constantly waiting were so great
that, many left, contented with simply sending
their cards.

On Wednesday, the 2d inst., an elegant re-
ception was given by Congréssman Chittenden,
of New York, in honor of the President-elect,
which was mainly confined to gentlemen guests.
The supper is described as a very elaborate
one, and champagne, wo are told, followed in
abundance.

On Thursday, the 3d, the last entertainment
of the ont-going admiuistration was given at
the Executive Mansion, the occasion being a
state dinner in honor of the President-elect and
Mrs. Garfield. The guests were principally
from Ohio. We are informed by the ever-present
Jenkins that on this occasion —and we record
it here for the benefit of our lady
readers—Mrs.. Hayes wore a superb white satin,
brocaded in ciusters of rosebuds and leaves
wrought with threads of gold ; that Mrs. Gar-
field wore black velvet, with point-lace collar
and ruftics at the sleeves; that Mrs, G., like
Mrs. H., eschews jewelry; that Mrs. H. was
radiant, and the life of the party; and that
Mrs. G. appeared quiet, but seif-possessed.

.Among the vast crowds of visitors reaching
the capital on the evening of the 30th, was
Gen. Hancock., Large numbers of his ad-
mirers met the great defeated at the depot,
took the horses from the carriage after he had
entered 15, and drew him up Pennsylvania ave-
nue in trinph.,

THE INAUGURAL CEREMONIES,

The weather on the morning of the 4th looked
decidedly gloomy. It' was snowing and the
stroets were covered with water that stood in
tremendous pools to the disgust of the eager
pedestrians. To add to the discomfort under
foot, the wind was cold and blustering, and
after the snow ceased to fall, except by fits and
starts, dark clouds floated across the sky
in a threatening, dismal manner. At
wbout 10:30 o’'clock, however, the sun crept

out with a weak, sickly smile that,
w hile not verg comforting, was a little encour-
aging. The

ay continued to improve until, at
1 o'clock, the sun shone bri ht?y, but could
rot do much to soften the cold west wind that
chiiled the watching multitude upon the streets.

At 10 o'clock President Hayes, accompanied
by Senstors Anthony, Bayard and Pendleton,
called at the Riggs House for Gen. Garfield
eud drove to the White House, the place of
starting on the journey to the (fa.pitol.

t 10:30 a chorus of bugles announced the
arrival of Pregident Hayes and President-
elect Garfield from the hotel, who were re-
ceived in the ante-room by Mr. Pendleton, and
for a brief moment the ladies and gentlemen
and their invited friends in the house greeted
vach other with a hasty good morning in the
Red Room. Col. Casey then announced that
everything was ready, and assigned the party
to carriages in the following order :

¥irst —Gen. Garfield’s mother and wife ; Mrs.
Hayes, Mollie Garfield and Fanny Hayes.

Second—Mrs, Dr, Davis, Mrs. Herron, Cin-
cinnati ; Mr. and Mrs. Andrews and Miss Bul-
lard, Cleveland.

Third—Mrs. Magon and three daughters,
Cleveland.

Fourth—Harry, Jimmy and Irvin Garfield
and Scott Hayes,

A magnificent four-in-hand of bays drove up,
drawing an open barouche, into which stepped
Prosident Hayes and Gen. Garfield, accompa-
nied by Senators Anthony and Bayard, who were
driven off a short distance, and were followed
by a carriage containing Vice President-elect
Arthur and Senator Pendleton, drawn by a
beautiful four-in-hand of grays.

The Presidential party were halted an instant
whiie the Cleveland trooan filed in ahead, and
the Cleveland Grays fell immediately in the
rear. i

ENTHOSIASTIC RECEPTION.

As the two Presidential carriages
of the White House grounds, a shout, long
and loud, went up. President Garfield, Vice
President Arthur and ex-President Hayes un-
covered as they rode down the avenue, and the
shoutings and hurrabs were almost incessant.

Bodies of armed and unarmed men marched
and countermarched on the t:;venne t;nd dt:‘ al-
most every approach to it, getting into position
for the prny)oe‘;sion on the return from the Capi-
tol. »

The procession was formed in accordance
with the programme, and marched in order to
the east front of the Capitol, where a large
platform had been erected for the accommoda-
tion of the Presidential party, Senators, Repre-
sentatives and members of the press.

