B=t as it might be ob-
jeeted that the price ot vhe American
goods is not enhunced to ai y hing
Like the extent of the tariff, 1.t us
look at one of the largest of the e -
al productions—namely, stet 1 roils.
In 1880 we paid $1.478,658,63 duty
on 52,809 tons an : 521 peund of steel
rails, which was §28 a ton. Tle cost
of these 52,809 tous of st. el rails was
$1 643,700,90, which is as near 8 posl-

The Indiana news, of January 24th

charges that Judge D. P. Baldwin,
the attorncy-general of the state, is
making outrageous profit out of hi;
office, on account of the law. whick
allows many opportunities for fee
grabbing. The news says:

“Attorney general Baldwinis allow
ed by law $2,600 a year, with $600 for
deputy hire and $10 for each case in
which he appears for the state, be
sides a per cent. on all collections
made. It is the last term that makes
his profits. He has lynx-eyed de
puties in every county in tho state,
who are constantly on the lookout
for commissions and de reliction of
County officers. For instance, very
frequently County Clerks neglect to
pay over to the Treasurers in the
proper time judgment which go to
the credit of the school furd. Whnen
aotified of this by the depnty the
money is of course promptly paid and
the Atiorney General gets 20 per
cent.for the alleged collection. Like
wise when Justices of the Peace neg-
lect to :ettle in time, and the cases are
numerous, the money goes to the
State instead of the county, and the
Attorney General gets another large
f-e. The worst feature of the whol®
businese, howeve:, i3 ths loss of the
county fund. For instance: Marion
county bas paid to him since the 1st
ot January, 1881, in two instances,
over $1,000.- The State '[1easurer has
no record of this colleoction and can
not have under the present interpre
tation of the law, until the Attorneye
General’s term expires, The money
properly belongs to the general
school fund, and should be expended
for the schools. Atty. General Bald-
win has the principal, and piresuma-
bly is getting interest on it. What is
true of Marion county must be true
of other couanties like Marion, Allen,
Wayne, Tippecanoe, St Joseph, La.
port, Vanderbnrg, Olark, Knox, and
a score of others, that might be nam
ed, the aggregate must reach a
large sum. Some estimates place it
as high as $30,000 now in the khaund of
Attorney-General. On this amount
he gets his 6 per cent. amounting to
$5,000, and interest on the rest, paying
of course some todepurtiesfor hunt-
fog out the cases, It is thought
that Judge Baldwin in this manner is
making at least $15,000 a year out of
his offiee, and, while probably there
is strictly no illegality in his scheme,
it was clearly a thing not anticipa-
ted when the law was passed.”

boil, keeping it continually stirred;

boiling point is reached begin to rise.
AlBw the syrup to cool a liitle
stirring all the time: add strong ess
ence of peppermint to suit the taste,
and drop on tins, or sheets of smooth
white paper. The dropping is per
formed by rtilting the vessel slightly, |

so that the contents will slowly run |
out, and with a smull piece of stiff |
wire the drops may be s roked off cn |
the tins or paper. They should then
be kept in a warm place for a few
hours to dry. If desired a little red
coloring may be added just previous
to droppiug, or a portion may be |
droppeé¢ in a plain white form, and
the remainder colored.

There is no reason why peppermint !
should alone be used with this form
of candy, but confectioners usually
confine themselves to this fla or
Any flavor may be added, and a great
variety ef palatable sweets made in
the same manner. If desired, these
drops may b - acidulated by the use
of a Ititle tartaric acid and flavored
pineapple or_banana. In the season
ot fruts, delicious drops may b~
made by substituting the juice of
fresh fruits, as strawberry, raspberry,
ete, for the water, aud otherwise
proceeding as directed.—Confection-
er and Baker.
