Many but not all of the physi-
cians of Jasper county, have com-

plied withthe laws requiring phy-
sicians and accoucheurs to register,
and some have failed to report
deaths and births regularly.
Those who are empowered to sol-

emnize marriage ceremonies are

generally prompt. The laws relative

to this subject declares in substance

that it is the duty of all physicians
and accoucheurs in the State to

register their names and postoffice
address with the Clerk of the Cir-

cnit Court of the county in which

they reside; they shall further re-

port to the Secretary as the Board

of Health of the tovn,

city or county in which

they may occur, and within fifteen

days thereafter, all births and

deaths, which may occur under

their supervision, with a certificate

of the cause of death, and such

correlative facts as may be requir-
ed in the blank forms furnished,

as provided, in the act. When

any birth or death shall occur,

with no physician or accoucheur

in attendance, then such birth or

death shall be reported by the

household where or under whose

observation such birth or death

may occur, with the cause of death,

if such be known. Any physician,ac-
coucheur or household willfully or

purposely after notice by the Sec-

retary of the local board under

whose jurisdiction such house-

holder may live, failing or refus-

ing to comply with the provisions
of this section, shall be deemed

guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon

conviction willbe fined in any sum

not less than five dollars nor more

than ten dollars. Provided, how -

ever, that any death coming under

the jurisdiction or supervision of

any Coroner, shall be by him re-

ported to the Secretary of the

Board of Health of the town, city
or county in which said death may

occur, within fifteen days after

such death comes under his juris-

diction, and such death so report-
ed shall not be required to be re-

ported by any other person.
