FOREIGN NEWS.

A well-known London physician has
beon arrested for complicity in the theft of
Earl Crawford’s bedy.

The death is announced of Victor
Theodore Junod, the celebrated Swiss physi-
cian and medical writer.

It is reported from Berlin that Ger-
many and Austria have ordered the strength-
ening of {the Eastern fortresses.

Austrian troops had a battle lasting
nine hours with a force of 1,000 insurgents, and
defeated them. ;

Reports are current in Europe that
the Czar will abdicate after his coronation,
unless the condition of Russia improves, and
that Gen. Skobeleff will be ordered to reside
on his estate.

Of the Nihilists on trial at St. Peters-
burg, ten have been condemned to death, and
eleven will be sentenced to various terms of
penal servitude.

The election of Davitt, the Irish pa-
triot, as a member of the House of Commons
was declared by that body null and void by a
vote of 208 to 20,

Gen. Sherman has left Washington on
a tour of inspection of the military posts on the
Mexican frontier.

China is preparing for hostilities with
Japan on the Loochoo igsue.

Representatives of thousands of un-
employed persons in London waited on the
Lord Magyor to ask bis advice in regard to emi-
gration. They were urged to confcr with Sir
Alexander Galt, the Canadian Commissioner.

A great sensation was produced
throughout Great Britain by an attempt
to assassinate Queen Victoria.

Again the assembled multitude arose, as the
President of the United States and his Oabinet
were announced. They were accompanied by
Senator Suerman and Representative McKin-
ley. Chairman of the Comniittee of Arrange-
ments. The President took the front seat on
the right of the presiding officer’s chair.

The orator of the day, Hon. James G.
Dlaine, was announced at 12:30, and the cere-
monies then opened by a short prayer by Ohap-
lnan Power, of the Hcuse, after which Presi-
dent Davis said: ‘“This day is dedicated by
Congress for the -memorial services of the late
President of the United States, James A. Gar-
ficld. I present you Hon. James G. Blaine,
who has been fitly chosen as the orator for this
historical oceasion.”

Mr. Blaine then rose, and standing at the
Cierk’s desk, immediately in front of the two
presiding officers, proceeded, with great im-
pressiveness of manuer and clearness of tone,
to deliver his eulogy from manuscript.

adopt a meter to measure the qnantity and test
the gravity and temperature of distilled and
malt liquors ; to provide for organizing, arming
and disciplining the militia ; for the distri-
bution of pure vaccine virus, and for the
erection of a public building at Detroit. The
contested Louisiana election case of Lanier va.
King was dismissed. A resolution wasadopted
that the Secretary of the Interior examine and
report upon the bill to create a siuking fund
for the Sionx City and Paoific road. The In-
dian Appropriation bill, covering 4,920,203,
was perfected and passcd.

Mr. Platt made a favorable report te the 8en-
ate, on the 2d inst.. on the bill to regulate prac-
tice in patent ocases. Mr. Gorman offered a
regolution directing the Postmaster General to
transmit a statement of the cost of fast mails
and a list of railroad companies which per-
formed the services. Mr. Vance offered a roso-
lution, which was laid over, reciting that in
the Sixth District of North Carolina the cost
of collecting internal revenue was 60 per cent.
greater than in any other dstriet in
the United States, and asking fer a committee
of three to investigate charges agaiust the
officials. Mr. Conger made a favorable report
on the House bill to better fhe life-saving
gervice, with amendmen's providing for pen-
sions for widows and children of keepers losin,
their lives, Messrs, Farley and Hoar debnteg
the Ctinese Immigration bill, when the Senate
went into cxecutive session. Roscoe Conkling
was contirmed as - Associate Justice by 39 yeas
to 12 nays, among the latter being Hoar,
Dawes, Morrill and Hawley. The other eight
voting against confirmation were Democrats.
The nomination of Aaron A. Sargent to be
Minister to Germany was approved without
division. In the House, the Oregon contested-
election case of McDowell vs. George was dis-
missed. Decbate on the Consular and Diplo-
matic Appropriation bill, which sets aside
§1,198,530, took a wide range, and resulted
only in outhning party action in the future,
The Senate amendments to the Post-Route bill
were concurred in.

Mr. Butler presented a memorial in the Sen-
ate, on the 3d, from citizens of South Carollma

of that State. Mr. Hoar reported adversely on
the petitions in regard to the celebration of the
discovery of the mouth of the Mississippi.

= A Curious Scientific Instrument.

A New York paper mentions a curious
instrument invented by a young Japan-
ese engineer. It is a familiar fact to
those acquainted with the of

and from the fatiguing and abstruse re-
lations of sines and cosines which enter
into the work. The necessity of an in-
strument e of ing these
relations with accuracy snd of experi-
mentally solving the problems of trigo-
nometry arising in the course of a sur-
vey, has been long confessed by engi-
neers. The invention perfected by the
{onng Japanese engineer—not patented,

y the wa{—oonuists primarily of a steel
or brass plate, near the bottom of which
is a graduated bar which may represent
the base of any given triangle. The bar
is graduated into ten equal parts with
extreme accuracy, and these sections are
again graduated until a linear register of
the ntmost conceivable fineness is pro-
duced. At one end of the bar is fixed a
semicircular plate, the c.rcumference of
which is graduated into degrees, min-
utes, and seconds; and the base of which
is parallel with the baritself. At the
other end is placed a quadrant, or quar-
ter of a circle, graduated in the same
manner.- At the center of each of the
oircles of which these plates form sec-
tions, a movable bar turns upon a pivot,
in the same manner as the hands of a
clock. Each of these bars is graduated
into ten equal parts of the same length
as those of the bases, and each part is
finely subdivided. The guadrant and
semicircular plates are also so oon-
structed as to slide into the fixed bar,
thus forming a base-line of any conven-
ient or assignable length. ith this
instrument such problems as those in
which one angle and the adjacent sides,
one side and the adjacent ang'es, or one
angle and the opposite side are given, to
find the other factors, may be performed
instantaneously without calculation.
Having for example, one angle and the
adjacent sides given, the engineer re-
volves the graduated bar upon the quad-
rant if the angle is less than a right
angle, and upca the semicircle if it is
obtuse, until the proper angle is regis-
tered. He then revolves the second bar
until a triangle is formed whose sides
are exactly pr(_)ﬁox:tionate to those given,
and reads off the second angle from the
plate. To find the third it is only neces-
sary to subtract the sum of the two
already ascertained from 180. In the
meantime, the ratio of the third side to
the other has already been registered
upon the second movable bar. The
problem is consequently solved without
reference to the sines, cosines, and tedi-
ous logarithms with which trigonometry
abouuﬁs.
