BURST BOILERS.

Seven Men at Taylorville, Ill., Blown to
Eternity.

James Fenimore Cooper.

J. Fenimore Cooper, the pioneer of
American novelists, was born in Bur-
lington, N. Y., Sept. 15, 1789. Reared
in the wild country surrounding Otse-
go lake, he early became acquainted
with the natural scenery which he aft-.
erward so vividly described. His father,
who was a member of Congress, sent
him when but 13 to Yale College, where
he remained two years. At the age of
16 he joined the United States navy and
made two extended cruises, which gave
him all the information he desired con-
cerning the sea. Resigning, he mar-
ried and settled at Westchester, N. Y.,
where he began to write hisnovels. The
first, “Precaution,” appeared in 1819,
and from that time he continued to write
until his death, in 1851. In 1826 he vis-
ited Europe, returning in 1833. The
