M. Czartoryski, M. D. cf Stockton
California, writes as Icllows to the
London Lancet:

During a prolonged residence in
the interior of China, 1 became ac-
quainted with the fact that Chinese
place great reliance curing epidem~
ics of diptheria on the iuternal use of
the fresh juice of limes, and of the
fruit itself, which they eonsume iu
ecnormous qguantities, in every cons
ceivable form —as lemonade, with na-
tive spirits, cut in slices, etc.—durieg
attacks of this dreadful disease, with
apparently inost successful results, it
hardly ever failing to effect a cure.
The Chine.e zonsider it a specific
and will, in case of need, do anything
to obtain a supply.

Since I have come back tc Calis
fornia, as also in Louisiana, I have
nsed limes and Leir juices in my
practice as a physician with most
suceessful result in cases of diph-
theria, even in tho most desperate
cases, Assoon as I take e¢harge
of a case of diptheria, I order
limes to be administered as freely as
possible, tn apy manner the patient
can be prevailed upon to take them.
especially in the form of hot lemo-
nade, sweetened with white sugar or
honey, or cutin slices with powered
white sugar Besides lime juice
(which I suppose acts by imparting
an excess of oxygen to the circula-
tion, and thereby prevent formation
of vibriones, etc;, and se has almosi a
specific effect on disease). I pres-
cribe whatever drug may be iudica:'
ted to relieve symptoms as they de~
velop and impart strength by apro
priate stimulants and nourishment.

REMEDY FOR ERYSIPELAS.

At the recent congress of German
surgeons, Dr. Fisher, of Strasburg,
drew attention to the value of naph-
thaline as an antiseptic. For some
skin diseases, and especially in the
treatment of ery:ipelas, it is almost
specific. The application is made in
the most simple manner possible, by
rubbing gauze in the powd.red ma-
terial, or dipping any suitable fabric
in an ethereal solution diluted with
alcobol. Naphthaline being very
cheap this preperation will be less ex
rensivo than anything ofthe kind now
n the market. Itis extensively used
in Strasburg, where it]is regarded
as a perfect prevent ve of erysipe-
las: and it is hoped that if this wvalu-
able property can be substantiated,
it will be used for the same purpose
in this country. Dr. Fisher does not
state whether its use in the manoer
stated is attended with any incon-
venience or pain to the patient; but

elsewhere who have suffored from
soales of -naphthaline entering the
eyes, etc., would ne dispesed to re~
gard the remedy with very consider-
able suspicion. ;
