DEA H OF PETER COOPERR.

Peter Oooper, the venerable phil-
apthropistsdied at his residence, in
New York, april 4th, 1884, at 8:80 a.
M, in th e 93.1 year of his age.

About
an _hour before his death he ealled
h s son, ex Mayor Cooper, and Mrs.
Abram 8. Hewett, his daughter, and
her family to his bedsids, saying to
them that he krcew he had pot long

o'live, and they must become reeon

ciled to the fact. He remained con

scious 10 the time of -his demise, and

made several remarks in regard tu

fawly affuirs, During his last hours
Mr. Cooper manifested his great in-
terest in the Cooper {Instituie, and
spoke to h.wett, and his son, ex~
Mayor Cooper, about the manner in
whieh the work should be carried on
after his death.

[Peter Cooper was born in New
York in 1791. His parents being in
humble circ ims*anzes, he was obliged
to pick up an education as best he
could. At s ventecn he was an ap-
prentice at coach making. His first
start toward a fortune was by the
invention of an improvemonr in ma-

- chines [or shearing cloth during the
War of 1812-156 He then went. into
the manulacture of cabinet ware, af-
terward into the grocery business, and
finally in the manufaeture of glue and
isinglass, in which business he re
mained for ove: half a century, aceu
mulating & handsome foriune. In
1830 he built works for the manu 'ac-
ture of iron, and atterward a rolling
and;wire mill io New Yoik. In 1845
he had a rolling mill for making rail
rosd bars at Trenton, N. J. At Bal
timore, in 1830, he designed and built
the first lecomotive engine construct -
ed in America, operating it on the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad. For
©e.ghtcen years he wus Presidenr of
the New York, Now Foundland and
London Telegraph Company.. He
also espenimented successfully in a
project for the best propelling power
for boats op the Eriv Canal, usin
the endless chuin. Always interest-
fed in his native city, he was chosen

Hubs for wheels,
post, 1ast blocks heading blocks, aua all
like blocks or sticks, rough hewn or sa'v-
od onlv 20 per centum ad valorem; staves
of wood of all kir-ds, 10 per cent. ad va-
lorem; pickets and palings 20 per cent
1d yalorem; lathes, 15 cents per 1000 pie-
ces; shingles, 32 ceats per 1.00:; pine
clapboards, $2 per 1,000; spruce clap-
boards, $1,60 pe:r 1,000.
