THETARIFFAND THE FARMER.

Ep. SEnTINEL: An address,
delivered before the New Jer-
sey State Agricultural Society
by Hon. 1homas Dudly, is be-
ing widely circulated by the
Republican party as a cam-
paign document.

This document ostengibly
ets forth the claims of agn-
culture, but covertly Presents
the manufacturer’s interest,
and, in doing 8o, advocates a
tarifft for protection. It as-
sumes that a protective tariff
is needful to the success of
of manufacturing interests
and that the farmer is depent-
ent on manufacturers for a
home market. “If,” says Mr.
Dudly, “protectivc duties tend
to do this by building up man-
ufactories, and gives employ-
ment to labor, then protection
benefits ihe farmer.’

In the course of the argn-
ment it is conceded that our
manufactured commod ities
can be afforded so cheap as to
be sent to foreign markets and

laced in - competition with

oreign manufactured articles.
In corroboration of this state-
ment we %uote the following
paragraphs:

“As one proof of this§ you
have only to look over the ex-
ports from our country to for-
eign countries of our manu-
factured commodities. We
are sending to other nations
yearly our ag.rlcultural imple-
ments. including fanning mills
horse powers, mowers and
reapers, plows, cultivators,
forks, hoes, etc,, carriages
carts, cotton goods, railro
cars, locomotives, steam en-
gines, watches, clocks, glass
and glassware, hats, caps,
boots, shoes, wearing apparel,
machinery cutlery, edge tools,
files, saws, firearms, nails, In-
.dia rubber goods, jewelry,
lamps, saddlery, harness, or-
zans, piano fortes, paper, sta-
tionery, printing presses, sew-
ing machines, household
zoods, furniture, woodwork
tinware, and scales. -

As a rule men do not export
ggods to another country to
be sold at a loss, and when

-1f, as above stated, our mau-
ufacturers can send their com-
modities abroad and success-
fully compete with fgreign
manufacturers where, is the
necessity for protection? The
plea for a protective tariff has
always been that our manu-

ly compete with foreign man-
ufacturers. Hereitisaffirmed
in this Republican campaign
document that our mannfact-
ured commodities can be dis-
posed of at a profit in foreign
markets; nay, more, that they
are exported and disposed of
in large quantities.

It would have interested our
farmers very much if the pri-
ces for which our commodities
sell in foreign markets had
been stated. It would be a
matter of : urprise to some of
our farmers to learn that our
manufactured commodities
are shipped to foreign ports
and sold for a less price than
is exacted for the same article
at home. In consequence of
our protective system, and the
facilities it affords for combi-
nations, our farmers are made
to pay exorbitant prices tfor
farming implements and other
commodities favored by this
system.

It would be well for those
farmers wh» have been favor-
ed with this campaign docu-
mentjto read it in connection
with the speech of Hon. Thos.
J. Woodjwhich clearly and for-
cibly demonstrates how the
protective system affects the
interest of the farmer. This
tariff question is one that vi-
fally affects the interests of
agric lturists, and they sho'd
look well to it before they ap-
proach the ballot-box at the
coming election. The farmer
who favors protection is nour-
ishing a viper that, in the end,
will sting him to death.

LIBERTY ENLIGHTENING THE WORLD.

In 1592 the nowerfnl nation of England enact
ed a law regniring all her subjects to aitend the
established worghip, ander the very severe pen-
alty of banishment. At this time, living in jthe
Northern part of Eugland. wae a religious sect,
known as Puritans, who could\pot comply, and
that they might enjoy more liberty, and worehip
God in accordance with their relig'ous views a d
according to the dictatee of their own conscience,
they determined to exile themselves to Holland,

But after manv long years of hardships, bitter
disappointments and privations, and ha'ing
Jearned of the broad expansc of country on fhe
American continent, this little band of Pilgrims
and Worshipers determined to emigrateto Amer-
fca. Therefore,' in accordance with this detgr-
mination, 1n the year 1620 they prepared for the
voyage to;America by equipping the Mayflower
and Speedwe l. But these two small vessels
wonld not carry all, so it was agrced that only
the youngest andﬁnost active shouid go, and the

ith their venerable and dearly loved
pastor sheuld remain,

When everything was ready for the voyage and
they could not tarry longer. The pastor knelt
with his little lock and wanderers, with anguish
of heart ard coplous tears coursing down their
cheeks, they heard for the last time the voice of
their pastor as he lifted hig vofce to the God of
b attles in exhortation and prayer for them; but
they knew they were pilgrims and lifted their
eyer to heaven their dea: est country.

After a wea“y, stormy voyage they,on the ninth
day of Novemaner, 1620, in *he midst of a terrific
storm, landed at Cape Cod, and after giving
thanks and praise to God for their preservation
from so many dangers thev.on the 11th day of
November, 1620, executed and signed an instrn-
ment as the foundation of their futvre needful
government, which they bound themselves to

obey. :

nge. then, in the wilds of America, this liftle
band of I’t}lgﬂms. surrounded on all gides by
sayages, and the waves of the ocear stretching
thensands of miles away, separating them from
their kindred and friends, under the guidance of
a Supreme Ruler planted in America the first
germ of liberty that enlightens the world.

