I arrived here just in iime. Yes-
terday mornirg’s Fort Wayne Ga-
zette contains a tetter from Speak-
er Sayre, ot the Indiana House of
Repres -utatives that is a r:gular
dynamite bomb in the camp of
“Soid Gut” Hobertsor, as the Sen-
tinel has so aptly named him,—

Robertson’s home, where he daily
ppearsin the role of a lachrymose
martyr mourning over his ‘betrayal
by the party managers and those

| who should have been his friends

in the late Legislature,” it has set
the Republican camp swarming
lik> a hive of enraged bees. The
chief trouble appears to be that
Sayre dir ctly and distinetly co:x-
tradicts the utterances of Robert-
son in the authorized interview of
Robertson, in his own personal
o-gan, the Fort Wayne Gazette,
and generally understood here to
have been written by old “Sold
Out” himself. Sayre also ecom-
pletely “knocks the stuffin’ ” out of
Robertson’s great impersonation
of the “martyr and the betra ed,”
in which he has filled # star en-
gagement ever since the time when
Sayre says that he (Robertson)
“ran up h.s flag of saurrender and
abdicated his office.”

In his authorized interview
Robertson, in reference to the fa-
mous Denison House caucus, and,
after virtually calling Sayre g liar
and theat his statement is absolute-
ly false, says:

“A meeting was held at the Re-
puablican comirittes rooms in the
Denison that evening, at which a
resolution was passed decluring it
to be the sense of the meeting that
I should preside. Later, quite a
numper of those present declarad
that in their opinion I should not
attempt it; that it wou!d be a diso-
bedience of theinjunction granted
Iy th » Cirouit Court, and we wo’d
be putin the position of law break-
ers by such aection. One after
another fell in and eoncurred in
this idea, until it might be said
that the meeting was practieally
unanimous; but that I ever eonsent-
od is not true in any sense. I said
emphatically that I desired to pre-
side and was ready to do anythin
the party representatives woulg
stand by me in; that I wanted the
opportunity fo disobey the injune-
tion, because the cenvention was
to assemble under a statute of the
United States, and was one with
which the Circuit Court had noth-
ing to do, and if arrested for con-
tempt, I eould sue out a habeas
cor. us in thé United States Court;
but that if I was overruled by my
own party mananers, I could do
nothing but submit.

“At this meeting the resolution
have spokeu of was notrescinded.
Those present only declared an
opposite view after passing it, and
as they were dispersing, attention
was called to the faet that nothix g
had been decided.”

“The reply was, ‘Well, wait till
morning; something may happen
to ehange all our minds,” and this
was the last thing said at the meet-
ing, and I considered the question
undecidea.” :

Now listen te the elear trumpet
notes of Bpeaker Sayre on this
| point, as he peals them forth in his
letter and shews how Robertson

is this: Atacaucusoi Robertson’s
friends the night before the joint
conventien, when Robertson, Sen-
ator Ha risom, Attorne - Micherer
and others were present, it was
determined and agreed to by Rob-
ertson that in ne event would he
preside or attempt to preside, in
the joint couvention because he
had been theu! cay or the day be-
fore enjoined in so doing by the
Marion Circaii Court, and Rob-
ertson had appealed that case to
the Supreme Court. Ihadadvised
in that caucus that Robertson sho’d
ignore the judgment of the court
on the ground of no jurisdiction,
and to go on in spite of it and
perform the duties of his offlce.—
Everybody but John C. New and
Senator Huston was opposed to
this view, and advised that Robert-
son should obey that judgment
antil it should be removed. Rob-
ertson’s o»n opinion was thus ex-
pressed: ‘Impulse tells me to ig-
nore the judgment of the court
and preside in the joint convention,
butjmy|better judgment, fortifi ‘d'as
it now-1s by the opinion of Senator
Harrison and other wise mwen, is
that I should obey the judgmeni of
tha court’ Tuus he, the night
refore the joint convention, by
reason of that judgment, abdicated
his office and he and everybody
else then agreed that I should pre-
side in the eonvention.

“So that when the morning came,
the only question to be setiled and
that was settled by the agreement,
was as between me and Green
Smith who should preside  Rob-
ertson was not considered, as all
knew he had abdicated.”

Thus it is that the handful of
adherents of the great “sold out”
find the halo on their martyr’s
brow growing dim. The revela-
tions of the secret proceedings of
the caucus by one of the great
leaders of the part says plainly
and emphatically that Robertson
had “abdicated” will:ngly, and
where willing and graceful abdi-
cation has occurred, surely there
can be no martyrdom.

statement that Robertsun knew of§
the meeting, and its purpose, when
the compromise sgreement was
adopted, Robertson hits straight |
out from tne shoulder, calls Sayre
a liar, and that what he si1ys “is
absolutely false.” I give his exact
language from his published and
authorized interview.

“y his is absolutely false. Iwas
not only not present, but was not
invited, nor had I slightest intima-
tion that such & project was' bein
considered. I was in the hall of
the House of Representatives or
in the corridor all the time, and
the first intimat.on I had of it
came to me when the members of |
the House were returning to their
seats after the hour fixed for the
convention to maet, and not five
minutes before the Senators filed
into the House. The first inform-
ation I pad of it was when a Rep-
resentative said {0 me as he came
in, “They have lejt you out.” I in-
quired what he meant, and he re-
plied: ‘They have agreed to a com-
promise by which you are left eut}
and will not be permitted to pre-
side.” Just then the Senate was
announced, and I knew no more
until I hears: the famous agreement
read by order of the Speaker. I
felt that I was deserted by those
who should have stood by me, and
that I was utterly alone.” :

Plesse note how clear and em-
phatic Robertson is that ke had
not the slightest intimatian of the
meeting, and th.n listen to the
glorious broadside that Speaker
Sayre fires on the same topic. He
says:

“I'he compromise agreement was
made 1n the speaker’s private room
adjoining the Assembly ehamber,
and Robertsen was in the Assem-
bly Chamber and knew we were
in caucus, and could have been
present had he desired, and would
have been there if his rights or
vrerogatives were being bartered
away or even being considered.—
But he had already the unight be-
fore put up his flag of surrender.

because while the caucus was in
session he wrote us a letter in about
this langn ge and semt it in to us:
‘T have just bern informed that a
deputv sheriff is in the corridors
with a warrant for my arrest.

We sent back
word to go and be arrested if he
wanted to.

“What he meant by it was, that

nomination for Governor” and p-o-
poses to be mominated. Sayre’s
letter has, as 1 stated, created a
great furore, and to-day he would
have a majority o1 the delezates
from this, Robertsun’s owa county,
for Governor., The alarming fact
has just come to light that Robert.
son has not always been a good

Lowry first run for Congress in
this distriet, Robertson made a
gpeech at a Democratic meeting
for Lowry, and said “all decent
Democrats would vote for Lowry,”
and lots of evidence is here handy
that Robertson, that election, voted
for Lowry.
