INCLUBDING
BRIBERY LAWS.

AN AcoT concerning €l ctions, pro-
vidmsg } enalties for the vlolation
of the sams, and repealing all
laws in conflict therewith.

[ Approved March 6, 1889. |

Section 1. Be it eracted by the
General Assemblv of the State of
Indiana, That the Coanty juom-
missiouers of each Cowuty 1 this
State shall, at their first session
after the takieg effec of this act,
divide the townshirs f itheir re=~
speetive counties into election pre-
cinets, and «e3tablish boundaries of
the same. Such Board of Com-
missioners shall designate : 't Yeast
one place of holding elections in
each township, and every township
in whieh onlyone place of bolding
elections is designated shall eon-
stitute a preeinet. Fach vrecinct
sha'l contain, as nearly as practi-
cable two hundred electors, based
on the mumber of votes cast at the
last eleetion for presidential elect-
ors; but no preeinet shail contain
more than two hundred and fifty
eletors. 1f at any election here-
after two hundrcd and fifty or
more votes shall be cast at any
voting plaee, it shall be the duty
of the lnspeefor in sueh precinct
to report the same to the Board of
County Commissioners, who shall,
at their next regular meeting di~
vide such inst as equally as
?oaqibxe sa $hat the new precincts
ormed thereot shall each e>ntain
two hundred eleetors us near.y as
practicable; but no precinctshall
contain more than two bundred
