THE DUTY ON CARPET WOOL,

. Any one who has occasion to purchase
carpets this fall will find that the prices
have sharply advanced owing to the ‘Mo -
Kinley law. It appears, however, that
the top has not been reached, and that
the manufacturers find themselves com-
pelled to make a further advance. The
Wool and Cotton Reporter, a strictly non-
partisan trade journal published at Bos-
ton, thus explains the situation in itslast
issue:

The increase in the duty on oarpet
wools renders it neeessary for carnet
manufacturers to change present prices
the advance in,the price of carpets over a
year ago beigg 'proportiorately not as
great as the increase in the duty on the
raw material. One effeot of the increased
duty is seen in the use of more shoddyand
hairin the making of ingrain carpets. The
increased duty has unquestionably cur-
tailed consumption and as huit the
manufacture of carpets. If carpet woolg
better grade
of ingrains at a cheaper price. This wo'd
lead to an improved demand from those
who have to consider the cosi even when

whole industry would be materially ben-
efited.

It will be seen that the carpet wool
tariff bears more geverely upon the users
of ingrain carpets than upon those who
use the higher priced grades. They must
either pay a good dgal more for a carpet
than they would havejpaid a year ago, or
they must pay the same money for a poor-

jured. e

employe of a carpet mill has, sofar as
heard frcm, had his wages increased be.
oause of the passage of the McKinley
law. Several thousand of them in Phila-
delphia have, however, had their wages
cut during the last few months.

+ The Twenty First District of the
Indiana State Sunday School Union
comprises the counties of Jasper,
Newton and Benton' A circular let-
ter has been sent me as president of
this district, with a vequest that it be
printed in all the papers of the above
mentioned counties.

The circular letter comes from the
Executive Committee of the State
Union. The outline of the work of
the state is given which is twofold.

It is desired that a Normal Train-
ing College be established. The ex-
penses of this Training school are to
be provided for by the Board of
Regents. The collections from: the
schools of the eounty are not to beap-
plied to the work of the college, but
to the proper work of the Union as
heretofore. The object of the college
shall be the training of the Sunday
School workers. 1t is clearly stated
in the letter that the work of this
School shall be separate and distinct
from the Sunday School Union
proper.
