PARIS PANIC-STRICKEN.

Pynamite Bomb Exploded in the Credit
Lyonnais, One of the Principal Banks.
The wildest excitement prevailed at

Paris, Tuesday afternoon, wh2n it became
known that another dynumite explosion
had occurred. This time it was in the
bullding of the Credit Lyonnals, cne of the
largest banking institutioas in the city.
The streets were crowded at the tirne and the
mews flew from mouth to mouth like wild-
fire. Intense terror prevails throughout
the city and the peopls fear to go to
their beds, not knowing at what point
the dynamiters may next operate.
Premier Loubet held a conferenc:
with the chief of the Parisian detective
force. It was resolved that the police
should not be limited in the stringency of
their treatment of suspected dynamiters,
- mnd that all arrested on reasonable suspl-
<lon should be treated with the utmost
rigor allowed by the law.

Ballsbury Pat In a Corner by the Presi.
"~ dent’s Reply.

A war clond blacker than any since the
rebellion hangs over this nation. Whether
it will burst. d send down ruin and dis-
uster on s0 many homes, or whether it will
pass away without doing harm, no one in
Washington, says a dispatch, can with con-
fidence predict. The solution of the ques-
tion rests with Lord Salisbury. It is his
move upon the great chess board of na-
tions, and that operation is being awalted
with eager interest. Speculation on the
direction of that move is rife. It is the
topic of the day. Will it be back-
ward or forward? Will Salisbury back
down or fight? It is the opinion here
that he must do one thing or the other. It
is not expected that he will consent to a
renewal of the modus vivendl. fuch a
surrender after his last refusal Is consid-
ered out of the question. The President
has thken a stand from which he cannot
recede. «“The property of this Government
will be protected even it it takes the
military force of the country to do it,” is
the tenor of his late note, and whether
Salisbury replies again or not the Presi-
dent will fulfill his declaration. 1t, there-§
fore, devolves upon Salisbury to say, if
he say anything at all, whether Great
Britain will permit the scizure of poach-
ers bearing the British flag, or whether she
will, if necessary, resist such seizure by
force of arm& If the former, well and
good. If the latter, let the responsibility
for the greatest war the world will have
ever seen rest upon his head

The President declaros Lord Salis-
bury’s suggestion about exchanging
bonds with the poachers to be impracti-
ticable and undignitied, and altogether
beyond serious consideration by the
Government of the United States.

THE MEASURE WAS KILLED BY
ADJOURNMENT.

Speaker Crisp and Western Demoorats
Gave the Measure a Life, but a Vote Was
Not Reached, and Silver Men Concede
Its Final Defeat.

Blocked the Bill

According to a Washington dispatch
the free silver bill is defeated, the House
having adjourned without a vote on the
bill. This ended the legislative day for
which the special order was made, and
the Bland bill now has no more rights
in the House than any other measure.
In all probability it will not be taken up
again in this session of Congress.

Mr. Bland hopes to get another spe-
cial order from the Committee on Rules,
but the chances are decidedly against
him. Gen. Warner, the chief lobbyist
for the bill, admitted that the bill was
defeated. This is without much ques-
tion the end of the great campaign of
the silverites in this Congress.

The closing of the contest was markad
by great excitement and bitterness.
Frequently the House was in such eon-
fusion as to require the assistance of
sergeants-at-arms to clear the floor, and
the great mace, which is used only on
rare occasions, was paraded up and down
the aisles as a warning to turbulent
members. On the morning of the last
day of the discussion the  anti-silver
forces were willing to concede their de-
feat. At midnight they were contident
of ultimate victory. Three times during
the night they routed the enemy, but
each time the free silver forces rallied
and left the final resultin doubt. Speaker

Crisp was once compelled to vote in.

order to save the bill from defeat, an
effort which availed nothing in the face
of the determined opposition of the
Northern and Northwestern Democrats.

