Comptroller £ckels has gained the con-
fidence of the country as comptroller, and
he is now making strides toward a repu-
tation as = staterman and a financier.—

league club he most sensibly said:

“The condition which oonfronts the
American people is one that deserves the
thoughtful attention of every c tizen who
has a: heart the interest of the country.—
It isn't a time of panic, Leeause we have
passed the period fn our history when o

anic is & poweibility, but it is one of slow
ﬁquidntion, the result of urdue specula-
tion and unwise financial legisiation.
Nothing 18 to bejgained by taking on a
fright thut is unwarianted by either the
immediate past or the immediate future.
What the American people ought to do in
the midst of the failures that have ocour-
1ed is not to give way to uncalled-for
slarm, but to study the character of the
institutions which have failed, the causes
whieh have ptoduced them and the local-
ities in which they have occurred. After
such a study let them view the solvent
institutions ev here about them, and
the conclusion that must irresistably fol-
low is thatthe legitimate life of the coun-

try is not threatened, but instead will
eome oui of the present turmoil the
stronger for naving passed through it.”

Upon which the Indianapolis Sentinel
comments as follows: “It would be an ex-
cellent thing for every man in the coun-
try to consider thesa statements careful-
ly. Tha first phass of the present move-
ment was a fear that the jgovernment
might not be able to maintain the gold
basis in the face of gold exports to Eu-
rope.
