SMUGGLING ¥YLOT IN 'FRISCO.

Three Men Arrested and Many Customs
Officials Said to Be Implicated.

The recent expose of smuggling at Port-
land, which implicated some of the United
Btates Treasury’s most prominent officials
on the coast, bids falr to be equaled by an
exposure of smugzling operations in San
Francisco, Three men were arrested
Monday night. One is Frederick Miller, a
young law student; another is George N.
J. Wichman, a wholesale candy manu-
facturér; and the third is Lewis
Gteenwald. Warrants are out for the
arrest of about a dozen others. Prom-
inent customs officers are sald to be
fmplicated in u confession made by the
prisoners ' It is s@id that they have re-
vealed the method$ of a powerful ring con-

. trolling three sailing vessels, and doing a
wholesale business in the smuggling of
opium and Chinese ceontraband drugs,
Chinese have also, it is said, been regu-
larly smuggled from Puget Sound points
and transferred to the States. Customs
officers tried to capture one of the smug-
gling schooners the other night. The smug-
gler was chased down the bay by four tugs,
but she had too long a start and escaped to
sea in the darkness. Three special Treas-
ury Agents from Washington have been en-
gaged on the case for many weeks past,

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ALL EUROPE CHILLED.
Lowest Temperature Enown im

Years, ,
London advices say the severe cold con-
‘tinues throughout Great Britain, in many
piaces the thermometer registering the
lowest polat known. While the lownést re-
ported temperature is 510 10 above. it in-
volves as much suffering as would a
temperature 20 degrees below zero in the
United States. . The people are entirely
unprepared for such a terrible cold
wave, and the result is that the suffering
among the poor 1s intense. Many cases
of death from exposure are already
reported and outdoor work has been en-
tirely suspended. At Dover the mercury
registered 10 degrees above zero, and in
South Devonshire 12 degrees above zero
is reported. Theriver Dartand the tidal
streams ars frozen solil. A heavy snow
storm prevailed. In Lincolnshire two men
were found frozen to death and many of
the roads sre covered with snow drifts ten

feet high. Ip several parts of England
railroad trains have been imbedded in
the snow for hours, and on the Isle

of Wight ‘he weather is reported to
be the coldest of the century. The
river Yar is frozen from its soarce to
within a few yards of the sea. The cliffs
of Cornwall are hupng with icicles of an
immense size, and pools of salt water have
been frozen at the edge of the sea. Re-
ports received from Epailn show that the
most intense cold also yrevails there. At
Zorita the thermometer registered 10 de-
grees above zero, and at Burgos several
people were frozen to death. At Moscow
26 degrees below zero was registered, at
Nigni Novgorod the thermometer registered
3 iow, and 23 degrees below was report-
ed at"Xharkoff.

RARE COIN DISCOVERED,

An Xighth Silver Dollar of the 1804 Mint~

: age Turns Up in Philadelphia.

The belief that only seven of the 1804
silver dollars were in existence hus been
an error, for the eighth one has turned up
Rosenthal Bros.,, of Philadelphia, dealers
in old iron, had a debtor in Virginla from
whom they tried vainly for some time to
collect a bill of §500. Recently the Vir-
ginian sent the firin one of the much souzht
for 1804 dollars, He stated that hesent
the coin in payment of his bill, and if the
Rosenthal Bros. could sell it for more than
the total of the account they could keep
the balance. In explanation of how he
came into possession of the Gollar the Vir-
ginlan wrote that he had tought it for §30
from an old negro, who was !gnorant of its
rarity and value and in whose famlly it
had been for a long time. The Rosenthals
took the dollar to the mint and it
was pronounced genuine. A cola collector
has offered them €350 for the dollar, but
they refused the offer, as at an auction

MAY HAVE PRISONERS,

Mysterous Action of the Cutter Corwin,
from Honolulu.

Saturday morning’s dispatches told ot
the arrival of the revenue cutter Corwin
off San Francisco from Honolulu, but what
nformation her officers brought is abso-

lutely conjecture only. Her comman-
er did not land at Ean Francisco,
but steamed away to Mare Island

soon as he could
report by wire to Washington, a dispatch
was received from that city by the com-
mander of the Mohlcan, which was fol-
lowed by a great bustle on that vessel and
preparations for instant departure. The
Corwin’s officers were siient as the grave.
But it 1s surmised that the gravest
condition exists ut Honolulu. It s
evon hinted that there has been collision
between United Stutes and provisional
governmens$ forces, with bloodshed, and
that the Corwin's commander has on bourd
prisoners,. No cne was allowed to board
her, and for several hours telegrams flew
thick and fast to and from Washington.

