VOSRHEERSY &d (THR,

SETS FORTH THE DIFFICULTIES IN So
ARRANGING THE SCHEDULE AS
To SECURE A SonIp DEMO-
CRATIC VoTE FpR IT.

e —

In a letter to Hon. John B. Stoll, of
the South Bena Times, Mr. Voorhces de-
fends himself from the personal attacks
made upon him by his political and per-
sonal enemies. Mr. Voorhees says:

“It seems that in cortain quarters I am
to be assailed fo. all that is done or left
undone by the senate of an unsatisfactory
characteronthe subject of the tariff. To
begin with, the senate committee on
finance is composed of eleven members,
six of whom are Democrats and five Re-
publicans. In order to report a bill of
any kin'i oa the tariff you will see that
there must be an absoluts agreement be-
tween the mix Democrats constituting a
majority of that comm ttee—each member
of tnat majority, including the chairman,
haying his own vote to cast, nd no more.
Any bill on the subject of revenue for the
support of tLe government by tarift taxa-
tion from the first one in 1789 to the present
time has been wecessarily and inevitably
an adjustment of diff: rencesibet ween men
in reg rd to business and labor interests
tf the highest importance. .

“One of the greatest compromise meas-
ures which marked Henry Clay’s longand
brilliant career was that of 1832 on the
subject, the terms, and the details of the
tariff. In fact, it must by admitted that
everything ef creat value inthe history of
this governnient, including the cor stitu
tion of the United States itself, and all
the leading enactments of our legislative
history, comés from the spirit of conces
sion, and Jthe work of conpromise. Of
course, the right of a majority to govern
must be conceded or our government must
be abandoned. No one man in commit-
tee, in the senate, or anywhere else, can
have his own way regardless of others
wirile libertv remains regu'ated by law.
There are geveral festures in the bill now
pending in the senate which I did not
desire to have in it, but because I was
overruled on those noints I did not there-
lore fael at liberty to join the Republican
members of the committes, report no : iil
at all, defeat all proposedjlegislation, and
thereby leave the McKinley law remain on
our statute books. You will see that the
bill we 1eported reduces nearly $75,000,-
000 per annum—$23,500,000 of that am‘t
being taken off the wearing apparel « f the
people. I sayto you with the utmost
frankness and sincerity that I fought hard
against anything at all being put on sugar,
iron, . rcoal, but when it was demonstrat—
ed in a full three days’ hard working cau-
cus of all the Democratic senators, as
in the committec. that a bill with these
articles on the free list could r.o more
pass the eenate than a ship of lead could
navigate the ocuan, I came to'the con-
clusion after anxious and painfal solici-
tude that it was my plain, clear and ex-
plicit daty to the laboring masses of th¢
country, and especiallv to the Democratic
party, to support the bill asit now stands;
to makelsureof the immense reductions in
tariff taxation which it guarantees, and
then continue to fight for further progress
and reform hereafter. I cannot help re-
m mbering that the world was not made
in & day, although there was no want of a
reliable u ajority on that occasion. If I
have made a mistake in the discharge of
my duty as one of ycur senators, it ig in
believing that the bill we reported and
which i8 now rending is greatly to be
preferred to no legislation at all —tq the
odious Mc¢Kinley law which we stand
pledged to repeal.

“But I think much is being said and
wri{ten now in absolute ignorancejof what
the senate bill as well as the Wilson bill
actually contains. Are the people of In-
diana aware of the fact that the average
rate of duty, orof tariff tax, ever known
in t!ns ‘country gince the Walker tariff of
1846, and its sopsequent Demecratic
amendments in 1857, is the rate now pro-
vided for, and contained in the bill I haa
the honoy to yeport to the senate on the
20th day of March, and which is now
pending? This statement is true not-
withstanding the transfer of certain arti-
cles from the free list in the houre bill to
the dutieble list in the senate bill. T re.
peat that the average rate of duty, or of
t riff tax, as it may be better described,
in the pending senate bill, with sugar, coal
and iron, all charged np to it, is lower
than the average rate of duty, or of tariff
tax, i1 the Wilson bill as it came from
{h: house with those articles on the free

_“Npthigg could be further from my
wish or l}rpqsq thgn tq gay a word in
¢riticism of the Wilson bill. or any of the
work of the house with its reliable Dem-
ocratic mnjqrity of nearly ahundred. At
the same time I'am hardly willing to be
clubbed to death, or read out of the Dem-
ocratic party in the name of the Wilson
bill by those who are totully ignorant of
its most important provisions. The im-
perious demand that the sonate shall pass
tha Wilson bill without amendment is a
burlesque on common senge. ‘I heregis not
an intelligent man in the United btates,
with information on the subject, who hag
for a moment thought the Wilson bill waf
to pass the genat'e without amendment,
Tty own authors gnd gupporiers have never

came over to the senate it was followed by

many of its ablest and most judicious |-

portations very uncertain. Surelya mere
guess at the future on a guestion so vital
as government revenue is not safe ground
on which to legis'ate. T. e fulfillment of
the pledse in the title of the bill, “to pro-
vide revenue for the government,” eannot
beleft inany doubt. If a deficieney sho’d
occur the actusl cash must be raised to
meet it, either by issuing treasury notes
orinterest-bearic g government bonds, the
latter a thing most abhorent to the Amer.
can people. Rather than knowingly and
consciously secure the passage of a bill
to provide revenue for the government,
but in’'reality provided for a deficiency and
& conscquent increase of our int rest-
bearing bonded debt, I would gladly leave
myseat here in the senate,and hide . yself
forever as far as possible from public
disgrace.

“You know I want no hard words with
anyone. I oherish not the slightest re-
sentment on account of anything that has
been said. I have not a particle of am-
bition to gratizy ih the future, but if any-
one in Indiana, or anywhere else, thinks
it wise toimpugn my motives and impeach
my Democracy in the name of a measure
which fails to provide sufficient revecue
with which to pay the ordinary expenses
of the governmeni, while at the same
time it levies a higherrateof tax than the
bill I reported to the senate, that person,
whoever he may be, will find my side of
that issue, not neglected, at the proper
time, t efore our people. I do not claim
{;erfeotion. a8 you know, for the scnate

ill, but under all the trying circumstances
bere, I am willing to stand or fall by a bill
which maker far heavier reductions on the
necessaries of life than the Mills bill, the
Morrison bill, the Wilson bill or any other
proposed democratic bill since the amend-
meunts to he Walker tariffin 1857, and that
while making such reductions and giving
such relief also increases the revenune and
placas the oredit of the gover ment on ge-
cure foundations. Thiskindof a platform
will do to stand on at the close of myca-
reer it the close is at hand.

“After all, however, both the bills are
alike merecly tentative and experimental;
th y will have to go together to the joint
conference committee of the two hounses:
neither of them in Zerms will become the
law The enactment, if one is reached,
will simply be a measure of compromise
as will commend itself ¢o the judgment
of theconference committee appointed to
adjust tho differences between the two
houses as manifested in the two bills.”
