BOLD TALK BY JAPAN,
Will Tolerate No Interference to Deprive

f Her of War Spoils.

The special session of the Japanese diet |
closed on Monday. Every measure pre=-
sented was unanimously passed. A me-
morial was adopted urging the government
to execute the desires of the Mikado with
a view to the restoration of peace in the
East, the increase of the glory of Japan,
the punishment of China, and the preven=
tion of future disturbances of Eastern
peace. The memorial concludes with the
declaration that Japan will not tolcrate
interference by any nation to prevent her
obtaining the ultimate objects of
the war which she has been waging
against China The taotal has re-
quested the foreign consuls to warn the
subjects of their governments to avoid
localities where large bodles of Chinese
troops are stationed. He has also re-
quested that all Jaupanese residents of
China, to whom he refers as “fawning pig-
mfies,” shall register at the city of ien-
Tsin by Nov. 20. Reports have heen re-
ceived thut two boats connected with the
torpedo service have been blown up at
Takua, and that eight persons were killed
and two wounded in the disaster.

DYNAMITE ON THE TRACK.

Attempt to Wreck a Baltimore and Ghio
Train Near Pittsburg.

What is belleved to have been a desper-
ate attempt at train robbery was made
Wednesday night on the Baltimore and
Obio Road. At 8 o'clock an east-bound
accommodation train ran over a dynamite
cartridge near Bissell, at a very lonely
spot about fifteen miles from Pitts-
burg. ‘Tho flange of one wheel was blown
off and one end of a coach wrecked
As the train had nearly reached
the end of the trip there were few pad~
sengers aboard and no one was injured.
An examination of the track disclosed two
more powerful dynaraite cartridges on the
rails. Had vhe train been running fast it
would have exploded all three cartridges
and been totally wrecked. It is pretty well
known that the intention was to wreck the
mail and express, a through train from the
East due a few minutes later, but the rob-
bers made a mistake and placed the car-
tridges on the east-bound track instead of
the west-tound.

TRIPPED BY REBATES,

Federal Grand Jury Returns Bills Against
Former Santa Fe Officials.

The Federal grund jury returned four
indictments agalnst violators of the Inter-
state Commerce law at Chicagzo Friday
afternoon. Five persons are implicated,
the names of twoof them being suppressed
until after their arrest. The names of the
others are: Joseph W. Reinhart, ex- Pres-
ident of the fanta Fe Rallroad: John A.
Hanley, ex-Trafic Maunager of the Sunta
Fe, and Nelson Morrls, packer. The In-
dictments are the result of the investiga-
tion by the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission of the charge that the boaks of
the Santa Fe Railrond Company show that
millions of dollars were puid in rebates to
shippers during the last four years,

JUDICIAL WAR AT OMAHA.

Judge Scott Settles the Rosewater Libel
Case by Dismissing It.

A thousand people crowded the criminal
branch of the District Court ,at Omaha to
witness the second chapter in the conflict
of authority between Judge Scott, of that
department, and the other five judges of
the district, respecting the transfer of the
libel case against Editor Rosewater, of the
Bee, to some other judge owing to the
allegationof prejudice made agalnst fcott.
After criticising the other judges for in-
terfering in the affair Judge Scott, on mo-
tlon of the county attorney, dismissed the
case, declaring that if he could not try tho
case it skould not be tried. Preparations
have been made by the other judges to
secure Bupreme Court mandamus to com-
pel Judge Ecott to transfer the case.

28, were found-in the private bath house
belonging to the girl’s father. Titus had
shot himself in the head after killing the
girl with chloroform. They were engaged
to be married shortly, ‘and on Tuesday
night went for a short walk, from which
they did not return. A searching party
was organized to flnd them, but no trace
counld be found until Wednesday night.
Both belong to prominent families and no

reason can be ascribed for the murder and
suicide.

OHIO SOLDIERS SHOOT INTO
WOULD-BE LYNCHERS.

Scenes of Bloodshed About Washington
Court House, Ohio—Citizens, Eager to
Wreak Vengeance on a Negro, Storm
the Jall-Threaten to Use Dynamite.

Three Killed and Many Hurt.
At Washington Court House, Okio,

i three men were killed and about a

dozen injured, some fatally, by the

| militia, in the endeavor to keep mobs
| from lynching William Lolby, colored.

