In accordance with announces
ment the Presbyterian coogrega-
tion of Rensselaer held its last
service in the old church edifive
Sun fay evening, Jun® 30th, 1895.
There was a good attendanee, and
after song sarvice, prayer, reading
appropriate Seriptute lesson, the
‘pastor anpounced that a historical
review of tife Church 'nd its pro-
gress during its occudancy of the
old building, and announced Wm.
B. Austin as the first on the list.

Mr. Austin said;

It has been said that railcoads are" the
forerunners of civilization. That this is
true is undisgnted, but speaking from the
standpoint of a somewhat aged resident
of this town I believe we would still have
been injheathen darkness had we waited
on railroads to enlighten us. Ihechure
came here in 1847,the railroadiin 1877
thirty years later.

Like th.t of the Puritans and Pilgrim
of old, the history of the church at this
place has not been altogether roseate.
Nine persons, headed by Jumes Van-
Rensselaer,—the father of the town—
formed the nucleus from whic has been
evolved the church society of to-day.—
There were times when the church had
apparent progperi y, but on the other
hand, forlong stretches of years-- at one
time from 1866 to 1883-—not one ray of
light came, '1hat the orgauvization did
not entirely disband was due altogetherto
the efforts of a/few faithful ones in main-
tsining the Sunday fchool land in sowing
seeds which in later years hasripened and
been harvest d, and to-day[torm the L ul-
wark of the church at this place.

A somewhat amusiog incident to older
members, was the church trial of Dr.,
Joshua Qlark for alleged slandering of
the Lalies Sewing Soeisty. The trial
commenoced April 7th, 1852, and occupied
about fifty pages of the minute book.

It seems that Dr, Clark had taken ex-
ception to certain exercises which oeccur-
red at the Sewing Society which met at
Col. Work’s residence, on the farm now
occupied b. Mr. Ww. Matheisen, and
wrote and circulated a paper the substance
of which is as follows:

“Whereas the present Sewing Booiety
was principally gotten up forthe purpose
of procuring funds for the completion of
the Presbyterian Church; :

And whereas, Certain gymnastic exer
oises are to a certain and proper extent to
he desired, and are promoters of the health
of the members;

And, whereas, In the conduct of these
exercises certain small improprieties have
of late crept out to the just soandal of the
good name and fair fan e of said Society ;

And, whereas, It is apprehended that
unless these indiscretions are oorreoted
soma of the striotest may be disposed to
withdraw their connection and lurport
from us, whioh mnst materially hinder
our success; Therefore, be it

Resolved, By the Ladies Sewing Soci-
etv of Rensselaer, that hereafter, int e
exere ses of the meeting, there shall not
be more than one polka dance of an eve-

ning, and in snch dance no member shall
raise her foot more than so high, ete.”
