HE WAS REPRIEVED.

But Through an Officer’'s Bungling He
Died Just the Same,.

The custom in the English navy, up
to the beginning of the present century,
of keeping back from men reprieved,
after sentence of death, all knowledge
of such reprieve until the last moment,
when all the formalities attending the
execution: of the sentence, except the
dread one that came last of all, had
been duly observed, is answerable for
several terrible mishaps involving tra-
gic consequences.

The preliminaries
over, he was placed in a position to re-
ceive the fatal volley. His eyes were
bound. The firing party stepped for-
ward and took post within six paces.

“Make ready.” Click, click, click
went the flint locks.

“Present.” Up went the muskets, all
leveled in a row at the prisoner’s breast.

Then there was a pause as the offi-
cer in command, holding in his hand,
rolled up, the fatal handkerchief, the
dropping of which had been arranged
as the signal to ‘“fire,” turned away.
Every one looked on, wondering at the
delay while the officer was apparently
trying to get at something in his tunie
pocket. He grasped it and pulled out a
paper, but in his eagerness dropped the
handkerchief.

The
latter, however, has never made use of
this money, which has gone toward the
education of her children.-

African Bread.

“The staple article of food,” writes a
traveler in Africa, “is guanga or cav-
assa bread. It is made from the man-
ioc root, from which tapioca and man-
ioca are produced. The manioc re-
sembles the elder bush; the roots form
into tubers like sweet potatoes. The
way in which the guanga or cavassa
bread is prepared is as follows: The
tubers are thrown into a bamboo bas-
ket and are kept under water for five
or six days, until they begin to show
signs of decomposition. They are then
taken out, the skins are removed, and
they are pounded into pulp in a mor-
tar. The dough is rolled into balls of
about two pounds in weight, wrapped
up in banana leaves, tied securely with
rattan strings, and put into a big earth-
en pot and boiled for three or four
hours. The cavassa bread is then
ready for use. It will keep for three
weeks if properly made and-taken care
of. To see a company of natives strip-
ping the covering off their two pound
loaves and munching them in concert
does not tend to whet the appetite.
When you begin to experiment with it
you find it has a sour smell and a sour
taste. The natives in making it man-
age to get a lot of sand mixed into it,
making it feel rather gritty when eat-
ing it. Whether this is done to aid
digestion or whether it is the result of
accident is a matter of conjecture.
But, even in spite of the thought of the
mudholes in which one has seen the
tubers rotting, with hunger for a sauce,
one gets to be able to eat the native
bread, and after a time he even begins
to like it.”

California’s Public Schools.

Facts as to the development of the
publicschool system of California show
that although it 48 only forty-seven
years since the first schoolhouse w<s
built in the State, yet now the annual
expenditure for public schools is nearly
$6,000,000, and 6,500, teachers are em-
ployed in lnstmctlna 240,000 pupils.
These teachers are paid more liberally
than in any other State, and they rank
high in efficiency. The State University
and its affiliated colleges have been
very liberally endowed, and the compe-
tition of Stanford University has help-
ed Instead of injuring it. The bequest
of J. C. Wilmerding of $400,000 for the
establishment of a schoo® in which
boys may learn trades has fallen due,
and this new technical school will be
under the State University, and every
effort will be made to render it efficient.

California’s Vintage.

California’s vintage has begun, and
trustworthy estimates as to the produc-
tion are now available. In every dis-
trict the outlook is more favorable than
last year. The production of dry wine
in the State will be about 20 to 25 per
cent. greater than last year, and will
be from 12,000,000 to 13,000,000 gallons.
About 4,500,000 gallons of sweet wine
will be produced, making a’total wine
production in California this year of
about 17,000,000 gallons. This is far
short of the consumption, and 'much
less than the production of 1893, so
winemakers look for good prices and
prosperous times. The average price

for dry-wine grapes will be about $15
& ton.
