TRAGIC WINTER.

Memeries of the Terrible Storm ia
South Dakota Sixteen Years Ago
According to certain weather wise-

aeres in the Northwest the coming

winter will be an unusually severe one
in that region. It is to be hoped, how-
ever, that no such winter as that of

1880 in South Dakota will ever again

visit that State. The story of that

time is full of interest, especially to
those unfamaliar with its details
Wednesday, Oct 18, 1880, was in
Southern Dakota a typical northwest-
ern fall day. Rain fell during the
day. The next day the weather was
rather pleasant, but threatening. Fri-
day, the 15th, a change occurred, and
snow began to fall. This continued
almost steqdfly until the following Sun-
day night, when it gleared off. Mon-
day snow agabh fell and from that
time on snew storms were of frequent
occurrence during the whole winter.
On Nov. 19 the ice which had been
running for some time in the Missourl
river suddenly formed an ice bridge,
and became so solid during the night
that crossings could be made with
safety the following day. As the re-
sult of the almost constant fall of
snow and high winds huge drifts were

formed, some of them from 20 to 30

feet deep. In many places fences and

trees were buried completely out of
sight, and only the tops of telegraph
poles were visible. This necessitated

In some instances the propping up of

the wires to keep them out of the snow.

In the new portions of the territory

there were few herds of cattle, but in

the southern counties thousands of
animals perished. Along the Mis.
sour] river hundreds of deer, antelope
and other wild game became foun-
dered In the vast drifts, and were kill-
ed, clubs in many instances being the

Instruments of destruction. All the

railroads were blockaded and some of

them did not begin operations again

- juntd the following June.

Guardian of the Lakes,
The oldest steam warship in the
United States navy is the Michigan.
Her quaint shape, glistening in con-
tinually renewed coats of white paint,
is a familiar sight to the thousands
of summer tourists upon the great
lakes, where ghe reigns, the sole nava)
guardian of Uncle Sam’s vast inter
ests.
Away back in 1843, when the Michi-
gan was laid down, it was a departure
of a¢ small note that the Government
should order ber built of iron, and
when the size of the merchant ships
of the lakes at the time is considered.
there is little wonder that her launch
the following year at Erie, Pa., was
the occagion of a tremendous celebra
tion, and that the Marine Band (ove
fifty years-ago journeyed from Wash-
ington overland by stage coach to as
sist in the ceremonies.
The Michigan has a length of 16
feet. Her draft of only nine feet per
mits of entrance to almost any chan-
nel in the chain of inland seas where
she Is likely to go, but her speed is only
11 kuots, and the armament ecarried
does not cut much of a figure when
one is thinking of modern warships.

POOR OLD NIAGARA!

Tues Are Attempting in Every Way
to Rob Her of Her Glory.

Poor old Nlagara! 1t does seem as It
mankind had conspired to take from
her the glory which has been hers since
man first looked upon her beauties and
became impressed with her grandeur.
Commereial progress ie not to be stayed
by such a little thing as semtiment, and
as a result it begins te look as if Niag
ara’s roar was doomed to grow less and
less and perhaps to die away in the
distance like the wall of a lost soul, er
the last sigh of a dying giant.

Yes, sad as it may seem, Niagara
seems doomed to die! Man wasn't sat-
isfled with harmessing the giant and
making it do his work—Indeed, threat-
ening to compel it to turn every wheel in
the broad land. He has decided that
the lakes which nursed the giant are not
deep enough for commercial purposes.
So dams are to be bulit to hold back the
water, and raise the level ot the lakea.
At least that is what Is now proposed.
How to maintain the depth of the water
in the Ohicago river has long been a se-
rious problem to OW%icagoites. 1t has
been proposed to cont‘nually dredge
the river; but this would compel the
lowering of the tunnels which 88
under the stream, and would at thets&
be but a temporary solution of the vex-
ing question, for the reason that the
level of Lake Michigan is falling. The
clearing away of the forests of Michi-
gan, Wisconsin and the Oanadian
shores of the great lakes has deprived
them of that steady supply of water
which used to reach them. The peri-
xdic floods and freshets which have suc-
ceeded do not serve so well as the more
sonstant and equable supply in main-
‘alning the high water level of the
lakes.

The Chicago Trébune advocates the
Impounding of the waters of the lakes
by a dam In the Nlagara river below
Buffalo, which will throw back the
water of Lake Erie four or five feet, and
by wing dams above Detroit, which
would have a similar effect with Lake
Huron and Michigan. The shallowness
of every lake harbor is proof of the ne-
cessity of doing something of this kind,
and after the Chicago drainage eanal
Is In active operation the necessity for
conserving the waters of the great lakes
in the interest of lake navigation will
be increased.

The demands of commerce must have
thelr way, and a strong dam, no doubt,
will ultimately be thrown across Niag-
ara. The water which now rushes over
the falls will be held back in sufficient
volume to keep the lakes brimful, Care
will be taken that the water supply for
the electric power generators on both
tides of the Niagara will not be inter-
fered with. A good head of water to

What surplus water is left after these
demands of commerce are fully satis-
ted will be allowed to course down the
wroad channel of the Niagara river and
