shirts worth fr- m thirty to fifty cents tne
stale charged 90 cents, with prices of
other articles of equipment propo tion-
ately high  The soldiers are insisting
that the board of sutvey shall not ellow
these mounts to be charged, but shall
gee that they are cut down to the govern-
ment’s prices. The soldicrs are enlitled
to the balance remaini:g botween whit
they have to pay for their clothi g and
the government sllowance for that par-
pose, bnt although many of t em have
stinted themselves there will be no bal-
ance for mo t of the soldiers un'ess the
goverument turns down the prices charg-
ed by the s.ate. x

ALGER'S HISTORY IN BRIEF.

In Beptember, 1864, Col, Alger andghis
regiment were in the Shenandoah Valley
taking part ir. Sheridan’s grent campaign
against Jubal Early,
the month Colonel Alger applied for aten
days’ leave of absence. The applicatien
was dis_p roved and return-d by his di-
vision commander, General Wesley Mer-
ritt, becauss of the activ: operations
then in p ogress. Upon the return of hig
application for leave disapproved, Col
Alger left his regiment and went to Wash-
ington without leave. Thers he procured
a detail on court martial duty in that city.
Ti.is fact was reported.to (General Mer-
ritt, who in turn reported it to Gereral
fheridan, who brought the matter to the
attention of the war department, reccms=
mending that Colonel Alger be discharg-
ed for being absent without leave. In
consequence of that recommendation
from General Philip H. 8heridan, Col.
Alger was discharged from the service on
September 30, 1864. The incident term-
inated his military career. After the war
Wwas ov.r he prooured 1n some wayothe
brevet of brigadier general and major
general of volunteers. - Later on he
turned his attention to money making »nd
politics. Of his busine s methods the usS-
prem - court of M chi an has spoken in
very unccizplimentary 'anguage. Of his
political methods John S8herman has spo-
ken ;to accuse him of flagrant bribery,
pucschase, dec ption and betrayal. still
later on, Alger became a McKinley shout-
er, and 1n fulfillment of a political bar
gain he now occupies & s at Le cannot
fill, and his incompeteney is the seandal
of,the nation and the wonder of tho world.
And this man the Precident shiclds, and
thereby assumes no small portion of the
responsibility for the “crime against hu-
mapity” enacted on the :ransport <hips
aud in the military camps in Cubg and
the United States. :
