1 want to ask the Republicans of your
county why their speakers and papers
are not disoussing their proposed legis-
lation to ‘‘reform the curremoy.” Their
platform declares for ‘‘comprehensive
legislation’” in this direotion and the
people are entitled to know what that
means. This phrase, like that of *‘sound
money,’”’ behind which the gold re-
demptionist has so long masked himself,
has a certain definite meaning to the
leaders, and the people should also nn-
derscand i6.

Shortly after the eleotion of President
McKinley there met in Indianapohsa
convention of men calling themselves a
“Non-Partisan Monetary onnvention.”
The announced object of this associa-
tion was to inangurate a ‘‘compréhen-
sive reform of our curreney.” A oom-
mittee was appointed to prepare a bill
to pass congress which would effect this
reform. In January, 1808, the comven-
tion assembled again at Indianapolis to
hear and act wpon the report of the
committee. It was called “non-parti-
san,”” bat not a Populist, Silver Repub-
lican or Democrat was invited. It was
called a “*business men’s’ convention,
but the delegates were selected by
the banks and boards of trade of
the various ocities, and not a Ja-
boring man or farmer was there.’
The committee reported a bill to seform
the currency and Jesse Overstreet, a
Republican oongressman from Indiana,
was intrusted with introducing it in
congress. This bill, known as the Over-
street bill, was introduoed in the hounse
as bill No. 5,855, and was referred to the
committee on banking and ourrenoy.
The executive committee of the Indian-
apolis convention headed by H. H.
Hanna, and composed of wealthy and
influential men, were directed to attend
the last session of congress and see that
the bill became a law. On June 15,
1898, the house committee reported the
measure in a slightly modified form, but
under the changes it was reported as

reform’’ of the ourrency. He says, that
the bill would have passed had the war
not engrossed congressional attention,
and declares that if the friends of
“sound’”’ money (Republicans) seoure
control of the coming congress vhis bill
(No. 10,289) will become a law.

It is apparent then, that by ‘‘compre-
hensive monetary legislation,’”’ the Re-
publican leaders mean this measuse, or
one of similar import. The very ex.
pression is taken from the Indianapolis
“husiness men’s’’ convention. And be-
sides, the action of the last house fore-
shadows the intention of the next.
The banking and currency committee
of the house, that reported favorably on
the act, represent the Republiecan ma-
jority in that house and upon measures
of this kind are rightfully sup posed to
reflect the purpose of the party in
power. Mr. Hanna says, in his open
letter, ‘‘a careful poll of the house
shows that the friends of sound money
will support the measurs. "’

Now, why did they not briefly state
the purpose and effeot of this bill in
their platform, instead of making an
unctuous deolaration for ‘‘enlightened
and eomprehensive monetary legisla-
tion?” Why do they not discuss it
now? I will tell you: It is because
they dare not go before the people with
a frank statement of their purpose eor a
fair discussion of their policies. They
propose by this measure to malge our
coined silver dollaws, which are today
standard, irredeemable, and full legal
tender dollars, redeemable in gold; thus
contracting our volume of standard
money, adding to the burden on gold
and increasing its exchange walue, and
reducing our silver to the cendition of
currency or mere promises to pay gold.

They propose to withdraw from use
and destroy all the greenbadks and gov-
ernment paper money and permit the
igsuance by national banks of their cur-
rency te take its place. In other words,
the government is te withdraw its paper
money in order that the national banks
may issue bank note ourrency, loan it
at the usual rates to their immense
profit and contract and enlarge the vol-
ume in use from time to time as they
see fit.

1 propose to discuss and attack these
policies in succeeding issues of this pa-

er, but i is only fair thas your Repub-
ican gpeakers and editors should like-
wise discuss and defend them. They
dare not demy (?uty responsibility for
them. The evidence is overwhelming
that thig*is the poliocy meant in their
declaration for ‘‘comprehensive mone-
tary legislation.’’ If not, let them say
what is. - Do they meam to make our
silver redeemable in gold and substitate
for government }nper money, national
ban ourrenocy Let them deny
it or defend it. In the last
session of congress six bills were
introdaced in the house on cur-
rency reform by Republican mem-
bers. They were the McOleary bill
(H. R. 9,736), Hill-Fowler bill (H. R.
10,980), Overstreet bill (H. R. 8,855),
Gage bill (H. R. 8,181), Fowler bill (H.
R. 50), and the Walker bill (H. R.
3,333y, and they ,are all framed to ac-
complish this ‘purpose. The Repub-
lican flnancial policy manifestly is to
make gold the sole money of redemp-
tion and government payment and to
make national bank currency the sole
circvlating medium.

Of all these bills, the Republican
party stands peculiarly pledged t-
