"By the way,  I 'm here  with 'Dol ly  
Gray,  but  wil l  s t r ike out  for  home in 
a  few days.  'Dol ly '  sends his  best  to  
yourself  and the fans."

Bnt for Stant Pennock. Harvard's 
bite All-American Kuurd. Brickley 
might have fone to his death Sat­
urday. It was Pennock who in­
formed Dr. Nichols of Brickley's 1U-
nesM. Brickley himself tried to keep 
the matter quiet, so he could take 
part in the Washington and Jeffer­
son game. "A kick in the abdomen 
would likely have been fatal," said 
the doctor today.

Before at tempting '  to  analyze the re­
sul ts  of  Saturday 's  footbal l  games,  most  
of  which resul ted as  predicted,  every 
fol lower of  the  gr idiron game cannot  
help hut  feel  sorry for  Charles  BrTckley,  
captain of  this  year 's  Harvard 's  e leven.  

This  player ,  one of  the greatest  ex­
ponents  of  f ie ld  goal  kicking:  in  the 
his tory of  footbal l ,  was operated upon 
las t  Saturday for  appendici t is .  The af­
f l ic t ion wil l  keep him out  of  the  al l -
important  intersect ional  s t ruggle  be­
tween Michigan and Harvard a t  Cam­
bridge on October  31,  a l though ho may 
be able  to  play in  the Yale-Harvard 
game cn November 21 in  New Haven.  

As the cr imson eleven was the un­
disputed champion of  the  east  las t  year ,  
ar id  as  Michigan bids  fa i r  to  be repre­
sented by a  s t rong eleven this  season,  
this  game has '  a t t racted unusual  In­
terest .  Without  the sorvlces  of  Brick­
ley.  Harvard wil l  be great ly  weakened 
and i ts  chances of  defeat ing the Wol­
ver ines  lessened accordingly.  

Absence Noted In Last Game. 
Brickley 's  absence from Saturday 's  

game with Washington and Jefferson,  
which Harvard won by the narrow 
margin of  one point ,  shows he wil l  be 
missed.  Although Mahan,  the cr imson 
halfback,  was not  in  the game,  Brick­
ley 's  i l lness  had a  lot  to  do with the 
resul t ,  and unless  Coach Haughton se­
lects  a  good man to  take the captain 's  
place.  Harvard wil l  have a  hard t ime 
to  re ta in  the laurels  I t  won las t  year .  

I t  must  be admit ted that  Michigan 
is  e .howlng improvement  with the play­
ing of  every game.  Although a t  least  
four  Harvard scouts  watch every game,  
tho Wolverines  wil l  be a  hard team to 
beat  on the las t  Saturday of  this  
month.  Coach Yost  is  leaving nothing 
undone to  tes t  the ahl l i ty  of  his  candi­
dates  and the worth of  his  plays.  Never  
before  has  the Wolverine mentor  
opened up in  such s tyle  as  he has  this  
season and by the t ime Harvard is  
met  Michigan wil l  be  represented by 
i ts  s t rongest  e leven,  which wil l  be  
versed in  the most  s t ra tegic  Yost  for­
mations.  

May Rebuild His Tenm. 
That  Coach Haughton wil l  have to  

rebui ld  his  team fcr  this  contest  is  
cer ta in .  Players  were bui l t  around 
Brickley.  Defense for  his  a t tempts  a t  
f ie ld  poals  had been perfected.  Special  
interference for  off  tackle  dr ives  and 
end runs had been perfected,  while  
tho forwards had been taught  how to 
op^n holes  for  his  l ine plunges.  His  
cepabi l i t ies  as  an interfercr  a lso had 
been reckoned,  and in  numerous other  
wavs the s ter l ing qual i t ies  of  this  
player  have been f igured upon.  

Although he may be par t ia l ly  re­
placed,  the  other  Harvard players  wil l  
not  enter  into the important  s t ruggles  
with the same confidence as  they would 
i f  Brickley was in  his  old posi t ion.  
Psye 'nclogy Is  an important  factor  in  
footbal l ,  and unless  the players  have 
confidence in  their  teammates  the re­
sul t  may be disastrous.  

Crimson Lucky to Win. 
The resul t  of  Harvard 's  game with 

Washington and Jefferson plainly 
showed that  a  lot  must  be accomplished 
before  the Michigan game.  That  the 
Crimson eleven was lucky to  escape 
defeat  must  be admit ted,  a l though the 
Cambridge team was severely handi­
capped.  

Yale  showed i ts  weekly Improvement  
by defeat ing Lehigh,  20 to  3,  in  a  game 
which was a  good tes t  for  the New-
Haven eleven.  Pr inceton had to  plav 
a l l  t ) ie  footbal l  i t  knew to win from 
Syracuse,  12 tc  7,  whi le  Cornel l ,  af ter  
two successive defeats ,  won from the 
Carl is le  Indians,  20 to  0.  Penn also 
r t -covered f rom a  defeat  by winning 
from Lafayet te ,  10 to  2,  and Dartmouth 
showed s t rength by defeat ing Wil l iams,  
21 to  S.

YALE EXPECTS A HARD 
TEST BY NOTRE DAME 

Irish Feared By Old Ell Coaches, Who 
Work Hard on Defensive Plans 

NEAV HAVEN, Conn. ,  Oct .  12.—Sec­
ond only in  interest  to  the annual  Har­
vard match is  the gr idiron meet ing 
scheduled here  for  Saturday with Notre  
Dame.  I t  wil l  be  the f i rs t  encounter  
of  the  season between eastern and 
western elevens.  The demand for  
t ickets  is  so great  that  I t  is  es t imated 
ful ly  12,000 people  wil l  be  present .  

The Yale  coaches bel ieve that  Notre  
Dame wil l  tes t  the s t rength of  the blue 
j .s  no other  r ival ,  except  Harvard,  can 
this  year .
