We have van- -
ijuished an army numerous, brave and well
organised. Piedmont has been delivered
from iuvasion. Her frontiers have been
extended to the Mincio. The idea of an
Italian nationality has been admitted by
those who combatted it mo.u. All the Sove- -'

reigns of the Peninsula now comprehend the
merit of solatnry reforms. Thus, after hav-

ing new proof of the military power of
Franc, the peace concluded will be prolific
of happy results. The future will every
