Below we give the bill itself. It
'ii proper to 6ay that the final passage of

the bill is extremely doubtful. It
girea every alternate quarter section of

land to actual icttlers. This, at it
woulJ apply to the new Territories,
would not be agreeable to the friend

of slavery. These alternate sections
would be taken up more rapidly by

emigrants and icttlers from free States,
r.nd thus in somo measure destroying
the chances of slavery on largo con-

nected bodies of land without which

the slve system would bo much re-

duced in value.

Of course therefore the Senato will

oppose it. If it passes nt all, it will bo

lato iu the session, and after being so

amended as to nuke it more acceptable

to the south.
The following is a correct copy of it

as it passed the House:
A bill to grant a homestead of one

hundred and sixty acres of the pub-

lic lands to nctual settlers.

Rt it enacted lyth Senate and HuUtt

of Jiepretentativee of the United Statt$

tf America in Congrest aacmhled,
Tlmt any free whito person ho is the

head of a family, or who lins arrived

at the nj;e of twenty-bn- e "years, and is

a citizen of the United .States, hall,

from and after the passage cf this act,

be entitled to enter, free of cost, ono

quarter section of vacant and unap-

propriated public land, which may, at
the time the application is made, bo

subject to private entry at one dollar
find jtwenty-fiv- c cents per acre, or a

quantity equal thereto, to bo locatcdin
a body, in conformity with the legal
subdivisions of the publie lands, and

after the same shall have been surveyed.
SeC. 2. And be it further enacted.

That the person applying for the bone-f- it

of this act, shall, upon application
to the register of the land ofticc in which

he or she is about to make such entry,
make affidavit before the said register
that he or she is the head of a family,
orii twenty -- one years of age,' and that
auch application is made for his or her
exclusive use and benefit, and those es-

pecially mentioned ill this net; and not

either directly or indirectly for the use
or benefit of any other person or per-

sons whomsoever; and upon making
the affidavit as above required, and
filing the afitJaVit with the register,
he or she shall thereupon be permitted
to enter the quantity of land already
pecified: Provided however. That no

certificate shall be given, or patent is-

sued therefore, until the expiration of
five years from the dato of such entry,
and if at the expiration of such time,
the person who shall make suchjentry,
or, if he be dead, his widow, or, in case
of her death, his heirs or devisee, or,
in case of a widow m:Ung such entry,
her heir or devisee, in cao of her
death, shall prove by two credible wit-

nesses that he, she, or they have con-

tinued to reside upon and cultivate
aid land, and still reside upon the
.rne, and have not alienated the same,

or any part thereof, then, in stich case,
he, the, or they sh ill bo entitled to a
patent, u in other cases provided for
by law: And provided further. In
caso of the death of both father and
mother, leaving an infant child or
ehildtn under twenty-on- e years of
age, the right and the fee shall inure
to the benefit of said infant child or
children, and the executor, administra-
tor, or guardian, may, at any time
within two years after the death of the
surviving parent, and in accordance
with the laws of the State in which such
children, for the lime being have their
domicile, sell said Uiid for the benefit
of laid infants, but fur no other pur
pose; and the purchaser shall acquire
the absolute tillo to the purchnse, and
be entitled to ft patent from the United
States.

Stc. 3. And he it further enacted,

. That the register of tho hind oftlco
shall note all such applications on the
iract-bot.ksan- d plates of his olfice,and
keep a register of all such entries, and
mako return thereof to tho General
Land Office, together with tho proof
upon which they have been founded.

ftc. 4. And It it further enacted,- -'
That ill land acquired under the pro
visions of this act. hall in no event be- -

como liable to tho satisfaction ofnnv
debtor debts contracted prior to tho
Issuing of the patent therefor.

Stc. 5. And be it further enncted,
That if, nt any tirao after tiling the af.
fidavit as required in the second section
of this act, and beforo the expiration of
the years aforesaid, it shall be proven,
after duo notice to the settler, to the
satisfaction of the register of the land
office, that the person having filed such
affidavit shall have actually changed
Iiis or her residence, or abandoned the

.said entry for more than six months
at any one time, then, and in that
event, the kland so entered shall revert
.back to tho Government, and be dis-

posed of as other public land aro now
by law, subject to an nppeal to the
General Land Office.

Site. C. A tulle it further enacted,
That if any individual now a resident
of any of tho States or Territories, and
notacitixen of the United States, but,
at the tirao of making such application
for benefit of this act, shall have filed
a declaration of Intention as required
by tho naturalization laws of tho U.
8., and shall become a citizen of the
samo before the issunnccof the patent,
as made and provided f-.-r in this act,
shall be placed upon an equal footing

with the native-bor- n citizen of tho

United States.
Skc. 7. And It it further encctcd

That no individual shall bo permuted.

to make more than one entry undtr the

provisions of this act; and the Com

missioner of the General Office is here-

by required to prepare and issue such
rules and regulations consistent with

this act as shall be.nccessary and prop-

er to carry its provisions into iffect;
and that the registers and receivers of

the several land offices shall be citiiled
to receive the same compensation for

any lands entered under the provisions
of this act that they arc now ci titled

to receive when tho same quan.ity of

land is entered with money, one half
to be paid by the person malihgtho
application, at the samo time of to do- -

in ir. and tho other half on the iisuo of

the certificate by the person to whom it

may bo issued: Provided, htwevcr,

That all persons entering land under
the nrovisioas of this act. hall, as

near as may bo practicable, in naking
such entries, bo confined to euch al

ternate quarter section, nnd to land

subject to privato entry nt ono dollar

nnd twenty-fiv- o cents per acre: AM
provided further, Tbat nothing in this

act shall be so construed as to impair
or interfere ia any manner whatever
with existing pre-emptio-

n rights:
Provided further, that the provisions
of this act shall bo so construed as to

authorize the class of persons provided
for in the foregjing part of this act,
who may not own ono bundled nnd
sixty acres of hind, to enter free of
cost any of the public lands aljoining
hisor her firm, subject to entry at the
minimum prico per acre, a quantity
when added to what they miy now
own be one hundred and ixt acres,
provided he or she shall culti'ato the

whole or part thereof.

neither of the bills can be reached be-
fore the middle of tho next session.

This action of tho house on the
infamous Nebraska bill, has caused
rjreat commotion, nnd is not liked by
the friends of the measure, who hoped
to have it pushed thorugh. On the
other hand, the enemies of the Kxecu
live, and opponents of the bills, are do-light- ed

tho former considering tho
action of ihe house a rtbuko to tho
President, nnd the latter feeling confi-

dent that the measure will die out un-

der protracted discussion.
