It is upon this circum
stance, more than any other, that the
latter has based his hopes of conquer-
ing Turkey, llusbi in emissaries tor a
jrreat mmy year have been busy in
.Turkey in promoting a good under
standing between the Greek Christians
there and the Czar at St. Petersburg,
who stands at the head of their Church.

While thcirpolitical obligations have
been to the Sultan, it has been sought
to make their religious sympathies
still stronger tie connecting them to
the Czar. The present war was caused
by the attempt of Nicholas to exercise
an ecclesiastical jurisdiction over the
Greek Church in the dominions of the
Sultan, which, had it been prcmitted
would have been a virtual abrogation
of the latter' sovereignty. The Port
and his Government at Constantinople,
have been for a long time aware that
their greatest political weakness and
danger was in an insurrection of the
Greek Church in Turkey, who consti
tute, it we are not greatly mistaken
a large majority of the inhabitants; and
to guard against the probability of
such hd event, the Mussulman ruler
has granted every immunity and privi-Jeg- e,

so far as the exercise of the rites
of their religion is concerned, to the
Greek Christians, that they could
desire.
. Indeed, with the exception of Eng
land, there is not a country in Europe
wbcre the principle of religious tolera
tion is carried out to a greater extent
tnan in turkey, there can be no
doubt that the exactions made upon
the Greek Christians are far less, and
that their condition is infinitely' better
tnan it would bo it the nussian eagles
floated from the dome of the Mosque
of St. Sophia, in Constantinople. Ho
policy could be more injudicious, upon
the part of the Lrreek Christians, than
that which should seek to exchange
the Government of the Sultan for that
of the Czar. We have seen it stated
in the letters of intelligent and appar-
ently reliable correspondents lrom
Turkey, that the Christian population
ofthat country was well affected toward
their Mussulman raler, and that the
attempts of the Russian agents to excite
a did treat feeling among them had
resulted in failures, and that they
would sustain the Sultan in the present
war.

We shall be somewhat disappointed
if the reverse of thU opinion proves to
be correct. It cannot be denied, how-
ever, that the fact of this large Greek
church population in Turkey is apoliti-- ,
cal element that well deserves to be
considered in all speculations upon the
probable termination of the Eastern
difficulty, fur whichever side it should
iuclineil would haveapotential weight
in determining the result. Should the
Greek Christians in Turkey pretty
unanimously revolt against the Otto-
man government and incline to Russia
it is very doubtful whether even' the
united strength of England and France
could prevent the Cx.tr from conquer-
ing Turkey. That such an event will
happen wo have no fears, considering
it improbable in the highest degree.