As Gon. Garfield passed through the east
door of the Capitol building to the portico, he
looked upon the most extraordinary spectacle
that has ever met the eyes of a Presidentin
making the journey from the Senate Chamber
to the spot associated with the beginning of so
many memorable administrations.

In front was & solid mass of people, princi-
ally men, covering all the space between the

apitol steps and the Washington statue.
Standing through the masses of people in
black was a Jine of bright wuniforms, and
fringing the edges of the crowd were pictur-
esque groupings of color in guidon, plume and
flag. iayoud, branching out on the circling
roadways of Capitol hill, like the lines of a
waiting army, were masses of troops, the bright
red facings of the light-blue evercoats and the
trappings of the men in black or dark blue
shining out in sharp-cut splendor in contrast
with the heavy masses nearcr.

On the terraces to the right and left ; on the
roof of the Capitol ; in the windows and on
the balconies and other prominences were
rowds of people struggling fof place or foot-
:old. ?

As the procession debouched npon the ter-
-ace the head moved steadily to the front, but
the main part of the column, composed of
grave Senators and Representatives and ladies
who are leaders of smooiety, broke into
fragmente and deployed to the right and left,
as if preparing for an impetuous charge on the
crow(g in front. There was & good-humored
scramble that threw even the staid diplomatic
corps 1nto a sort of a panic, and the gold lace
picturesque costunfes went to the front in the
spirit of 1mpulso that seemed to control the en-
tire crowd admitted to the platform.

The Britishers and the suites of the German,
French, Spanish, and Japanese Ministers looked
on with amusement at first, and then, breaking
ranks, proceeded to skip over the. chairs and
scramble forward after the manner of the dis-
tinguished Americans.

'or a few minutes the gcene was an exciting
one, but in a short space of time the pecople
had settled down to a dignified repose of man-
ner, and stood expectantly waiting for the cere-
monies to begin.

The space on the platform had been very
carefully mapped out, but the scramble had
broken up the geography of the arrangement,
and newspaper men found themselves where
the diplomatic corps onght t¢ have been, and
Senators and their ladies looked serenely down
from the place where the plans and specifica-
tions said the reporters were to be.

President\ Hayes, Gen. Garfield, Chiof Jus-
tice Waite, anid others of the Presidential par-
ty. arrived at the appointed place without be-
ing subjected to the pressure prevailing on
either side, and were received with tremendotis
cheering.

Gen. Garfield was seated with the Chief Jus-
tice on his right and the President on his left.
Behind him sat his mother, wife and daughter,
Mrs. Hayes and daughter, and Vice President
Arthur; and, to his left, Senators Pendleton,
Bayard and Anthony, of the special committee
of escort.

Gen. Garfield, when introduced, threw off his
overcoat, and, walting until the cheering sub-
sided, began his address. He read from manu-
seript, and spoke wilh unusual deliberation,
but the first ringing sentence was in its diction
and delivery so like Garfield that it met the
expectancy and fixed the interest of all within
hearing.

The day, which had been dreary and stormy,
brightened about this time, and the sun came
out from its hiding place. There was a strong,
cold wind blowing from the south, taking up
with a western impulse as it swept round the
corner of the Capitol building, and Gen. Gar-
field spoke against this. Yet his voice was,

> during the first start of his long address, clear
and strong. He faced the greater part of the
time to the southeast and received repeated in-
vitations from the crowd below to face the
other way.

There was less freedom of gesture than is
usual with Gen. Garfield, but at times he
caught the hampering manusecript in his
clenched hand and flungit aloft inan emphatic
forceful sweep. Again he brought his closed
band down with fierce fervor on the rail in
front," but for the most part contented himself
with making his points effective by the extraor-
dinary plan of emphasis and modulation at his
command. As an oratorical display the effort
did not come up to his famous Chicago speech,
and not once did he lean back in the old famil-
iar way, and swing his arms, as is his /wont
when he gives free rein to his impetuous ora-
tory.