Thus, left alone in a vast wilderness, with the
treacherous Indiau tribes for their neighbors,
tn ey began the labor of establishing a free, ine
dependent ard God-fearing people.

Pass ng from the tistory of the rixteenth to
to thereventeenth century, we find that potwith-
standirg all their toil, hardships, and cunfliccs
with the Ind‘ans and French}that cor.tinued to
decimate their ranke for a hundred years and
upwards, we find that on the fourth day of Sep-
tember, 1774, the date of the organization of the
first Congress of Amerira, there was a popula-
tion of over three millions of people on the
soil of America arking aud appealing to
England that they be relicved of the burdens of
taxation upless they be allowed and accorded a
representa‘ion.

a"huxs the germ of libertythat is enlighten-
ing the world was béing fanned and kindled by
thé oppression and tyranty of England, that f
nnt appeased with i2ws of justice and equality
wonld soon break forth into a .aighty, consvm-
ing flame and devour all obstacles that should
stand in the way of liberty. But these apgea]s
werc not heeded by the mother country. “There-
fore. as o measnure of necessity, on the 4th day
of July. 1776. Congresr, then sssembled, *‘De-
clared th t these United Colonies are, and, of a
right ought to be, Free and Independent States.’

The signing of this Deciaration on the 6th of
July. 1776. by the members of Congress, nn as-
gemblage of the grandest, purest and most self-
sacrificing patriots the world had ever secn
marked a new era in the his‘ory of man, snd

fter a long and bloody conflict the United Colo-
nies, with the assistance of France and that il-
lustrious and noble warrior, La-Fayette, who
shed his blood *on’ the field of Brandywine for
hir love of liberty, England was glad to make
overtures for peace. Accordin ly, on the 20th
day of January, 1783, Articles ol Peace were
gigned which made America Independent in fact
ag well a8 in name,

This new era was distinzuished by a free Re-
yregentative Government—by entire religious
}i\)ertv——by improved systems of national inter-
courge—by a newly awakened and uucontrollable
spirit of frec inquiry, and by a diffusion of
knowledgefthrough the community. jSuch as had
hefore been altogether unknown and unheard of,
and under these gystems and infl ‘ences America
rapid’y sdvanced and took her place in the first
ruik among the nations of the earth, and her
advice and eounscel have heen <onght on many
que«tions at i+xue hetween other nations. ’

Yot liberty which enligntens the world had
other mirsions to fuliil.

After the settlement of tne trouble between
Mexico una the U ited States, 1n 1849, whereby
the Uniied States gained large acquisitions of
torritory, sectional politics, during the time
from 1850 to 1%6C. grew warm and animated and
had the eftf ¢t of rraying one portion of the
Unton against the other.

Thongh it may not he of interest to yon, my
countryinew ftorees. the history of what fullowed
the firing npon onr rational flag at Fort Sumter,
on the 15th day of Apr!’,1861. But those gallant
goldfers sitting around ug here to-day—their
hearts beat quick2l, and the li e-blood courscs
more freely through their veins, when they r.-
ca'l the time when the music of the fife and
drum bastened them to eulist as soldiers tn do
battle tor thelr country’s cause; and. ob, the an-
guish of your hearts when you h.xd fat} er, moth-
er, sister, brother, wife and  hildren good-bye,
knowing full well all could ne’vr return. But
your country called, and as patriots and freemen
you weat forth to fight for th perpetuation of
vour Gove nment; and though you suftered and
languished in hospitals asd wad : ma  y long and
forced mearches, and many comrades fell in battle
by your side ! yet the, reco_llucuou off the shouts
of victory that went ap to Heaven, and coujd be
heard above the din of b ttleswhen you planted
the ensign of liberty, that* glorious flag, uponjthe
battlemente of the enemy's once strongholds at
Sum:er, Vicksburgh, Richmond, and many other
piaces, your cheeks tingle and you are filled with
enthusiasm sueh as is ouly known to freemen,—
And those gray-haired parents, and the wives
and children of the soldiers who sleep in y nder
cemetery con never forget the pangs a. d heart-
aches ot thut parting upon Washington street,
jujRensselaer, and after the fearful struggle which
1esulted in the liberation of three million souls
from bondage, and Lee had surrendercd, the
news spread like flashes of light al. over the
country, that the rusty iron doors of Southern
Prigons had swung open and the half-clad and
starving boys in blue were on their way tohome
and friends. Oh! what shonts of praire ascend-
ed to Heaven, and what tears of ioy were ghed,
and the whole nstion, as with onejvoice, could
say in the language of Whitt er:

“Go ring the bells and fire the guns,
And fling the starry banner out,
Shout “*Freedom’ till your lisping ones