The silver battle in the House began
in earnest at 5 o’clock in the evening.
All afternoon the orators had been
making speeches. This was simply the
cannonading, but from 5 o’clock on the
opposing forces met in a bitter hand-to-
hand conflict. No such fierce and bitter
struggle has been seen in the House for
many a year. On one side was Bland,
calm and confident, anticipating an
easy victory. On the floor was General
Warner, the chief of the silver lobbyists,
radiantly looking forward to a triumph
over the hated gold-bugs. Behind the
silver leaders was a strong and de-
termined force of Democrats, chiefly
from the South and West, but with a
scattering of votes in Ohio, Indiana,
Southern Illinois, Michigan, and Iowa.
They were joined by a handful of Re-
publicans from the far West.  In all
they were about one hundred and fifty
strong. Arrayed against them were
eighty Democrats from New England
and the Northern and Northwestern
States and seventy Republicans. These
anti-silver forces were led by Tracy and
Cochran of New York, Harter and
Outhwaite of Ohio, for the Democrats,
and Tom Reed, Burrows, and Abner
Taylor for the Republicans.

At different times during the night's
battle 300 members voted. Of these 80
were Republicans, 212 Democrats, and 8
Farmers’ Alliance. Of the 80 Republi-
cans all but seven voted to lay the Bland
bill on the table. The seven pro-silver
Republicans were Bowers of California,
Clark of Wyoming, Vincent Taylor of
Ohio, Lalley of South Dakota, Pickler
of North Dakota, Townsend of Colo-
rado, and Bartine of Nevada.

Of the 212 Democrats, seventy-eight
voted against Bland. All the Demo-
crats from New England, all those from
New York, excepting Rockwell, who
voted on the advice of Senator Hill; all
those from New Jersey, excepting Fow-
ler; all from Pennsylvania, excepting
Reilly, were against the bill. Maryland
was solid against Bland, with the ex-
ception of Mr. Complon, who voted on
one roll-call and then disappeared. Mr.
Wilson, of West Virginia, was the only
member from that State to vote against
Bland. Ohio Democrats gave 9 votes
for Bland and 3 aga'nst, with Donovan
dodging and Tom Jobneon voting both
ways. The three anti-silver men were
Outhwaite, Harter and Patticon. .

All the Democrats from Indiana voted
with Bland, two or three of them re-
luctantly.

Of the Michigan Democrats, Chip-
man, Stout and Wheeler voted against
Bland. Mr. Babbitt was the only man
in the Wisconsin deiegatlon to vote
with the Blandites.

The Illinois Democrats voted as fol-
lows: ;

With Bland—Williams, Wike, Stew-
ard, Fithian and Lane.

Against Bland—Newberry,
and Cable.

Busey voted twice with Bland, and
then arranged a pair with Mr. Springer,
On the first roll-call Snow and Scott
voted with Bland, but afterward paired,
Mr. Snow desiring to change his vote.
Mr. Durborow was paired, but reached
the hall just before midnight, with his
gripsack in his hand, eager for an op-
portunity to go on record against free
silver. Z

All the Illinois Republicans voted
against. Bland, including General Post,
who is a free coinage man.

The Iowa Democrats divided, Hayes,
Seerley, and Bowman voting against
Bland. Kansas and Nebraska were
solidly for the bill, Mr. Funston’s vote
being a surprise. Tom Reed attempted
to whip the Kansan into line, but was
unable to do so. Only one Misecourian,
Mr. Cobb, voted against Bland. Only
two Democrats from the extreme South-
ern States, Brawley, of South Carolina,
and Meyer, of Louisiana, voted against
Biand. All the Farmers' Alliance mem-
bers voted for free silver.

The New York Democrats are very
indignant at Tim Campbell and Stahl-
necker, both of whom were absent and
not paircd. Had they been in. their
places the bill could have been beatqn.
Campbell arrived at midnight, too late
to be of any service.

Salisbury Sauce,

Lord Salisbury has replied as follows
to 8ir Julian Pauncefote in response to
Mr. Wharton’s note:

“In reply to your telegram notice has
been given to owners of ships sailing for
Behring Sea that ‘both agreements at
Eresent under discussion between Great

ritaino and the United States—that as
lo arbitration and that as to.an inter-
mediate arrangeiaent—may affect the
liberty of sealing in Behring sea. They
have, therétore, notice of their liability
lo possible interruption, and will ail
subject to that notice. ‘Lhe question of
time is not, therefore, urgent.