Gov. Mitchell Serves Notice on the Pugi-
lists.

Gov. Mitchell, of Florida, has given offi-
cial notice of his {ntention to stop the Cor-
bett-Mitchell prize-fight. The Governor's
cfficial statement is as follows;

The Corbett-Mitchell prize-fight will not
take place in ¥lorida unless the Supreme
Court of this State decides that there is no law
prohibiting such a fieht. 1t will not be neces-
sary to proclaim martial law to prevent such a
fight, but were it necessary I should not hesi-
tate to proclaim it, as I am determined to pre-
vent this fight by any and all means within
the reach of the executive. There can be no
doubt as to my position, and people who coms
here with the expectation of seeing the laws
of the State violated hy two thugs and their
aiders and abettors will be disappointed.—

In an Electric Glare.

More startling than any of the almost
numberless sensations which have charac-
terized the trial of the alleged living mur-
derer of Dr. Patrick Henry Cronin were
the developments of Friday. The climax
will be reached whea the prosecution will
have on the stand a witnoss who will swear
to facts that will have more effect upon
the jury’s decision, probably, than any
testimony that has been taken yet. The
new witness is a stationary enzineer
well known in the West.. His name is
Frank A. Bardeen, of Otsezo.~Mich. He
will tell the jury that in the early morn-
ing of May 5, 1880, he turned a search-
light upon an. approaching wagon in the
vicinity’ of the Edgewater electric-light
plant. The rays from the brilliant re-
flector disclosed Daniel Coughlin walking
beside the wagon that contained the trunk
which at thattime held the mutilated re-
mains of the murdered Doctor. This is
the first direct testimony- that affects
Coughlin as belng in the actual company
of the corpse.

Hanged for, Wife Murder.

At Kansas City, Mo, the execution of
Martin Reed occurred at 9:26 Friday morn-~
ing. On fept. 16, 1890, Reed, a negro aged
65, réturned home from' his work, ai:d ic a
fit of insune jealousy fired three shots at
his wife, resulting in her death soon after-
ward.

THE INCOME TAX,

This Feature of the Wilson Bill Has Been
Worked Over in Committee.

Washington special: Congreismen Mec-
Millan and Bryan have practically com-
pleted the draft of the incomeé tax feat-
ures of the tariff 'bill, which they were
authorized to prepare The bilL ss pre-
pared, does not place a tax of 2 per cent.
on incomes of £4,000 and upwards, as
it was generally supposed it would
do, but simply levies a tax of 2
jer cent. on all incomes which exceed the
sum of §4,000. Thus a man with an income
of §4,000 would not pauy any tax, while the
man with an income of $4,500 wculd pay 2
per cent. on the $500, In other words the
2per cent. is to be levied on the excess
above $4,000. Another important feature

of the bill is that it does not re-
quire those whose incomes are less
than #4000 to make any returns or

statements rezarding it to the officers
of the Government, Blanks are to be
sent to those supposed to have incomes
above £4,000. and in case of fallure to re-
port the officers may require those whom
they believe to be liable to a tax to make
a report under oath and may assess a pen-
alty against those refusing to do so. Mr.
McMillan and Mr. Bryan hold that under
this plan many of 1the annoylng and in-
quisitorial features of the old law will be
avolded.

RIOT AT A PRAYER MEETING.

The Leader Fatally Hurts a Drunken Dis-
tarber and Is Arrested.

There was an awful scene in the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church at Marysville, Ohio,
Thursday night. The services were held
by G. B. Chambers, and he was nearing
the close of the exercises when Jim Chaveus
and Alex. Rogers came in both half drunk.
Rogers began making response to Cham-
bers and saying “Amen,” when it did not
fit in. Chambers spoke kindly to him and
remonstrated against such conduct, but
with no effeet. Robert Calaway went to
Rogers and tried to get him to leave, and
then the meeting broke up in a row, the
women and children crying and pande-
monium prevailing. Rogers broke throuch
the crowd to get at Chambers, who went
on the other side of the house to avoid
him, but stopped at the stove and picked
up the poker. When Rogers refused to let
him alone he struck him and floored him
and pounded him so bad that he cannot
live. Chambers took his dauzhter . and
started home, when Chaveus and a crowa
of boys pushed him and followed him howme,
and during the night mobbed the house,
but he drove them away with a gun. He
has since been arrested.

CALIFORNIA'S EXPOSITION IS

NOW- ON VIEW..