Dolby assaulted Mrs. Mary C. Eoyd,

| aged 55, at Parrott's station a week

ago, and was captured at Delaware,
Ohio, and brought into court at Wash-
ington Court House. He pleaded guilty
and was sentenced to twenty v=2ars in
the penitentiary. An angry mob gath-
ered about the jail after Dolby had
been identified by his victim, and
Sheriff Cook ecalled to his assistance
the local militia company. This ac-
tion increased the fury against Dolby,
and Gov. McKinley was appealed to
for additional assistance, and troops
from Columbus were sent, Col. Coit in
command.

The mob surrounding the jail and
court house attempted to take Dolby
from the officers when removed from
the jail to the court house for trial,
but were kept at bay by the free use,
of bayonets and clubbed guns. When
brought to the court house Dolby
broke down. While bringing him from
th2 jail the mob charged and almost
succeeded in getting him. Henry
Kirk, the brother-in-law of the as-
saulted woman, was knocked down the
steps and badly bruised. Another man
was +bayoneted through the fisger,
while a bayonet was thrust through
the clothes of another. Deputies, with
revolvers drawn, guarded the prisoner
in the court room.

Dolby cried like a baby and kept
looking around for help. Soldiers
were marched in to keep the crowd
quiet. After the sentence the prisoner
was taken to the grand jury room. A
mob gatisered about the Court House,
and 1t was impossible to get the
D isoner through to take him to the
train. The ofiicers were powerless to
get Dolby from the Court House to the
Jail or to the train, and Sheriff Cook
wiied the Governor to send more
troops. The mob grew rapidly in
numbers and desperation. Col. Coit.
maie a speech, asking the crowd to
but it was received with
jeers, The prisoner was prostrate
from fear and lay crying gnd moaning
all the time.

Guards Fire Upon thas Mob,

The mob kept Dolby and his guards
prisoners in the courthouse until 6 p,
m. and then made an attack, The
militia repelled them without firing
at first, tut at 6:45 p. m. the south door
wa; forced open. 'lLhis door opens up-
on the street, which was filled with
men, women, and children. The de-
tachment of the guards finally fired on
the attacking party. None of the
latter was hurt, but a dozen or more
ersons in the street were strugk, . two

illed outright and five more were
fatally wounded. one having since
died. The wounded were all hurriedly
removed from the scene by friends,

The people were 1{renzied and
threatened to dynamite the court
house. Additional troops were or-
dered from Cincinnati, Columbus,
Chillicothe, and other points,

FEEDING WHEAT.

Report by the Kansas Board of Agricul-
ture Says It Is Decidedly Profitable.

in an elaborate and able report just
published by the Kansis State Board
of Agriculture on the advantages and
disadvantaces of wheat as a food for
farm animals. The conclusion reached
is that, at the present price of wheat,
there is decided profit to be gained in
feeding wheat instead of corn.

In order to get at the truth in this
late phase of the oheap-wheat prob-
lem, the Secretary of the Kansas State
Board of Agriculture recently sent a
| carefully prepared list of guestions to
1,000 wheat growers, stock growers,
feeders and dairymen, and after edit-
ing the replies found himself in pos-
session of 40J very useful contributions
on the subject. From the answers and
estimates of these observant and prac-
tical men he compiled the following
interesting conclusions:

"Of the 4,827,523 bushels of winter
and spring wheat raised in Kansas in
1893 there has been used as feed for
farm animals 4,059,323 bushels, or 16.4
per cent. When fed whole, especially
to hogs, 25 par cent. of the wheat
grains are swallowed unmasticated and
go through the znimal! undige-.ted—a
shameful waste. Yet three-fourths of
the men reporting, 1epresenting fifty
co.nties. state that, pound for pound,
wheat is superior to shelled corn
for fattening hogs—even with the
one-fourth waste. This superiority is
estimated va ‘iously at from i to 35 per
cent., the average pla:ing the superi-
ority of wheat overcornat 1t per cent.
As 10 how much live pork may be ex-
pected as a fair return per bushel of
wheat fed to hogs, the average of all
the answers is eleven pounds. It is
also of interest to note that the ccst of
raising a bushel of wheat in Kkansas
ranges from 56+ cents. where an acre
yields only 10 bushels, down to 6
cents where an acre yields 35 bushels.