FeLrow-Crrizexs : We stand to-day upon gn
eminence-which overlooks a hundred years /of
national life—a century crowded with perils,
but crowned with the triumphs of liberty and
love. Befors continuing our onward march,
let us pause on this height for a moment, to
strengthen our faith and renew our hope by a
glance at the pathway along which our people
have traveled. Tt is now three days more than
100 years sinoe the adoption of the firat written
constitution of the United Btatcs, the articles
of confederation and of perpetual union. The
new republic was then beset with danger on
every hand. It had not conquered a pf’ace in
the family of nations. The decisive battle of
the wer for independence, whose centennial
anniversary will soon be gratefully celebrated
at Yorktown, had ‘not yet boen fought. The
colonists wero stfuggling not only against the
armies of Great Britain, but against the settled
opinions of magkind, for the world did not
believe that the” supreme authority of gov-
ernment “could be safely intrusted to
the guardianship of the people themselvos,
We cannot oyerestimate the fervent love of
liberty, the intelligent courage and saving
common sense with which our fathers made
the great experiment eof self-government.
When_ they found after a short time that the
confederacy of States was too weak to meet
the necessities of a vigorous and expanding
republic, they boldly set it aside, and in its
atead established a national Union, founded
directly upon the will of the people, and en-
dowed it with future powers of self-prescrva-
tion and with ample authority for the accom-
plishment of its great objects. Under this
constitution the boundaries of freedom have

been enlarged, the foundations of order
and peace have been _strengthened,
and the growth in all the . bet-
ter elements of national - life  has

vindicated the wisdom of the founders and
given new hope to their descendants. Under
this constitution, our people long ago made
themselves safe against danger from without,
and secured for their marines and flag an
equality of rights on all the seas. Under this
constitution twenty-five States have been added
to the Union, with constitutions and laws
framed and enforeed b{,their own citizens, to
securé the manifold blessings of local and
self government, The jurisdiction of this
constitution now covers an area fifty times
greawr than that of the original thirteen

tates, and a })oapuhtion twenty times greater
than !,iaat: of 1780. The supreme trial of tho
constitution came at last under the tremendous
pressure of civil war, We oursélves are wit-
nesses that the Union emerged from the blood
and fire of that conflict, purified and made
stronger for all the bencficent purposes of good
government, and now, at the close of this first
century of growth, with inspirations of its his-
tory in their hearts, our people have lately re-
viewed the condition of the nation, passed
judgment upon the conduct and opinions of
the political parties, and have registered their
will concerni the future administration of
Government. To interpret and execute that
will, in accordance with the constitution, is the
pagmou;m dut; .olbtl_zetExecutive.

ven from this brief review, it is mani

that the nation is resolutely facing to ftalfg
front, resolved to employ its best energies in
developing the great possibilities of the future.
Sacredly preserving whatever has been gained

: , @ are determined to leave be-
hind them all &oue bitter controversies cc‘;;-
cerning thlnis which have been irrevocahly
fettled, and the further discussion of which can
only stir up strife and delay the onward march,
The supremacy of the nation and its laws
should be no longer a subject of debate, That
discussion, wlnog for half a century tkreat-
ened the existéncs of the Union, was closed af
Jast in the high court of war, by a decree from
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unqtiestioning devotion to the Union, with a
patience and gentleness not born of fear, they
have ‘‘followed the light as God gave them to
see the light.” They are rapidly laying the
material foundations of self-support, widening
the circle of intelligence, and beginning to en-
joy the blesgings that gather around the homes
of the industrions poor. They deservethe gen-
erous enco ement of all good men, 8o far
28 my atithority ¢an lawfilly extend, they shall
enjoy the full and equal proteétion of ' the con-
stitution and laws. o5
The free enjoyment of equal suffrage is still
in question, and a frank statement of the issue
may aid its solution. It isalleged that in many
communities negro citizens are practically de-
nied the freedom of the ballot. In so far as
the truth of this allegation is admitted, it is
answered that in many places honest local gov-
ernment is imposslllb Gl ecil! g:e nzau gfh unedus
cated negroes are allow: yote. ege are
ve all?{;tions. 8o faf as the ?a. tgy is true
it is the only pallistion that can be offered for
opposing the freedom of the ballot. A bad