“Inform the President that we concur
in thinking that swhen. the treaty has
been ratitied there will arise a new
state of things. Until it is ratified our
tonduct is governed by the language of
your note of the 14th of June, 1830,
But when it is ratified both parties muss
admit that contingent rights have be-
tome vested in the other, which both de-
sire to protect.

“We think that the prohibition of seal-
ing, if it stands a.one, will bs unjust to
British sea.ers if the decision o: the
arbitrators shoud be adverse to the
United States. We are, however, wilil-
ing, when tne treaty nasbeen ratiiied, to
agree to an arrangement similar to that
of last year 1if tue United States wi.l
consent that the arbitrators should, in
the event of o decision adverse to the
United States, assess the damages which
the proh bition of sealinz snhall have in-
flicted on British sealers during the
penaency of the a. bitration, and m the
event of a decision adverse 1o Ureat
Biitain should assess the damages
which the limitation of slaughter shall,
during the pendency of arbiu at.on, have
inflicted ¢n the United States or their
lessees.

“As an alternative course we are also
willing, after the ratifica‘ion of the
treaty; to prohibit scaling 1 the disputed
waters if vessels be excepted frem pro-
hibition which produce a certiticite 1hat
they have given security for such dam-
ages as the arbitrators may assess :n
case of a decision averse to Great
Britain, the arbiirators to receive the
necessary authority on that behalf. In
thus case a restrict.on of slaughter on
the islagds will not in: point ot equity be
necessary.

“Hér Majesty’'s Government are un-
able to see any other than cue of these
lwo methods of restricting seal hunting
in the disputed wate:s duriug the arb.-
tration which would be equitavle to both
parties.”

vessels of British suvjects will azain be ex=
posed under the prosecution of their legiti-
mate industry oa the high seas to unlawful
inter.erence st 1he hunds of Ajqerican
officers. Her Britannic Majesty’s Govern=
ment are anxious to co-operate to the
fullest extent of their po.er with the
government of the United States in such
measure a8 may be found to be ex-
pedient for the protection of the seal
tisheries. They are at the present moment
engaged in éxamining, in concert with the
Government of the United States, the best
method of arriving at an agreement upon
this polnt. But they cannot admit tha
right of the United States of their own sole
motion to restrict for thi: purpose the free-
domof navigation of Behring Sea, which the
United States huve theu selves in former
years convincingly and successfully vindi-
cated, nor to enforce their municipal legis-
Jation against British vessels on the hhigh
scas beyoad the limits of their territorial
Jurisdiction.

Her Britannic Majes y’s Government ara
therefore unable t) pass over wiihout no-
tice the public announcement of an inten-

ion on the part of the Government of the

Jnited States to renew the acts of inter-
ference with Drit'sh vessels navigating
outside the territorial waters of the United
Srates, of which they have previous'y had
to complain.

Without action on the gue:tion the Senate
adjourned. In the House. after transact-
Ing  some routine ‘business, the free
coinage bill eame wup for ~discussion
again. The first speaker of ' the
day was Representative Pierce, of Tennes-
see. In concluding, Mr. Pierce cited .the
speech of Mr. Mills In the last House in
support of free coinage. and insisted that
the gentleman from Texas. to make his
record consistent, must support ths bill
now before the House Mr Stone. of
Pennsylvania. and Mr. Lynch, of Wis-
consin. opp sed the measure. declaring
that its chief end was to make some-
thing out of nothing; its chief purpose is
to make 70 cents worth 100 cents. Mr.
Stout, of Michigan, also raised his voice in
opposition, and Mr. Fitch, of New York (a
Democrat), earnestly oppcsed the passage
of the bill.. Mr. McKeighran, of Nebraska.
one of the People’s party Representatives
and a member of the Coinage Committee,
and Mr. Bushnell, of Wisconsin, spoke in
favor of a proposed amendment providing
that hereafter the silver dollar shall con-
tain one ounce troy of pure silver. After
a speech hy Mr. Perkins, of Iowa, in oppo-

sition to the bill, the House took a recess.