Indications Are That the Show Will Be a
Financial and Artistic Success—Briéf De-
scription of the Bulldings—Patterned
After t1%e “White City.” b

Midwinter Fair Begins.

The California Midwinter Fair is now
open to the public. Here, in this West-
ern metropolis, writes a correspondent,
at the extreme edge of theWestern
hemisphere, with the placid waters of
the great Paecific in view, the hand of
man has created a city neither so beau-
tiful, so wonderful, nor so extensive as
the now quickly fading White City by
Lake Michigan, but one that is trul
grand and of which the people of Cali-
fornia and the other Pacific States may
justly be proud. It was only in the

atter part of last May, when theend
of the Chicago Fair was in view,
that some Californians in Chicago
conceived the idea of having a fair
in San Francisco. Shortly afterward
it was decided t> go ahead in the mat-
ter and Golden Gate Park was selected
as the location for the fair, conceded
by all to bs one of the prettiest spots
on the face of the globe. Aug. 24, in
the presence of 80,000 people, the en-
terprise was inaugurated by turning
the first shovelful of dirt, immediately
after which the work of grading com-
menced, followed in a few weeks by
the inauguration of work on the mair
structures.

Patterns Af.er Chicago.

The Manufactures and Liberal Arts
Building is the la-gest on the grounds.
This building . is Moorish in design,
with all the picturesque effects to
which that style of architecture readi-
ly lends itself. The Mechanical Arts
Building is the second largest struc-
ture, and is nearly pure Indian in de-
sign and highly artistic in its rich,
Oriental sty’e. By far the most strik-
ing architéctural feature of the exposi-
tion is the Horticultural and Agricul-
tural Building. It is in Spanish mis-
sion style and is a low-roof design, so
much in favor on the coast. This

VOTE TO TAX INCOMES,

The Democratic Majority Decides to Levya
Tax of 2 Per Cent.

The advocates of the individual in-
come tax proposition were triumphant
at a recent meeting of the Democratic
Ways and Means Committee, says a
Washington dispatch. The eleven
members were present when the final
meeting was held at the Treasury De-
partment. Comparatively little time
was wasted in discussion. The ground

had all been argued and fought over
time and-time again, and at this meet-
irg the issue was joined on two propo-
sitions, one to levy a tax of 2
per cent. against individual incomes
over $4,000 and against the incomes
from corporations (that is, the differ-
ence between the gross income and
the operating expenses, or, in other
words, the net income); and, second, a
proposition offered as a substitute by
Mr. Cockran (N. Y.) to tax the incomes
Irom corporations 1 per cent. and iu-
heritances 5 per cent., to place a tax of
10 cents on whisky and torestore sugar
to the dutiable list at  a cent a pound.
The vote on Mr. Cockran's substitute
proposition, which was taken first, re-
sulted in its defeat—7 to 4—as follows:

It was also decided, in connection
with the latter proposition, to increase
the whisky tax 10 cents a gallon—that
is. from 90 cents to $1—to be levied
against whisky in as well as out of
bond.

No increase was made in the tax on

The committee estimates that the

The Wilson Bill.

As t2 the Wilson tariff bill, the gen-
eral opinion is that it will pull through
in some shape or other. Representa-
tive Tarnsey, a member of the Ways
and Means Committee, who has -just
returned from his home in Missouri,
eays he found no one among his con-
stituents dissatisfied with ‘the tariff
bill. Representative Hayes, of Iowa,

BOOMING THE SOUTH.

Capital Turning the Tide of Immigration
in That Direction.

The immigration sentiment in the
South is taking on practical forms.
Within two months. writes a Washing-
ton correspondent, three colonies have
been brought from the West and set-
tled in Maryland, near Chesapeake
Bay. A few days ago a number of col-
onists bound together by the same
creed arrived from Europe, and went
down to North, Carolina to occupy a

tract of land bought by them.
These are signs of a general
movement. The Southern Gover-

nors met at Richmond last April
and adopted an address of welcome to
intending settlers. They assured ireed-
om of opinion and protection of rights
under the law to all honest, well-mean-
ing people.” Several States have fol-
lowed up this formal expression by or-
ganizing immigration bureaus and
preparing facts about their lands, and
the prices of them for inquirers. In a
notable way this has been done by
Virginia, North Carolina, Tennessee,
Ala%a.ma,Georgia. Texas and Arkansas.
And now capital has taken the South-
erners at their word and is going about
the work of placing immigrants in these
Southern States after the same plans
and methods which settled the great
Northwest so rapidly.