The Secretary sums up his conclu-
sions thus: Under existing conditions
wheat has become a very unusual and
important factor in the grain feeding
of all classes of farm stock. It is su-

well-balanced growth in young ani-
mals. Mixed with corn. oats or bran,
it is much superior to either alone for
working horses. Fed to cows it is far
and away ahead of corn as a milk pro-
ducer. For swine it gives gemerous
results, but is used at a disadvantage
when fed whole, especially without
soaking. For cattie the clear wheat is
rather too carbonaceous unless mixed
with corn or oil-cake.

Russian Activicv.

| most intimately aflected outside <apan
{ are Russia and England, and their in-
terests are a; antagonisti: as thev well
can be. Russia will unque tionably
endeavor to secure an increase of
Manchurian territory, with the object
of establishing a new sea port on the
Pacific. ~everal years ago she
asked such a grant from China,
but was refused and now it ceems
as though the present war turned
up most opvortunely for her pur-
po:se. For some reason she is now busy
{ mobilizing troops in eastern Sibaria.
Bhe has a powerful fleet of war vessels
at her Pacific port of Vladivostock, and
has there collected an army of 0,000
men. At Irkutsk is another army of
30.C00 and all along the line of ‘the
Amur River are the Cossack settle-
ments, which are bound to contribute
& large number of men on any demand
made on them by the Czar. Thuswith-
out moving a ton of freizht or a sinzle
man from her western depariments
Russia has astrong available army and
fleet in the east, and when the time
comes that it suits Russia to decla. e
herself she will ba ready to strike
a strong blow in carrying out
her traditional policy «f estab-
lishing the vast empire on a
broader and grander basis on the
shores of the lracificc. How soon that
time may arrive can only be conjec-
turel. 1t probably will not te before
spring. One thing is certain, that the
Muscovite will not allow the present
opportunity to pass without availing of
}t to establ sh his power permanently
in the Pacific. Such action by Russia
England would resent. Long ago she
threatened that if Russia would ac-
quire any port in- Corea she would
saize Port Hamiltcn, which commands
the entrance to the Japanese Sea. It
is altogether prohable that the two
nations may begin their long threat-
ened quarrel over India, notin Afghan-
istan after all, but in the seas that
wash the coast of sluggish China.

Japan’s Successes.

Meantime Japan is making strenu-
ous efforts to force the war to a finish.
Since the beginning of hostilities she
has maintained the upper hand by
land and sea, and is now concentrating
her efforts to invade China and march
ypon Pekin, the capital of the empire.
Her Corean army, alter having driven
the Chinese out of the peninsula, is
1warching rapidly on Moukden, capital
of the Chinese province of Manchuria,
snd after the capture of that citv o:
200,000 souls. which should not be very
dlfficult. this army is to warch on Pe-
kin. Meantime another Japanese
army is ready for the invasion of
China. ard if a successful landing can
be made on the Guli of Pechili. both
i armies will unite under the walls of

Pekin.

This is believed to be the Japane:e
| programme; but in war programmes
1 cannot always be carried out as drawn
up and something may yet oczur to
mar Japanese plans and prot.act the
struggle beyond tho present year.

While Japan is thus prosecutinz the
war with vigor, China is divided and
distracted. The government itself is
in disunion, one faction contending for
war to a finish, the other for peace.
Among the masses dissatisfaction ex-
ists and petty rebellions are croppiag
iup. The navy. defeated by the Japan-
ese at the mouth of the Yalu River,
has lost 1ts courage: the army is badly
organ zed and equipped, and among
hizh and low there is corruption and
distrust. Relying on its boundless re-
sources the government, however,
hopes to be able to overcome the ai-
vantages hitherto gained by its adver-
gary. but it will be many months be-
fore the work of organizing war mate-
rial can be cirried out, and meantime
Japan has ample time to deal deadly
blowfs at China and even capture Pekin
itself.

Pure Spirits Now Manufactured from the
svrup of Sugar Beets.

An experiment of grea® commerciak
value has just bsen suc.essfully tried
in Omaha, Neb., namely, the produc-
tion of pure spirits from beet svgar
molasses. The consejuences of this
will be far reaching. It will cause the
production of an entirely new industry
and it will afford great additional
profit to the sugar manufacturers. as
hitherto the molisges incidental to the
making of beet roo; sugar has n.t
been used for anythi g and has been a
total lo:s. The process consicts in
the application of a secret chemical
preparation, which transforms the mo-
la ses into asort of glucose, perfec.ly
adapted t distillery uses.