local government is ecertainly a great
evil which otight to be prevented, but
to violate the freedom and sanctity of

suffrage is more than an evil; it is a crime
which, if Fera-iswd in, will destroy the Govern-
ment itself. Sdicide is not a remedy. If in
other lands it be high treason to compass the
death of the King, it should be counted no less
a crime here to strangle our sovereign power
and stifle its voice. 1t has been said that un-
settled questions have no pity for the repose of
nationsg it should be said, with the utmost em-
phasis, that this question of suffrage will never
give repose or safety to the Btates or to the
nation until each, within its own lurisdiction,
makes and keeps the ballot free and pure by
the stronz sanctions of law. &

But the danger which arises from ignorance
in the voter cannot, be denled, It dovers & field
far wider than that of negro suffrage and the

-present condition of that race. It is a danger
that lurks and hides in the courses and fount-
sins of power in every State. We have no
standard by which to measure the disaster that
may be brought upon us by igrorance and vice
in citizens wgen jvined to corruption and fraud
in suffrage. The voters of the Union who
make and unmake constitutions, and upon
whose will hangs the destiny of our govern-
ments, can transmit their supreme authortty
to no successor save the coming generation
of voters, who are tole heirs of our sovereign
powers, If that generation comes to its inherit-
ance blinded by ignorancé.and corrupted by
vice, the fall of the republic will be certain and
remediless. The census has already sounded
the alarm in appalling flgures which mark how
dangerously high the tide of illiteracy has risen
among onr voters and their ehildren. To the
South the question is 6f stipreme iinportance,
but the responsibility fof the existence of slav-
ery did not test on the South alone. The na-
tion itself is responsible for the extension of
suffrage, and is under special obligations to aid
in removing the illitcracy which it has added to
the voting population of the North and South
alike, There is but one remedy. All the con-
stitutional power of the nation and of the
States, and all the volunteer forces of the peo-
Ele should be summoned to meet this danger

y the saviug influence of universal education,

It is a high privilege and sacted duty of
those now living to educate their successors,
and fit them by intelfigence and virtue for the
inheritance which awaits them in this benefi-
cent work. Sections and races should be for-
gotten, and partisanship should be unknown.
Let our people find a new meaning in the di-
vine oracle whi:h declares that *¢a little child
shall lead them.” For our little children will
soon control the destinies of the republic.

My countrymen, we do not now differ in our
judgment concerning the controversies of past
generations, and fifty years hence our childcen
will not be divided in their opinions concerning
our controverses, They will surcly bless their
fathers and their fathers’ God that the Union
was preserved ; that slavery was overthrown,
and that both races were made equal before the
law. We may hasten or we may retard, but we
cannot prevent the final reconciliation, I it
not possible for us now to make a truce with
time by anticipating and accopiing its inevita-
ble verdicts ? Enterprises of the highest im-
portance to our moral and material well-being
invite 18, and offer ample scope for the em-
ployment of our best powers. Let all our peo
ple, leaving behind them the battle-fields of
dead issues, move forward, and, in the strength
of liberty and a restored Union, win the grander
victories of peace.

The prosperity which now prevails is without
arallel in our history, Fruitful seasonis have
ﬁno much to secure it, but they have not done

all, .

The preservation of the public credit, and
the resumption of :gecie payments, so suc-
cessfully attained by the administration of my
predecessors, has enabled our people to secure
the blessings which the seasons brought. By
the cxperience of commercial nations in aM
ages, it has been found that gold and silver
afford thte only safe foundation for a mone-
tary system. Confusion has recently been cre-
ated by variations in the relative value of the
two metals, but I confidently believe that ars
rangements ¢an be made between the leading
commercial nations which will secure the gén-
eral use of both metals. Congress
should provide that compulsory coinage
of silver now required by law may no®
disturb our monetary system by driving
either metal out of circulation. If poseible,
such adjustment should be made that the pur-
chasing power of every coined dollar will be
exactly equal to its debt-paying power in the
markets of the world. The chief duty of the
National Government in connection with the
currency of the country, is to coin and declare
its value. Grave doubts have been entertained
whether Congress is authorized by the con-
stitution to make any form of paper money le-
gal ténder. The present {ssue of United States
notes has been sustained by the necessities of
war, but such paper should depend for its value
and currency upon its convenience in use and
its prompt redemption in coin at the will of a
holder, and not upon its compulsory circulation.
These notes are not money, but promises to pay
rmoney. ‘If holders demand it, the promise
should be kept.