On the 25th in tha siiver contest in the
House motions to adjourn, to take a recess
till the 20%h, and to adjourn till the 28th,
were all voted down, and then Mr. Bland,
stating that it was evident that no fair
vote could be taken, moved an adjourn-
ment, which motion was carried. The
silver bill now goes on the calendar,
but it is probable that the Committee on
Rules will at an early day report a resolu-
tion for its further consideration. The in-
terest in this measure excludes thought of
everything else in the House. Atone stage
of the proceedings, Mr. Bland, the persist-
ent advocate of the bill, was recognized
by the fpeaker. and ina quiet tone of voice
demanded the previous question on the pend-
ing bill. After exciting debate, the Speaker
ordered the ro.l call, and the result was a
tie—148 fer and 148 agzainst. This shows
strength very nearly evenly divided.  Sev-
eral members were not present. In the
fenate, the corresnondepce' received from
the President relative to the Behring Sea
troubles ‘was made public. It-revéals a
very ticklish situation The President
sent to the Senate the following nomina-
tions: Stanton J. Peelle, of Indlana, Judge
of the Court of Claims, vice Glenn C. Sco-
field, retired; United States District Judges
—William K. Townsznd, for District of
Connecticut: John B. Rector, for Northern
District of Texas; John H. Baker. for Dis-
trict of Indiana; Ellery P. Ingcham. United
States Attorney; and Alexander P. Coles-
berry. Marshal for the Eustern District of
Pennsylvania.

A message from the President. transmit-
ting a communication from the District
Commissioners, accompaned by a letter
from the Chairman of the Executive Com-
mittee of the G. A. R. Encampment, .to be
held next feptember, was laid before the
Senate on the 25th. - An appeal is made
for €100.060,  one-half to be pald by the
District for the expenses of the encamp-
mbéat. The President says: «It seegs to
me that iv will be highly appropria¥® foz
Congress. suitably to aid in making this
demonstration impressive.” The Senave then
went jnto_executive session. Mr. Wilson,
from the Judiciary Committee. reported a
bill changing the time for holding the Circuit
and District Courts of West Virginia, and it
was passed. Senate Dbill appropriating
€400.00) for a public building at Helena,
Mont.. was passed. The Senate then adopt-
¢l resolutions offered by Mr. Stanford in
respect to the memory of Senator Hearst.
Eulogies were delivered by fenators Stan-
ford, Vest, Stewart, Voorhees, Bate,
Dolph, Morgan and Felton, and then,
as a further mark of respect, the
Senate adjourned till the 23th. The
House went into commlittes of the
whole on the private calendar. Three
hours were consumed inthe consideration
of the bill for tne relief of the personal
representatives of Henry H. Bibley, the
inventor of the «Sibley” tent, but no deter-
mination was reached. The committee
having aricen, the House adjourned.

On the 28th, tenate bill toinclude lot No.
58, Llock 89, Hot Springs. Ark., in the pub-
lic reservation there was passed. Mr. Mor-
gan offered a reselntjon which was agreed
te. calling on the President for correspon-
dence with the Argentine Republic on the
subject of reciprocity; and for informa-
tion as to articles exported the-efrom
to the United Fftates on which the United
States requires a reduction of the customs
duties Imposed by the Argentine Republie,
so a8 to make reciprocity fair and equal.,
fenate bill to allow thirty days’ leave of
absence to.employes in the Bureau of En-
graving and Printing was taken up. After
discussion the bill was recommended to the
Committee on Education and Labor.
House bill to amend the act of Aug. 6,
1888, autherizing the construction of a
bridge across the Mississippl river at Bur-
lington, Jowa. was passed. Senate bill tc
establish a railway bridze a-ross the Illi-
nois river at or near Havana, IIL, was
passed. After an executive session the Sen-
ate adjourned. In the House Mr. Blount, of
Georgia, from the Committee cn Foreigm
Affairs, reported the diplomatic and con-
sular appropriation bill. Referred to com-
mittee of the whole. The floor was then
cluimed by and awarded to the Committee
on the District of Columbia. After the
passage of several District bills the House
adjourned.