The refunding of the national debt at a lower
rate of interest should be accomplished without
compelling the withdrawal of the national bank
notes, and thus disturbing the business of the
country. I venture to refer to the -position I
have occupied on financial questions during
my long service in Congress, and to say that
time and experience have strengthened the
opmnions I have go often expressed on these
wubjects, The finances of t‘he Government
shall suffer no detriment which it may be pos-
sible for my administration to prevent.

The interests of agriculture deserve more at-
tention from the Government than they have
yet received. The farms of the United States
afford homes and employment for more than
one-half the people, and furnish much the
largest part of all our-exports, As the Govern-
ment hghts our coasts for the protection of
mariners and for the benefit of commerce, so
it should give to the tillers of the soil the lights
of practical science and experience,

Our manufactuzers are rapidly us in-
dustrially independent, and are openi to
capital and labor new and profitsble fields of
employment, This stead! and healthy growth
should still be maintained.

Our facilities for transportation should be
promoted by the continued improvement of
our harbors and great interior water-ways, and
by the increase of our tonnage on the ocean.
The development of the world’s commerce
has led to an urgent demand for shortening
tho great sea voyage around Cape Horn, by
constructing shi% canals or railways across
the isthmus which unites the two continents.
Various plans to this end have been suggested,
but none of them have been sufficiently
matured to warrant the United States
extending pecuniary aid. The subject is
one which will immediately engage the atten-
tion of the Government, with a view to thor-
OQﬁh protection to American interests.

They were given
scats in front of the Clerk’s osk,
facing the Senate and audience, Garfield sit-
ting to the right of Hayes and the committee
on the left. The Cabinet followed and took
the front seats on theright. All the members
were present, Acting Becretary French repre-
senting .the Treasury Department. The Sen-
ato rose and remained standing until the party
were seated, and the scene as the two men
walked down the aisle was an impressive one,
and to a few people more than that.

He went im-
mediately to the chair by the side of Vice Pres-
ident Wheeler, was introdaced in a s h of
a single sentence, and proceeded to deliver his
inaugural.

After administering the oath of office te
Gen. Arthur, Vice President Wheeler delivered
his farewell address as follows :

SexaTors: The moment which terminates
my official daties as presiding officer of the
Senate is at hand. These duties have been
rendered of easy performance by your uni-
form leniency and forbearance. I am sure
that in this parting hour I need no other
guarantee of full amnesty for ail my short-
comings, If I do, it is furnished in your
very kind resolution of approval of my official
action: I shall carry into my retirement grate-
ful memories of personal kindn alike of the
Senate and its officers, and cordial wishes for
future well-being of all, and now I proclaim my
last official act by declaring that, the hour for
the termination of the Forty-sixth Congress
having arrived, the Senate stands adjourned
without day.

Vice-President Arthur here assumed the
chair, and delivered the usual formal address
as follows :

BENATORS: I come as your presiding offi-
cer with genuine solicitude. Remembering m;
inexperience in parliamentary proceedings,
cannot forget how important, intricate
and often embarrassing are the duties of the
chair. On the threshold of our official asso-
ciation, I invoke that courtesy and kindness
with which you have been wont to aid your
presiding officer. I shall need your constant
encouragement and support, and I rely with
confidence on your lenient judgment of any
errors into which I may fall. In return, be
assured of my earnest p se to administer
your rules in the spirit of absolute fairness;
to treat every Senator, at all times, with that
courtesy and just consideration due to rep-
resentatives of equal States, and to do my
part, as assuredly each of you will do his, to
maintain the order, decorum and dignity of
the Senate. I trust the official and personal |
relations upon which we now enter will be
marked with mutual confidence and rega
and that all our obligations will be so £
and redeemed to our ownhonor, to the glory of
our common cbuntry, and the prosperity of allits
people.
